	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Parkside Street Improvement Project is a part of the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan in the Department of Public Works’ Detailed Work Program.  The project proposes to construct improvements to Parkside Street, including curb, gutter and sidewalks.  In addition, the project proposes to address a flooding problem at the Channel Road-Parkside Street intersection by constructing a subsurface storm drain from the intersection southward along Channel Road, through the parking lot of the Lakeside Village Shopping Center, to an existing open drainage channel (Thomas Guide page 1232-A3).

The project requires the acquisition of permanent right-of-way easements from four property owners and a drainage easement from a fifth owner.  Four of the owners have agreed to sell the necessary property rights to the County.  Negotiations with the fifth owner, Mr. Amer Shaae, which began in December 2002, have reached impasse. In order to maintain the construction schedule, it is necessary to initiate the eminent domain process.  Construction is scheduled to commence in June 2005.

On December 1, 2004 (11), the Board set a hearing date for January 5, 2005, to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity to initiate an action in eminent domain for the necessary easement.  The Board is requested to adopt the Resolution of Public Necessity for the Parkside Street Improvement Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request to consider adoption of a Resolution of Public Necessity.  Funds in the amount of $42,000 for acquisition of the parcel included in the Resolution for this proposal are budgeted in the Department of Public Works’ Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is Gas Tax Revenue.  If approved, this proposal will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 17, 1996 (25), the Board approved and adopted the Final Draft Countywide Summary Plan and the Countywide Siting Element. Pursuant to requirements of the Integrated Waste Management Act (AB 939), the San Diego County Integrated Waste Management Task Force has prepared updated versions of the Countywide Integrated Waste Management Summary Plan and Countywide Siting Element. The documents were approved by SANDAG for distribution to the Cities and County for adoption on January 23, 2004. Both documents are regional documents intended to encompass all jurisdictions within San Diego County.

The Countywide Summary Plan contains regional goals and policies as well as a summary of Integrated Waste Management issues faced by the County. It summarizes waste management programs designated by the County's jurisdictions to meet the 50 percent waste reduction mandates per AB 939. It also suggests steps needed to cooperatively implement and administer specific programs regionally or countywide.

The Countywide Siting Element must be reviewed, and revised if necessary, every five years per Public Resources Code Section §41770.  Per this requirement, the process of review began in 2001. The Local Task Force, administered by SANDAG, determined an update of the Siting Element was warranted due to a number of changes since its adoption in 1996, including divestiture of County landfills to private ownership. The Siting Element contains, among other things, descriptions of existing facilities and strategies for the region to meet 15 years of disposal capacity, as required by State law. The Countywide Siting Element demonstrates 15 years of disposal capacity using a combination of several integrated waste management strategies. The Siting Element serves as a guidance document, rather than a specific development program. While the Siting Element discusses new landfills and landfill expansions, it does not advocate or guarantee approval of facilities by any agency or jurisdiction. Each proposal for a new or expanded solid waste facility must be reviewed separately through local land use approval and state permitting procedures.  

On April 22, 2004, a Negative Declaration for the Siting Element Update of 2004 was circulated for 30-day public review. The review period ended May 24, 2004.  Comments were received and staff has responded.

This is a request to adopt the Negative Declaration for the Siting Element Update of 2004 and to adopt the resolution approving and adopting the Final Draft Countywide Summary Plan and Countywide Siting Element. Upon Board approval, the cities will be requested to also adopt the plans. The Integrated Waste Management Act (AB 939) requires that before the Summary Plan and Countywide Siting Element can be submitted to the State, they must be adopted by a majority of the cities representing a majority of the incorporated population, within 90 days of receipt. Requested action would also authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to transmit the Countywide Summary Plan and Countywide Siting Element to the California Integrated Waste Management Board following these approvals.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Requested actions will not have any fiscal impact. Funding source for countywide solid waste planning activities is a Solid Waste Planning Fee of 2 cents per ton, collected at landfills throughout the county pursuant to County of San Diego Ordinance Section 68.551. The 2-cent fee is collected from haulers who export trash out of the county and landfills within the county for each ton of trash that is buried.  This fee brings in approximately $80,000 each year, with each year increasing approximately 5%.  Funds are used for countywide disposal tonnage tracking and AB939 reporting.  Disposal tracking costs approximately $15,000 per year.  The funds are also deferred and used every five years for revisions and updates to the Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan, which includes the Summary Plan and Siting Element.  From FY 2002-03 through October 2004, DPW spent $285,400 for staff and County Counsel to revise these documents.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Spring Valley Outfall was constructed in 1963 to transport sewage from the Spring Valley Sanitation District to the City of San Diego’s Metropolitan Sewage System.  The Department of Public Works has completed plans to replace approximately 200 feet of deteriorated Spring Valley Outfall Sewer pipe south of Quarry Road (Thomas Guide page 1291, A-6).  Estimated construction cost of the project has increased from the original estimate of $250,000 to the current estimate of $350,000 due to increased construction material costs.

This is a request to increase appropriations by $100,000 and to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace a segment of the Spring Valley Outfall.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Construction is scheduled to commence in April 2005 and be completed in July 2005.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	$250,000 in construction funding was approved in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Spring Valley Sanitation District budget.  This request establishes additional appropriations in the amount of $100,000.  The funding source is  Spring Valley Sanitation District Fund fund balance.  If approved, this request will result in $350,000 current year cost, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	This project involves construction of sidewalk and drainage improvements along Kenwood Drive in Spring Valley, from Bancroft Drive to Helix Street (Thomas Guide: Page 1271-B5).   It also includes improvements to the existing traffic signal at the intersection of Kenwood Drive and Bancroft Drive.  The project will improve pedestrian access and safety, and will improve traffic circulation. 

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Kenwood Drive Improvements in Spring Valley.  Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to commence in Spring 2005.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This project is included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program. The amount budgeted is $60,000.  The funding source is Gas Tax. This request adds $780,000 in appropriations from fund balance available in the Road Fund, and transfers Gas Tax appropriations of $229,000 from the Gird Road Bridge project budget. This project will result in current year cost of $1,069,000, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County and City of El Cajon have roads approaching the intersection of Granite Hills Drive and Melody Lane (Thomas Guide 1252-B5.)  On June 19, 2002 (4), the Board approved installation of a traffic signal at this location.  The traffic signal at this intersection is proposed for design, construction and maintenance by the City of El Cajon in March 2005.  The City of El Cajon has agreed to invoice the County for the County’s share in July 2005.

This is a request to approve a cost sharing agreement between the County and City of El Cajon for construction, maintenance and operation of the traffic signal and safety lighting systems.  If the agreement is approved, the County would pay 50% of the construction, maintenance and operation costs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request will be included in the Proposed FY 2005-06 Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. The funding source is Gas Tax.  If approved, this request will result in no costs in the current fiscal year and will not require the addition of staff years.

The signal will be operational in FY 2004-05.  The County will be invoiced for the County’s share in FY 2005-06.  The Engineer’s estimate for the construction cost is $110,000.   The County’s share of this cost will be $55,000 for FY 2005-06.   It is estimated that annual maintenance and operations costs will be $2,400.  The County's annual share would be $1,200 per year.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 11, 1993, the State of California banned disposal of whole tires at landfills in California. Since then, the state has developed programs to increase recycling of waste tires. The County has a proactive waste tire public education and waste tire recycling program. This letter addresses the market for recycled waste tires: rubberized asphalt concrete paving.

The California Integrated Waste Management Board administers grants to public agencies within the State who utilize rubberized asphalt concrete paving within their projects.  These grants consist of payment per ton of rubberized asphalt concrete applied within each project.  The Department of Public Works is planning to advertise and award a contract for rubberized asphalt concrete paving of several road segments throughout San Diego County during Spring 2005. The state grant, if awarded, would offset up to $50,000 of the approximate $2 million project. 
This is a request to approve a resolution authorizing application for, and acceptance (if offered), of a grant for use of rubberized asphalt concrete. The paving project will be brought to the Board in Spring 2005 for authorization to advertise and award for construction. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Maintenance costs for County roads are funded using Gas Tax revenues. The total rubberized asphalt project, which will be brought to the Board in Spring 2005 for advertisement and award, will be approximately $2 million in FY 2005-06. Action requested is approval to apply for a grant that would result in up to $50,000 in FY 2005-06 revenue from California SB 1346 Rubberized Asphalt Concrete Grant Program to offset Gas Tax costs. There is no local match requirement; rather, the grant is based on tonnage of rubberized asphalt concrete used in a project at approximately $2.50 per ton, with a maximum of $50,000. No additional staff years would be required.

	CONSULTANT AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE ARCHITECTURAL, ENGINEERING AND PLANNING SERVICES FOR COUNTY AIRPORTS ON AN AS-NEEDED BASIS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	County Airports has a need for a consultant to perform architectural, engineering, and planning services, including studies, surveying and mapping, comprehensive planning, program management, designs, soils engineering, plan checking, and other related services.  Use of a consultant will enhance Airports’ ability to complete planning and construction projects in a timely manner.

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  The policy requires a countywide solicitation for individual consultant contracts exceeding $250,000. In accordance with provisions of the policy, a solicitation was conducted and six respondent consultant firms were interviewed.  Wadell Engineering Corporation, of Burlingame, California, was selected as the most qualified firm to perform required services.

This is a request to approve a consultant agreement with this firm to provide as-needed architectural, engineering, and planning services for total compensation not to exceed $500,000, with a term ending December 31, 2009.  The agreement authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted or services no longer required, and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	Funds for this request are included in the current year Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan. Funding source is the Airport Enterprise Fund, however projects are eligible for reimbursement from future Federal Aviation Administration and State grant funding. If approved, this request will result in costs of $500,000 on an as needed basis over the time period of January 5, 2005, through December 31, 2009. Expenditures in each year will vary according to the workload levels, but current year costs are anticipated to be approximately $90,000. Of this, $69,000 is requested to be transferred from the general consultant contracting account in the Airport Enterprise Fund to two specific capital projects: Palomar Airport North Side Ramp and Taxiway Phase I ($39,000), and Palomar Airport Design 3 South West Lots for parking lots ($30,000). We are requesting that your Board approve the recommendation that will allow the Chief Financial Officer to refund the 1996 Regional Communication System and the 1996 North & East Courthouse Financings so long as market conditions continue to result in a minimum present value savings target of 3% or more.  We further request that the refunding be referred to the SANCAL Board for approval and to proceed with financing, if market conditions allow.

Staff will return in January 2005 with the approval of the financing documents for the refunding.  Should market conditions deteriorate and the present value savings target results in below the 3% minimum threshold, then staff will not proceed with the refunding.

With today’s market conditions, savings are estimated at $356,000 annually. or $2,717,544 over the life of the project, realizing a 4.45% present value savings. 	On January 16, 2002 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved a Cooperative Agreement between the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and the County of San Diego that identified park and trail “Betterments” (improvements) to be provided by Caltrans as mitigation for impacts that construction of State Route 125 would have on Sweetwater Regional Park and Sweetwater Valley Little League baseball fields. 

Improvements required under this agreement include replacing parkland, improving hiking and equestrian trails, constructing additional recreation facilities for Sweetwater Summit Regional Park, and reconstructing the Sweetwater Valley Little League fields.  On March 23, 2004 (8), at the request of Supervisor Cox, the Board transferred $300,000 of District 1 Community Projects funding to the Department of Parks and Recreation for the added cost of installing artificial turf instead of natural grass, as originally proposed, on the outfields of five of the six new ballfields to be constructed pursuant to the Cooperative Agreement.

This action will authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to negotiate and execute a sole source agreement between the County of San Diego and San Diego Expressway, L.P. (SDELP), a California limited partnership, by California Transportation Ventures, Inc. (CTV), for installation of artificial turf on the outfields of five ballfields that will be constructed as part of the Little League ballfield complex.  San Diego Expressway, L.P. is responsible for constructing the park improvements for Caltrans.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the contract are budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The funding source is $300,000 in District 1 Community Projects funds.  If approved, this action will result in a current year cost of $300,000 for the installation of artificial turf on the outfields of five of the new baseball fields at the Sweetwater Valley Little League ballfield complex, $0 annual cost, and the addition of no staff years.  Once constructed, operations and maintenance of the new facilities will be the responsibility of the Sweetwater Valley Little League.
