	OVERVIEW:

	
	Today’s action will secure the local funding necessary to allow the Alpine and Ramona Libraries to submit Library Bond Act grant applications later this month.  If successful, these two communities would receive 65% of the cost to build new libraries in their growing communities from the State of California.  Today’s action will also allocate funding to Ramona Pony Baseball to upgrade the infield of one baseball field, as well as reconstruct stronger, safer bleachers on several fields at Wellfield Park.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fiscal impact associated with this action is $721,753. The funding source is District Two Community Projects funds for fiscal year 2003-04. This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:


	1. Find that the allocations for the Ramona Pony Baseball project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301.

2. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute a grant agreement with the organization in item 5 listed above, establishing terms for receipt of the funds described above.

	PROPOSITION 14 APPLICATIONS FOR NEW LIBRARIES IN ALPINE, FALLBROOK AND RAMONA (DISTRICT: 2 AND 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 7, 2000, the voters of California approved the California Reading and Literacy Improvement and Public Library Construction and Renovation Bond Act of 2000 (Proposition 14).  The Bond Act provides $350 million in matching funds to build and renovate public libraries throughout California. On July 31, 2001 (16), the Board of Supervisors authorized County staff to develop Proposition 14 applications for new, replacement libraries in Campo-Morena Village, Fallbrook and Julian. Applications submitted for the first application cycle deadline of June 14, 2002 were for libraries in Campo-Morena Village, Julian, La Mesa, Lemon Grove and Santee. Julian received an award.

On March 19, 2002 (17), the Board directed and authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to proceed with development of a Proposition 14 Bond Act application for a new, replacement library in the community of Alpine.  On June 18, 2002 (28), the Board directed and authorized the Chief Administrative Officer to proceed with development of a Proposition 14 Bond Act application for a new, replacement library in the community of Ramona.

On March 11, 2003 (6), the Board approved application for a second round Proposition 14 application for a new, replacement library in Fallbrook. The project was not funded.

Today’s actions request approval of third round Bond Act applications and supporting documents for new, replacement libraries in the communities of Alpine, Fallbrook and Ramona.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This proposal will result in no current year expenditure. Should the Proposition 14 Bond Act grant applications be awarded, local matching and supplemental funds, as specified in the project application, would be required. Funds for the construction of this project are not budgeted.  The construction costs will be funded at 65% by the Proposition 14 grant and 35% by local match.  The 35% local match comes from Library Fund, District 5 Community Projects, and private donations.  If approved and a grant is awarded, the above recommendations will result in an estimated total projects cost of $18,899,286.  In addition, initial start up costs and one year of operations for the Alpine Library, the Fallbrook Library, and the Ramona Library are estimated at $3,654,697.  The annual operating cost exceeds current year budget by $1,044,788.   Additional staff years may be required for this proposal.  Staff years and operational costs for Alpine and Fallbrook projects are included in the Library Plan of Service, approved by the Board of Supervisors April 4, 2000 (3).  The Ramona project is not included in the Library Plan of Service and will require additional funding. Staffing and operating costs will be included for approval during County budget review for the year the new libraries become operational in FY 2006-07.

2. 3. Transfer Appropriations of $306,485 from Community Services Group Management Reserve to Contributions to Capital Outlay Fund (Operating Transfer Out) for the Alpine Branch Library project.

4. Establish Appropriations of $306,485 in the Library Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project KL2983, Alpine Branch Library, based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund.  (4 VOTES)

5. Approve and authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors and the County Library Director to sign, when completed, the Proposition 14 Bond Act Application for a new Alpine Library, certifying to the accuracy and truthfulness of the application, and approving the application and agreeing to operate the facility as a public library after completion, contingent upon the Board’s approval of a District 2 recommendation in a separate Board letter on today’s agenda to allocate Community Project funds to complete the 35% local match.

6. Authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign a Joint Venture Agreement between the County of San Diego and the Alpine Union School District, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured for a new Alpine Branch Library.

7. Authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign and certify a Resolution agreeing to operate a new Alpine Branch Library, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured.  

8. Find for the Fallbrook Library project, that the Mitigated Negative Declaration on file in the Department of General Services has been in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act and State and County California Environmental Quality Act guidelines, that the decision-making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to approving the project, that the Mitigated Negative Declaration reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors.

9. Find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Fallbrook project, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since said Mitigated Negative Declaration was prepared.

10. Establish Appropriations of $26,000 in Library Capital Outlay Fund for Capital Project KL1974, Fallbrook Library, based on a donation from the Friends of the Fallbrook Library.  (4 VOTES)

11. Approve and authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors and the County Library Director to sign, when completed, the Proposition 14 Bond Act Application certifying to the accuracy and truthfulness of the application, and all supporting documents for a new, replacement library in the community of Fallbrook, subject to completion and conformance of all supporting documents, and approving the application and agreeing to operate the facility as a public library after completion.

12. Ratify the Joint Venture Agreement between the County of San Diego and the Fallbrook Union Elementary School District, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured for a new Fallbrook Branch Library, which was signed by both parties and approved by the Board of Supervisors on March 11, 2003 (6).

13. Authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign and certify a Resolution agreeing to operate a new Fallbrook Branch Library, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured.  

14. Find for the Ramona Library project, that the Mitigated Negative Declaration on file in the Department of General Services has been in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act and State and County California Environmental Quality Act guidelines, that the decision-making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to approving the project, that the Mitigated Negative Declaration reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors.

15. Find that there are no changes in the project or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Ramona project, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since said Mitigated Negative Declaration was prepared.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 7, 2000, the voters of California approved the California Reading and Literacy Improvement and Public Library Construction and Renovation Bond Act of 2000 (Proposition 14).  The Bond Act provides $350 million in matching funds to build and renovate public libraries throughout California. On July 31, 2001 (16), the Board of Supervisors authorized County staff to develop Proposition 14 applications for new, replacement libraries in Campo-Morena Village, Fallbrook and Julian and to work with the cities of Encinitas, La Mesa, Lemon Grove and Santee to develop operating agreements to support those cities’ applications. Applications submitted for the first round application deadline of June 14, 2002 were for libraries in Campo-Morena Village, Julian, La Mesa, Lemon Grove and Santee, with Julian and Lemon Grove receiving awards.  On March 11, 2003 (7) the Board of Supervisors authorized staff to sign Proposition applications prepared by the Cities of Encinitas and La Mesa, agreeing to operate the libraries if grant funding was awarded. Neither city’s application was successful. The Cities of La Mesa and Santee have decided to reapply in Round 3. The City of Encinitas is proceeding with construction of a new library without Proposition 14 funding.

Today’s action requests that County staff be authorized to sign Proposition 14 applications prepared by the Cities of La Mesa and Santee, and all required submittal documents and Resolutions to operate these facilities, if Proposition 14 funding is secured.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This proposal will result in no current year expenditure.  Funds for construction of these projects are not budgeted and construction is not a County obligation.  If approved, once the libraries are completed the above recommendations will result in estimated initial operational startup costs of $421,425 and annual ongoing operating costs of $2,529,367, an increase of $266,926 above the current fiscal year budget. The request may result in additional staff years in the year the new libraries complete construction and open for operation, tentatively estimated to be in FY 2007-08.  Staff years and operational costs are included in the Library Plan of Service, approved by the Board of Supervisors April 4, 2000 (3).  Staffing and operating costs will be included for approval during County budget review in the fiscal year the new libraries become operational.

2. Find in accordance with section 15096 of the CEQA Guidelines, that the County of San Diego, as a responsible agency under CEQA, has considered the environmental effects of the project as shown in the Environmental Impact Report, prepared by the lead agency and concurs with the findings of the lead agency, the City of Santee, Community Development Department.

3. Authorize the County Library Director to sign the Proposition 14 Bond Act Application Certification, prepared by the City of La Mesa, subject to Library Director final review and approval and contingent upon City Council confirmation on January 13, 2004, agreeing to operate the facility as a public library, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured.

4. Authorize the County Library Director to sign the Proposition 14 Bond Act Application Certification, subject to final review and approval, prepared by the City of Santee, and approved by the Santee City Council on December 17, 2003, agreeing to the application and to operate the facility as a public library, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured.
5. Authorize the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors to sign a Resolution and an operating agreement between the County of San Diego and the City of Santee, agreeing to operate the facility for the provision of library service, to become effective if Proposition 14 funding is secured.

6. On November 22, 2003, a Sheriff’s Lieutenant was elected president of PORAC, which is a full-time position.  PORAC will fully reimburse the County through a contract for all salary and benefit costs, during the first year of his presidency (approximately $127,095).  The full cost for any subsequent presidential years for salary and benefits will be correspondingly determined in a separate contract. 

PORAC is a professional organization of more than 650 local, state and federal law enforcement associations that represent over 55,000 officers.  PORAC’s objective is to further the welfare of law enforcement on economic, professional and social levels.  Having a Sheriff’s Lieutenant elected as President of PORAC reflects favorably on the Sheriff’s Department, the County of San Diego and will assist in promoting the public safety needs of the County.
