	OVERVIEW:

	
	The recommended action will authorize the distribution of the draft Public Housing Agency Plan, Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy, and Section 8 Administrative Plan for a 45-day public comment period.

The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), in response to the Quality Housing and Work Responsibility Action of 1998 (QHWRA), requires housing authorities to prepare, after public review and comment, a Public Housing Agency (PHA) Plan and adopt supporting policy documents that describe the discretionary policies and procedures for the conduct and administration of the Public Housing and Section 8 programs.   These documents provide basic Housing Authority of the County of San Diego (HACSD) policies, rules and requirements for its operations, programs and services.  The PHA Plan is similar to the consolidated plans that local jurisdictions, with federal funds for housing and community development programs, prepare for HUD.

	There is no fiscal impact.  This request will result in no current year costs, no annual costs, and will require no additional staff years.

	REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY FUNDING OF HOUSING AUTHORITY LOCAL RENTAL SUBSIDY PROGRAM AND CONSULTANT SERVICES CONTRACT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Community Redevelopment Law requires local redevelopment agencies to set aside, in a Low and Moderate Income Housing Fund, not less than twenty percent (20%) of all taxes that are allocated to redevelopment agencies.  Funds from the Low and Moderate Income Housing Fund must be used for increasing, improving, and preserving the community's supply of low and moderate-income housing.  

This is a request to establish appropriations in the Housing Authority for a local rental subsidy program for households in the vicinity of the County of San Diego Redevelopment Agency’s two project areas funded with Redevelopment Agency Low and Moderate Income Housing Funds.

Redevelopment Agency approval is also requested for contracting with a redevelopment consulting firm to assist the Redevelopment Agency in identifying, evaluating, and recommending affordable housing projects that are eligible under the Agency’s Low and Moderate Income Housing Fund.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Local Rental Subsidy Program:  Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Housing Authority. The funding source is revenue from the Gillespie Field and Upper San Diego River Improvement Project Areas’ Low and Moderate Income Housing Funds.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost and revenue of $1,530,215, $0 annual costs, and will require the addition of no staff years. 

Consultant Services:  Funds for this request are budgeted in the Redevelopment Agency Budget.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost of up to $50,000.  There is no general fund cost and the addition of no staff years.

	EXECUTIVE DIRECTORS/CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

Acting as the Board of Supervisors, the Redevelopment Agency Board of Directors, and the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners:

1. Authorize the Assistant Executive Director of the Redevelopment Agency and the Deputy Director of the Housing Authority to execute an agreement between the Redevelopment Agency and the Housing Authority to administer the Local Rental Subsidy Program using $1,530,215 from the Redevelopment Agency’s Low and Moderate Income Housing Fund.

Acting as the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners:

1. Waive Board Policy A-91, Mid-Year Budget Changes.

2. Establish appropriations of $1,530,215 in the Housing Authority for the Local Rental Subsidy Program for low-income households based on unanticipated revenue from the Gillespie Field and Upper San Diego River Improvement Project Areas’ Low and Moderate Income Housing Funds.  (4 VOTES)
