	MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN IHSS PUBLIC AUTHORITY AND UNITED DOMESTIC WORKERS OF AMERICA; ISSUANCE OF HEALTH AND DENTAL BENEFITS COMPETITIVE SOLICITATIONS; SUBMISSION OF PUBLIC AUTHORITY RATE REQUEST; REVISION OF FISCAL YEAR 04-05 OPERATIONAL PLAN AND ESTABLISHMENT OF ADDITIONAL APPROPRIATIONS (DISTRICT:  ALL) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The initial Memorandum of Understanding between the Public Authority and the United Domestic Workers of America was approved on April 23, 2002.  This agreement expired on June 30, 2003.

Negotiations have concluded with an agreement between the parties, and this item presents a new Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for ratification by the Public Authority Governing Body with a start date of January 12, 2005. 

Additionally, to implement the new MOU, Governing Body action is requested as follows: authorization to issue competitive solicitations for health and dental care benefits for the In-Home Supportive Services Home Care Workers unit (individual providers); approval to submit a revised Public Authority Rate Request to the State, which is required by the State Department of Social Services for reimbursement of the State and federal expenses associated with the Public Authority; approval of one additional position in the Public Authority in order to administer the additional health and dental benefits; approval of the revised Public Authority Operational Plan to reflect MOU terms and conditions and the additional position; and approval of increased appropriations in the Public Authority consistent with the revised Operational Plan.  

A companion item on today’s Board of Supervisors agenda requests approval of appropriations in the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) Operational Plan. The HHSA Operational Plan includes funding for the IHSS individual providers as well as the revenue and operational transfer for the Public Authority.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is not included in the Public Authority FY 2004-05 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in $1,238,870 cost and revenue in the FY 2004-05 Public Authority Operating Fund. The funding source is an operating transfer from the General Fund based on State Department of Social Services and Social Services Realignment revenue in the Health and Human Services Agency. There will be no change in net General Fund cost and 0.5 additional staff year.

	EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

1. Ratify the new Memorandum of Understanding between the County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority and the United Domestic Workers of America, NUHHCE, AFSCME, AFL-CIO for the period of January 12, 2005 through January 31, 2008.

2. In accordance with the Interagency Agreement between the IHSS Public Authority and the County of San Diego, authorize the Director, County Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation and enter into negotiations with health care benefit providers to provide health care to IHSS individual providers, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, award and execute a three-year contract beginning on or after October 1, 2005, with two additional option years and up to an additional six months if needed; and, to amend the contract as required for changes in funding and services that do not materially impact or alter either the program or the contract, subject to approval of the Executive Director, Public Authority.

3. In accordance with the Interagency Agreement between the IHSS Public Authority and the County of San Diego, authorize the Director, County Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a competitive solicitation and enter into negotiations with dental care benefit providers to provide dental care to IHSS individual providers, and upon successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to award and execute a three-year contract beginning on or after July 1, 2005, with two additional option years and up to an additional six months if needed; and, to amend the contract as required for changes in funding and services that do not materially impact or alter either the program or the contract, subject to approval of the Executive Director, Public Authority.

4. Approve the revised Public Authority Rate Request for submission to the State Department of Social Services.

5. Approve the revised Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operational Plan for the County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority.

6. Establish appropriations of  $1,238,870 in the In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority for implementation of the new Memorandum of Understanding based on an Operating Transfer from the General Fund (State Department of Social Services and Social Services Realignment revenue).  (4 VOTES)
