	ADOPTION OF TRANSPORTATION IMPACT FEES FOR FALLBROOK, RAMONA, AND REMAINING UNINCORPORATED COUNTY AREAS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 5, 2004 (5), the Board authorized the Director of Public Works to develop a Transportation Impact Fee program for Fallbrook and Ramona. The purpose of such an impact fee program is to provide funding for construction of transportation facilities needed to support traffic generated by new development. Over the past eight months, staff developed a Fallbrook and Ramona Transportation Impact Fee program with input from community representatives, developers and other stakeholders.   

During this time, staff also developed a transportation impact fee program for the remaining portion of the unincorporated county, which is included in this report and referred to as the County of San Diego Transportation Impact Fee program. This additional countywide program would offer the Board a mechanism for addressing transportation infrastructure needs associated with new development in the remaining unincorporated county.   

The primary purpose of transportation impact fee programs is twofold: (1) to fund construction of identified facilities needed to reduce or mitigate projected cumulative impacts resulting from future development; and (2) to allocate the costs of these facilities equitably among all future developing properties. These fees for future development road deficiencies, when combined with public funds to address current roadway deficiencies, will enable construction of an adequate roadway system to support planned land uses in the unincorporated county.

This is a request to approve and adopt the Fallbrook and Ramona Transportation Impact Fee Report, and the County of San Diego Transportation Impact Fee Report. Both include transportation facilities studies, transportation improvements and fee schedules. The Board is also requested to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to establish accounts for receipt of Transportation Impact Fees. This is also a request to repeal existing Title 7, Division 7 of the San Diego County Code and adopt new Title 7, Division 7 as a replacement to provide an enabling ordinance for these Transportation Impact Fee programs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request could result in new total revenue of $909 million, over a 25 to 40 year period, depending on the rate of development. Adoption of Transportation Impact Fees will result in no current year costs and require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Approval of these fees will provide developers with a mechanism for complying with requirements of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) related to identification and mitigation of cumulative traffic impacts. The program will allow developers to contribute a fair share to fund infrastructure improvements needed to serve their projects. 

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that proposed action is exempt from requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), as specified in Section 15273(a)(4) of CEQA Guidelines, as fees collected from this action will be used for transportation infrastructure necessary to maintain service within existing service areas and collection of these fees will not result in a direct or reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change to the environment.  Before the location and extent of transportation improvement projects are finalized by future County actions, alternatives, environmental impacts and mitigation will be addressed. 
2. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 13, 2000 (4), the Board of Supervisors found that riding and hiking trails outside of County parkland and County road rights-of-way are a legitimate and necessary form of public recreation that the County should provide, and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to proceed with a Countywide Trail System Assessment to assist the County in developing a comprehensive approach to trail planning.  On July 18, 2001 (3), the Board accepted the Trails System Assessment, directed the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare draft goals, policies, and strategies for General Plan 2020, and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare the Community Trails Master Plan utilizing information from the Trails System Assessment with a concept of trail development on public and private lands, placing community trail planning outside of the General Plan, establishing a baseline level of service, and incorporating a Regional Corridor Trails Map into the General Plan.  The Board also directed the Chief Administrative Officer to recommend a County Trails Program that details cost, funding sources, and methods for implementation.  On January 9, 2002 (5), the Board approved draft County trails text, goals, and policies for inclusion in the Public Facilities Element.

The County Trails Program is the culmination of documents, policies, and procedures that will achieve the County’s objective of realizing a system of interconnecting regional and community trails.   Initially, this Program was to be brought to the Board for approval with General Plan 2020, however, with strong support from Community Planning and Sponsor Groups and other stakeholders, the Trails Program Management Team that included Staff from the Departments of Parks and Recreation, Planning and Land Use, and Public Works was able to complete this planning effort early. The Trails Program and the Community Trails Master Plan, the main implementing document for Program, were specifically tailored to be separate from the General Plan.  

Approval of the proposed General Plan Amendment would amend the General Plan Public Facilities Element by adding a new section entitled, “County Trails” which: 1) incorporates a Regional Trails Map in the General Plan that depicts nine regional trail corridors; 2) describes County-wide goals and policies related to trails; and 3) establishes a baseline (minimum) level of service of 0.8 miles of trails per thousand population.

The General Plan Amendment would also delete all trails-related information (maps and text) from the General Plan Recreation Element and the following six Community Plans: Central Mountain, Ramona, San Dieguito, Spring Valley, Sweetwater, and Valle De Oro. This information has been updated and relocated to individual community trails plan sections in the Community Trails Master Plan (separate from the General Plan).

The County Trails Program, which includes the adoption of the Community Trails Master Plan and amendments to County ordinances, will be considered by the Board of Supervisors as a separate item on today’s agenda (Item #3), however, both of these agenda items will reference the same attachments.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 13, 2000 (4), the Board of Supervisors found that riding and hiking trails outside of County parkland and County road rights-of-way are a legitimate and necessary form of public recreation that the County should provide, and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to proceed with a Countywide Trail System Assessment to assist the County in developing a comprehensive approach to trail planning.  On July 18, 2001 (3), the Board accepted the Trails System Assessment, directed the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare draft goals, policies, and strategies for General Plan 2020, and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare the Community Trails Master Plan utilizing information from the Trails System Assessment with a concept of trail development on public and private lands, placing community trail planning outside of the General Plan, establishing a baseline level of service, and incorporating a Regional Corridor Trails Map into the General Plan.  The Board also directed the Chief Administrative Officer to recommend a County Trails Program that details cost, funding sources, and methods for implementation.  On January 9, 2002 (5), the Board approved draft County trails text, goals, and policies for inclusion in the Public Facilities Element.

The County Trails Program is the culmination of documents, policies, and procedures that will achieve the County’s objective of realizing a system of interconnecting regional and community trails.  Initially, this Program was to be brought to the Board for approval with General Plan 2020, however, with strong support from Community Planning and Sponsor Groups and other stakeholders, the Trails Program Management Team that included staff from the Departments of Parks and Recreation, Planning and Land Use, and Public Works was able to complete this planning effort early. 

The Trails Program and the Community Trails Master Plan, the main implementing document for the Program, were specifically tailored to be separate from the General Plan.  The Community Trails Master Plan includes trail and pathway plans (text and maps) for communities in the unincorporated County.  The Master Plan addresses the public’s need for easily-accessible recreation and transportation opportunities, while providing health and quality-of-life benefits associated with hiking, biking, and horseback riding throughout the County.  The separation of the Trails Program and the Community Trails Master Plan from the General Plan will allow greater flexibility in creating and amending community or “local” trails plans with the necessity of amending the General Plan.   

General Plan Amendment 04-010 contains the changes to the General Plan that includes deleting the trails text and maps from the Recreation Element and placing the Regional Trails Map, the need for trails, and the Countywide Goals and Polices in the Public Facilities Element of the General Plan.  General Plan Amendment 04-010 will be considered by the Board of Supervisors as a separate item on today’s agenda.  However, this agenda item and the separate agenda item for General Plan Amendment 04-010 will use the same attachments for the Mitigated Negative Declaration and proposed amendments to the General Plan.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  Costs for trail maintenance and management under this program are estimated to be $600,000 for the remainder of the current fiscal year, which includes one-time start up costs of $426,000 for vehicles and equipment.  The potential for funding for the current year costs will be resolved at the time of the Second Quarter Review. Ongoing costs are estimated to be $730,000 annually, which includes staffing costs for a five-person trail crew, related services and supplies, and depreciation of the vehicles.  The Department of Parks and Recreation is seeking grant funding and one-time funding from group reserves for the initial start up costs in the current fiscal year.  Ongoing funding, as well as five (5) additional positions, will be requested in the Chief Administrative Officer’s FY 05-07 Proposed Operational Plan.

These costs do not represent the entire cost of managing and maintaining the trail network.  Significant additional trail maintenance work will be provided by the Department's extensive volunteer base, which will save the County an estimated $240,000 per year.

	AMENDMENT TO AGREEMENT WITH CALTRANS – DRAINAGE EASEMENTS ALONG STATE ROUTE 125 (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On August 15, 1995 (21), the Board approved Cooperative Agreement No. 11-8181 for Sweetwater Road drainage easements with the State of California Department of Transportation (Caltrans). This agreement allowed Caltrans to take ownership of various flowage and drainage easements to construct the State Route 125 freeway in the Spring Valley area.  The County had existing local road drainage and the Flood Control District had flowage easements prior to construction, which were necessary for the freeway project. The agreement provided for Caltrans to return those easements outside of the freeway right of way to the County and the Flood Control District, upon completion of construction. 

This arrangement benefits the community because Caltrans will improve the drainage facilities as part of construction, greatly decreasing the risk of flooding.  It also decreases maintenance costs during construction because Caltrans maintains the sites.  When those easements are returned to the County after completion of construction, the newer facilities will be less costly to maintain than the interim facilities.

Caltrans has determined the State Route 125 project would not be completed before the December 31, 2004, termination date of the agreement.  This is a request for the agreement to be extended an additional year until December 31, 2005. This item also would authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to execute future extensions or other minor amendments to this agreement.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There are estimated maintenance savings between $25,000 and $30,000 during the time Caltrans has possession of the drainage easements. Savings will continue after the drainage facilities are returned to the County and Flood Control District in that Caltrans will retain some of the facilities as part of the freeway right of way, and the improved facilities that are returned to the County and the District will be less costly to maintain.

	ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONTRACT FOR INSTALLATION OF NEW GUARDRAIL ON DEL DIOS HIGHWAY AND REPLACEMENT OF GUARDRAIL END SECTIONS AT VARIOUS LOCATIONS (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Guardrail Program installs and replaces guardrail at specified locations to reduce the severity of the collision when an errant driver runs off the road. Under the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Guardrail Program, Department of Public Works identified various locations in the unincorporated area for replacement of existing guardrail end sections. A new guardrail section will be installed on Del Dios Highway (Thomas Guide 1149 D-3 2004). Plans and specifications are complete.  
This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to replace existing guardrail end sections at various locations and install a new guardrail on Del Dios Highway. Last year, Department of Public Works budgeted this project conservatively.  Staff has since identified funds available to increase the project scope to include more guardrail ends.  This is a request to appropriate an additional $500,000 for a total amount of $987,500.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, scheduled to begin April 2005, and be completed August 2005.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works FY 2004-05 Detailed Work Program in the amount of $487,500. The funding source is Gas Tax.  This request adds $500,000 of additional appropriations based on fund balance available in the Road Fund.  If approved, this request will result in $987,500 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

FORMATION OF UNDERGROUND UTILITY DISTRICT ON PARKSIDE STREET IN LAKESIDE (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to underground overhead utilities to benefit communities. Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration. One case in which utilities can be undergrounded in accordance with this policy is when capital improvement projects are constructed. The Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for Fiscal Year 2004-05 includes pavement and sidewalk improvements on Parkside Street in Lakeside, from Channel Road to River Street (Thomas Guide Page 1232 A-3). This improvement project will include the relocation underground of electric, telephone and cable lines along Parkside Street within the project boundaries. This road meets the Public Utility Commission’s criteria for undergrounding because it is within the Lakeside Community Revitalization District.

This is a request to set a hearing for February 9, 2005, to form a new Underground Utility District, Parkside Street in Lakeside. Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  This first step is adopting a resolution of intention to set a date for a public hearing. The second step is to adopt an ordinance forming the district at close of the public hearing.

	The San Diego County Critical Hours program, administered by the Health and Human Services Agency, provides a variety of services to prevent and reduce at-risk behavior by youth.  The Critical Hours program, initiated by the Board of Supervisors in 1996 at the recommendation of Supervisor Cox and Supervisor Roberts, provides after-school programs for middle school youth between the critical hours of 2:00 p.m. and 6:00 p.m., the times research shows the majority of crimes committed by youth occur.

On December 8, 1998 (63), the Board authorized the Department of Parks and Recreation to continue the Lakeside Critical Hours Program.  This program has been in existence since 1997 and has received funding from the Health and Human Services Agency annually since the inception of the County Critical Hours Program.  The current funding cycle expires on June 30, 2005. 

Approval of the requested action will authorize the Department of Parks and Recreation to submit two proposals in response to the Request for Proposal issued by Purchasing and Contracting to select contractors for the County’s Critical Hours Program.  The proposals will include the continuation of the Lakeside Critical Hours Program and the establishment of the Spring Valley Critical Hours Program.  Each proposal will request $50,000 to operate the program and serve a minimum of 100 middle school-age youth.  The programs will be located at the Lakeside and Spring Valley Teen Centers.

Included in this program are the management of a permanent household hazardous waste collection facility in Ramona and inter-jurisdictional agreements for the use of permanent household hazardous waste facilities in the Cities of San Diego, Escondido, and El Cajon.  Additionally, the program sponsors several one-day collection events each year in outlying unincorporated communities and pick up services for elderly and disabled County residents.  To properly manage the wastes collected, the Department of Environmental Health requires the services of a licensed household hazardous waste contractor for operation of collection facilities and events and the transport and disposal of wastes.  On February 14, 2001 (8), the Board approved the RFP for household hazardous waste management and disposal services that ultimately lead to the awarding of a contract to Philip Services that expires June 30, 2005. To obtain the best management and disposal rates from a qualified contractor, a new Request For Proposals is needed.

Board approval is requested today to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a Request For Proposals and to award a contract for household hazardous waste management and disposal services to a qualified contractor.

Board approval is also requested to authorize the Director of Environmental Health to sign agreements that secure permission to use non-County sites for Temporary or one-day Household Hazardous Waste collection events, provided no rent is being charged for use of the site.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The State of California signed a compact with the Santa Ysabel Band of Diegueño Mission Indians (Tribe) that authorizes the Tribe to develop a 70,000 square foot Class III Gaming Facility of no more than 350 gaming devices, along with support structures and parking lot, on the Tribe’s 15,526-acre reservation, located near the towns of Santa Ysabel and Julian.  The Tribe’s intent in developing the facility is to promote and support tribal economic development, tribal self-sufficiency and strong self-government.  

The Tribe’s Compact with the State was ratified by the California State Legislature on September 12, 2003, approved by the Bureau of Indian Affairs on November 21, 2003, and published in the Federal Register on December 22, 2003. The compact contains a provision, Section 10.8, requiring the Tribe to consult with the County of San Diego and to enter into an agreement (Agreement) to develop site or project specific terms and conditions addressing implementation of feasible mitigation measures and feasible project alternatives concerning problem and pathological gambling and significant off-reservation environmental effects stemming from the Gaming Facility.

County staff and the Tribe’s representatives worked extensively over recent months to identify impacts and mitigation measures and project alternatives. At the time of docketing this item, a draft Agreement had not been concluded. Though there is no certainty, a final agreement may be approved by the Tribe before January 3, 2005, in time to be considered for adoption at the January 12, 2005, Board meeting.

	On October 11, 2003, the Governor signed Senate Bill 621 (Battin and Burton), which establishes funding priorities for the Indian Gaming Special Distribution Fund (SDF); establishes Indian Gaming Local Community Benefit Committees in each County with Indian gaming facilities; and provides for the distribution of money to local government agencies impacted by tribal gaming.  Most of the money in these accounts is required to be allocated to mitigate impacts from the gaming facilities on each of these reservations.
SB 621 created, in each County where Indian gaming is conducted, an Indian Gaming Local Benefit Committee whose primary purpose is to select local jurisdiction grants to be funded from the Individual Tribal Gaming Casino Accounts.   SB 621 also specified that each Committee is to be composed of two representatives of the County, three elected representatives of the City within four miles of a casino, to be selected by the County Board of Supervisors; and two representatives selected by the tribes paying into the SDF.

AB 675 amended the language of SB 621 for San Diego County by specifying that in San Diego County, the Committee is to be composed of two representatives of the County and one elected representative of the City within four miles of a casino, to be selected by the County Board of Supervisors; three representatives selected by the tribes paying into the SDF; and the Sheriff of the County. This action appoints three members to the Indian Gaming Local Community Benefit Committee in accordance with the guidelines set forth in State law.  Further, it authorizes the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) to apply for and accept grants on behalf of the County of San Diego.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Staff costs associated with this action will be eligible for reimbursement from the local share of the Indian Gaming Special Distribution Fund.  There will be no increase in staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Action Before Your Board Today

Being presented for approval today are the financing documents to issue certificates of participation in lease agreements with the San Diego County Capital Asset Leasing Corporation (SANCAL) to pay for construction of the new Edgemoor Skilled Nursing Facility (Facility) for an amount not to exceed $90 million, consistent with the higher than anticipated construction costs.  In addition, the documents include the issuance of certificates to refund (refinance) previous financings not to exceed $70 million, including $35 million for the 1996 Regional Communications System financing and $35 million for the 1996 North & East County Courthouses financing. This financing is scheduled to close on February 2, 2005
Edgemoor 

During the past several years, the Board of Supervisors has taken a number of actions related to development of the Facility. On January 15, 2002 (#19), the Board directed the Chief Financial Officer to take the necessary steps to issue certificates of participation via the capital financing program sponsored SANCAL for an amount not to exceed $65 million. As part of Board action on June 15, 2004, the Board adopted a Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring Program and approved the issuance of a Request for Bid (RFB) for construction of the Facility.  The design and construction documents were prepared in eleven months and submitted to the Office of Statewide Health Planning and Design (OSHPD) for plan check in December 2002.  Approval of the plans was received in November 2004, which was longer than expected due to OSHPD’s workload.

Construction bids in response to the RFB have now been received.  The low bid for the project is significantly higher than anticipated.  However, proceeds from the land sale and lease of surplus property near the Edgemoor site already dedicated by the Board to assist with the financing of the Facility are anticipated to be much higher than expected, and are expected to cover the increased construction costs with no additional impact on County discretionary dollars.

The net increase of $25 million from your Board's prior approval of the project for an amount not to exceed $65 million is the result of increased construction costs of $21.6 million, an increase for the reimbursement of funds previously authorized and appropriated for the project in the Fiscal Year 04/05 Operational Plan of $6 million, and a decrease due to lower debt service reserve requirements of $2.6 million.  The $21.6 million in increased construction costs since December 2002 includes $16.8 million from the most recent updated cost estimates as presented in the board letter dated June 15, 2004 (#13), which had already included $4.8 million of increased costs related to steel and escalation cost factors. 

Refundings

On January 4, 2005 your board authorized the Chief Financial Officer to take the steps necessary to refund the 1996 Regional Communication System and the 1996 North & East County Courthouses financings so long as market conditions continue to result in a minimum present value savings target of 3% or more.  Should market conditions deteriorate and the present value savings target results in below the 3% minimum threshold, then the Chief Financial Officer will not proceed with issuance for one or both the refundings.  Combining the Edgemoor financing and the refundings of the two previous financings achieves overall savings in costs of issuance.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The issuance of certificates of participation related to the Facility for an amount not to exceed $90 million will result in an average annual lease payment of approximately $6.2 million upon completion and occupancy of the Facility.  These annual debt service payments will be funded through approximately $2.9 million (46%) from federal financial participation available under SB 1128 and $3.3 million (54%) from proceeds from the sale or lease of surplus property surrounding Edgemoor.  The land value is sufficient to fund the non-Federal share of costs through the retirement of the debt.

The funding sources for the Facility include proceeds from the issuance of Certificates of Participation in the amount of $79,000,000 and revenue of $4,785,556 from the sale and lease of excess property surrounding Edgemoor, included in the Edgemoor Development Fund.  Life-to-date appropriations for this project are $11,689,863, funded by $2,050,000 from the Edgemoor Reconstruction Trust Fund and $9,639,863 from the unsecuritized Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund. Life-to-date-expenditures through June 30, 2004 total $5,469,745, reimbursed by $2,050,000 from the Edgemoor Reconstruction Trust Fund and $3,419,745 from the unsecuritized Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund.  The remaining available appropriations of $6,220,118 are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan and are funded with revenue from the unsecuritized Tobacco Settlement Trust Fund. Life-to-date appropriations Appropriations of $11,689,863 for this project are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  These appropriations include amounts for the initiation of consultant services, schematic design, design development, environmental review, architectural costs, and construction costs prior to receipt of proceeds.    If approved, this request will result in additional appropriations and revenue of $72,095,693, for a total of $83,785,556 in Capital Project KK0866.

On December 11, 2001 (#2), your Board approved and authorized the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute a Declaration of Official Intent to reimburse the County for certain expenditures related to the Facility from proceeds of the certificates of participation.  Therefore, a portion of the proceeds from the certificates of participation will replace the $9,639,863 of Tobacco Settlement Funds and $2,050,000 from the Edgemoor Reconstruction Trust Fund.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years as a result of this action.

If approved, the refundings will result in budgetary savings to benefit the General Fund.  With today’s market conditions, savings are estimated at $356,000 annually, or $2,717,544 over the life of the project, realizing a 4.45% present value savings.  The actual savings will be based on interest rates at the time of the sale of the refunding.
