	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 22, 2002, the Department of Environmental Health issued a letter indicating property owned by M & L Financial Properties Inc, 12410 Lakeside Avenue, Lakeside should be connected to the public sewer due to a failed septic system. 

This is a request by M & L Financial Properties Inc for Board approval of a Temporary Sewer Connection Agreement to the Lakeside Sanitation District, pending completion of annexation proceedings. This action will enable sewer connection for this property to ensure preservation of public health.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are Temporary Sewer Connection Agreement fees, which are paid by the property owner.  These fees are passed through to other local/state agencies, with the County serving as fund administrator.  There will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund as a result of this action.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

1. Find that the proposed activity is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under the CEQA Guidelines Section 15319(a) because it involves sewer connection of an existing facility with a failed septic system.

2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board to execute two copies of the Temporary Sewer Connection Agreement on behalf of the Lakeside Sanitation District.

3. Direct the Clerk of the Board to transmit two executed copies of the Temporary Sewer Connection Agreement to the Executive Officer of the Local Agency Formation Commission of the County of San Diego.
