	OVERVIEW:

	
	This Item was continued from the September 28, 2005 (1) Board of Supervisors Hearing and was re-advertised for today’s hearing.

This is an Appeal by the applicant of the June 3, 2005 Planning Commission conditions of approval of a Major Use Permit Modification to allow for the continued use of the on-site granite saws and processing plant at the National Quarries mine at 28474 Twin Oaks Valley Road.  The applicant has appealed condition C.11, which restricts the number of trucks hauling materials into and away from the National Quarries 210-acre site to 32 trucks per week and a maximum of 21 trucks on any one day.  This restriction applies to all haul trucks, including those associated with the nonconforming mining operation on-site.

The Major Use Permit for the granite saw and processing plant was approved in December 1987 for 15 years and has since expired.  This Modification to the Major Use Permit was applied for in November 2002, prior to the expiration of the Major Use Permit, and is now required to continue the operation of the granite saws and processing plant.  No change or increase in activity associated with the saws and processing plant is proposed.  The cutting and polishing of granite is operating on the National Quarries site within and associated with the nonconforming quarry, which has been in operation since about 1940.  The large diamond bit circular saw was replaced in the late 1990s with two diamond wire saws that have improved technology and produce less noise.  This use is classified as Mining and Processing pursuant to Section 1810 of the Zoning Ordinance and pursuant to 2825c of the Zoning Ordinance; approval of a Major Use Permit is required to operate the granite saws and processing plant within the S82 Extractive Use Regulation.  The General Plan designates this site as (18) Multiple Rural Use.  The granite saws and processing occur on Assessor’s Parcel 172-063-01, which comprises 68.66 acres of a larger 210.9-acre ownership.  This property is located to the northwest of the intersection of Par Valley Drive and Twin Oaks Valley Road in the Bonsall Community Planning Area.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 14, 2005 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the Hearing to January 25, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request for an Amendment to the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan, a Rezone, Tentative Map and Site Plan to allow the subdivision of approximately 8.67 acres into 30 residential lots.  The proposed Specific Plan Amendment will allow the transfer of 8 units from Subarea II.16 to Subarea II.30.  In addition, language will be added to the Specific Plan Text pertaining to setback requirements within Subarea II.30.  The transfer of units increases the density of Subarea II.30 resulting in the need to change the zoned Density Designator from 2.5 to 3.5 dwelling units per acre.  The decrease in units allowed for Subarea II.16 results in a change to the Density Designator from “9” to “7”.  The Rezone also proposes a change in the Setback Designator from “I” to “V”.  The “V” Designator allows variable setbacks based on detailed building footprints illustrated on the Site Plan and the parameters set forth in the Specific Plan Text.  The Site Plan is intended to implement design standards set forth by Design Special Area Regulations (“D” Designator).  The project site is subject to the (21) Specific Plan Area Land Use Designation of the San Dieguito Community Plan and the zoning includes the RS.25 Single Family Residential Use Regulations.  Project site is located north of Top of the Morning Way and west of Bing Crosby Boulevard in the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan.

	This is a request for a Zone Reclassification for a condominium conversion Tentative Map.  The project proposes to convert an existing 12-unit apartment complex into a 12-unit condominium complex.  The Zone Reclassification proposes a change in the Open Space Designator from a “G” to an “F” which will allow the project to conform to the Site Plan (S00-013) that was approved and will bring the complex into conformance with the Zoning Ordinance requirements for open space.  The “G” Designator requires 100 square feet of private open space per unit and 500 square feet of group usable open space per unit whereas the “F” requires 100 square feet of private open space per unit and 150 square feet of group usable open space per unit.  The subject property measures 0.64 acres in size and is in the Current Urban Development Area (CUDA) Regional Category and the (11) Office-Professional Land Use Designation of the General Plan. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	Wildcat Canyon Road is an existing two-lane road located east of State Route 67 in east County.  It stretches from the unincorporated community of Lakeside through the Barona Indian Reservation to San Vicente Road in Ramona (Thomas Guide, page 1212-E5).  This winding, two-lane rural roadway is located in mountainous terrain and serves over 17,000 vehicles per day.  In addition to a considerable number of small passenger cars, the road is frequently used by slower moving buses and delivery vehicles.

The Wildcat Canyon Passing Lane project will enhance the orderly flow of traffic by constructing an approximately one mile passing lane, three turnouts and turn lanes at Muth Valley intersection.  The passing lane will provide an area for drivers to safely pass slow-moving vehicles including buses and trucks traveling uphill on the steep terrain.  The turnouts will provide locations for slower vehicles to pull over and allow others to pass as well as for speed limit enforcement.  Turn lanes at Muth Valley Road intersection with Wildcat Canyon Road will provide safer turns and allow uphill traffic to continue when vehicles are making left turns. 

On August 2, 2005 (47), your Board authorized advertisement and award of a contract to construct the project. The engineer’s estimate for construction at that time was $4,781,818. The project was advertised on August 8, 2005, with bid opening on October 4, 2005, but after only one bid was received, the project was re-advertised. The second bid opening on December 1, 2005 resulted in two bids with the lowest apparent bid in the amount of $10,797,311. Department of Public Works engineers have evaluated the bid package and determined the bid to be fair and reasonable. The resulting funding shortfall is $6,000,000.
The substantial increase in cost is attributed to two primary factors. First, although cost estimates were reviewed both internally and by consultants, the difficulty of constructing this project, given the narrow road width, remote location, and steep terrain was underestimated. Secondly, and especially in the wake of the past year’s hurricane disasters, construction costs have increased substantially.  In recent months, bids for large construction projects in the San Diego area such as Wildcat Canyon Road have exceeded engineer’s estimates by as much as 50% to 100%.

Substantial effort has been expended to design the project, produce environmental studies, obtain Board certification of the project’s Environmental Impact Report, acquire environmental mitigation parcels and permits from regulatory agencies, and obtain right of way.  More importantly than effort invested, despite the significant cost increase, this project needs to be built to provide needed roadway enhancements for the thousands of travelers on Wildcat Canyon Road.

Barona Band of Mission Indians, the Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA), and the County have partnered together on the development of this project. For the pre-bid estimated construction cost, Barona Band ($3,063,961) and BIA ($3,000,000) had committed to pay the full construction cost.  After bid results were obtained, BIA indicated no additional BIA funds are available but BIA continues to support the project and their $3,000,000 commitment is intact. Informal discussions with a Barona Band representative indicate that Barona Band may be interested in equally sharing with the County the burden of the $6,000,000 shortfall so that the project may proceed promptly to construction, but formal action to consider this by Barona Band would not be possible until after today’s Board of Supervisors action.

Because bids expire on January 30th, it is recommended that an additional $6,000,000 in new funding be appropriated based on $3,000,000 in County funds and $3,000,000 in potential Barona Band funds.  If Barona Band confirms an additional funding commitment of $3,000,000 before bids expire, the construction contract will be awarded and construction would commence within the next 30 days.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Previously appropriated funding for this project including contingency was $6,063,961, based on unanticipated revenue from the Barona Band ($3,063,961) and the Bureau of Indian Affairs ($3,000,000). Based on actual bids, additional appropriations are necessary to allow construction contract for the project to be awarded with appropriate contingency. Proposed new funding for these appropriations are: $3,000,000 in additional funds potentially from Barona Band, $1,000,000 from unanticipated Proposition 42 revenue, $1,000,000 in unanticipated revenue from Firestorm 2003 reimbursement from Federal Highway Administration Agency (FHWA) to the Road Fund, and $1,000,000 in General Fund monies. Existing funding to be appropriated for construction/contingency includes $661,039 in previously committed funding from Barona Band, $196,000 based on developer deposit, and $42,000 based on interest on deposit. This will bring total current year cost to $12,963,000 including contingency, with no subsequent year cost and no additional staff years required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for assessment engineering for various Department of Public Works projects, including assessment engineering for private developers and communities proposing to form special districts to provide special benefits, such as landscaping, road maintenance, drainage facilities, etc. Use of consultants will enhance the Department’s ability to provide impartial assessment district engineering services in a timely manner.

The consultant firms of Berryman & Henigar, Inc., Boyle Engineering Corporation, and Infrastructure Engineering Corporation were selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services. Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for architectural, engineering, environmental and other professional services. This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. Board Policy F-40 describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection. In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection committee interviewed consultant firms from the Joint County/City/Port of San Diego consultant list for Civil Engineering Services. The firms selected were ranked highest among firms interviewed for this project.

This is a request to approve three separate agreements with individual firms to provide assessment district engineering services for fees not to exceed $250,000 each, with agreements ending January 31, 2009, or when funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first. The agreements authorize the Director, Department of Public Works to extend the termination date and to adjust billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

The consultant firms of Project Design Consultants and Nolte Associates, Inc. were selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.  Public agencies in California must  use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for architectural, engineering, environmental and other professional services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection committee interviewed consultant firms from the Joint County/City/Port of San Diego consultant list for Civil Engineering Services.  The firms selected were ranked highest among firms interviewed for this project.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The TransNet Extension Ordinance and Expenditure Plan, as approved by the voters on November 2, 2004, includes an Environmental Mitigation Program which is a funding allocation category for the costs to mitigate habitat impacts for regional transportation projects.  The Environmental Mitigation Program is a unique component of the TransNet Extension in that it goes beyond traditional mitigation for transportation projects by including a funding allocation for habitat acquisition, management, and monitoring activities as needed to help implement the Multiple Species Conservation Program and the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program.

On December 16, 2005, the San Diego Association of Governments Board of Directors approved a recommendation from the Regional Planning Committee and the Environmental Mitigation Program Working Group to allocate up to $750,000 of the $1 million available in Fiscal Year 2005-2006 on key components of the regional preserve system in need of land management.  The funds are part of the TransNet Extension Ordinance and Expenditure Plan approved by the voters on November 2, 2004.  This expenditure is in keeping with guidelines developed for the implementation of the Environmental Mitigation Program and approved by the San Diego Association of Governments Board on September 24, 2004.

This request is to ratify two applications totaling up to $256,250 in grant funds from the TransNet Environmental Mitigation Program and authorize acceptance of any funding received.  If the grant applications are approved, the grants will be used to fund the following projects within the County of San Diego Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan: 1) Habitat Management and Enhancement in the Lakeside Linkage (also known as the Lakeside Archipelago) Preserve area; and 2) Habitat Management and Enhancement in the Lusardi Creek Open Space Preserve area.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in the submittal of two applications for grant funding totaling up to $256,250 from the TransNet Environmental Mitigation Program for Fiscal Year 2005-2006 for 1) Habitat Management and Enhancement in the Lakeside Linkage (also known as the Lakeside Archipelago) Preserve area; and 2) Habitat Management and Enhancement in the Lusardi Creek Open Space Preserve area.  This is a competitive grant; therefore, it is unknown at this time if grant funding will be received or, if so, what the amount of the awards will be.  If the grants are awarded, the Department will return to the Board for appropriation of awarded grant funds.

There is no match requirement for this program, however, the provision of matching funds and/or inkind services is rated favorably as evaluation criteria in the application process.  The Department is providing funding, supplies, and/or inkind services in the form of staff time valued at a total of $115,150 for both proposals which are included in the Department's current year budget. 	The Bancroft Rock House was built in 1887 by Hubert Howe Bancroft as a fire-safe structure to store an extensive collection of San Diego County historical documents.  The Department of Parks and Recreation now owns the Bancroft Rock House and the spring for which Spring Valley got its name.  The Rock House needs extensive restoration before it can be opened to the public.  The first step in the restoration process is to develop a historic structures report and related construction documents at an estimated cost of $70,000.  This request is to approve the application for and acceptance of up to $35,000 of Proposition 40 California Cultural and Historical Endowment grant funds for the Bancroft Rock House.  If this request is approved, the grant program requires an equal match which, if awarded, will be provided by a combination of existing budgeted Grant Match General Funds and inkind services in the form of staff time in the Department of Parks and Recreation.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This action will result in the submittal of an application for grant funding of up to $35,000 from the Proposition 40 California Cultural and Historical Endowment (CCHE) grant program to develop a historic structures report and construction documents for the Bancroft Rock House.  This is a competitive grant; therefore, it is unknown at this time if grant funding will be received or, if so, what the amount of the award will be.  If the grant is awarded, the Department will return to the Board for appropriation of awarded grant funds.

This grant program requires an equal match which, if awarded, will be provided by a combination of existing budgeted Grant Match General Funds ($30,000) and inkind services in the form of staff time (valued at $5,000) in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The Grant Match General Funds are budgeted annually in the Department for grant matching purposes.  The cost to restore the Bancroft Rock House structure is unknown at this time, but estimated to be in the $250,000 to $300,000 range.  The Department is seeking additional grants and other funding sources to pay for the complete restoration.  Approval of this request will result in no ongoing costs and no additional staff years.
