	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The decrease in legal off-road riding areas has resulted in an increase in illegal riding activity.  The San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) wishes to provide funding to the Sheriff’s Department’s Off-Road Enforcement Team (ORET) to provide Off Highway Vehicle (OHV) law enforcement services. Today’s recommendations involve accepting these funds and entering into a one-year agreement with SANDAG.

These funds will allow the ORET to continue to provide law enforcement services to the off-road community that otherwise would not be available. During the project period, in addition to obtaining OHV data for SANDAG, the ORET will ensure off-road safety and enjoyment, protect private property owner’s interests, and sustain OHV recreational opportunities for current and future generations.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County of San Diego’s Health and Human Services Agency provides a continuum of comprehensive mental health services for children, adolescents and their families.  On October 17, 2000 (1), the Board approved the State Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treatment (EPSDT) plan which expanded services available within the Children’s Mental Health system of care using State EPSDT funding.

EPSDT services include Therapeutic Behavioral Services (TBS) focusing on one-on-one behavioral management for high-risk youth who are Medi-Cal beneficiaries under the age of 21.  Services are currently provided by Mental Health Systems, Inc. at various locations throughout the County.   The program serves on average 116 children and their families each year.

In November 2008, the federal court issued a ruling that required counties to increase access and improve delivery of TBS statewide.  In line with court ruling, today’s action will authorize augmentation of the contract with Mental Health Systems, Inc. in order to expand services.  

The current TBS contract with Mental Health Systems, Inc. is the result of a competitive procurement conducted in 2008. 	<The Urban Counties Caucus (UCC), a coalition of the twelve most populous counties in the state of California, released a study which finds that counties in the state are facing severe challenges.  Counties face tough choices in the delivery of services due to state budget cuts and sustained economic crises at the local level such as reductions in property tax revenue stemming from the collapse of the state’s housing market, decreases in taxable sales from the difficult economic environment, and increases in the costs of maintaining basic services that county residents rely on and expect.  The UCC study demonstrates that ongoing and cumulative state underfunding of programs operated by counties over the last five years has placed a significant burden on counties to sustain basic services and to continue to serve the public in a great time of need.  

Counties provide critical services on behalf of the state and federal governments and counties are significantly impacted by state and federal funding decisions.  On January 8, the Governor unveiled a budget proposal that estimates an $18.9 billion state budget shortfall for the remainder of this fiscal year and fiscal year 2010-11.  As the state budget outlook continues to worsen, steps must be taken to protect counties from additional state budget cuts.  Legislators need to be made aware of the burden that state budget cuts have placed on California counties in recent years, the difficult decisions counties must make as a result of the funding cuts, and the potential impacts these actions will have on residents who rely on the local public programs and services.>>
