	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 17, 1996 (8), the Board of Supervisors approved Supervisors Greg Cox and Pam Slater’s recommendations to create a pilot Family Resource Center and personal responsibility program. 

On May 13, 1997 (9), the Board of Supervisors approved Supervisors Greg Cox and Pam Slater’s recommendations to restructure the Department of Social Services and expand the Family Resource Center pilot program Countywide to meet the Board’s goals of self-sufficiency for families.

Today’s recommendations continue this Board’s efforts to provide accessible resources to welfare recipients, as well as lower-income working adults, to assist them in meeting the needs of their families.  The Earned Income Tax Credit (EITC) was enacted in 1975 by the Federal government to assist low- and moderate-income working families and encourage parents to work. Research indicates that the EITC increases work effort substantially among single mothers and encourages adults to stay in the workforce.  Through EITC expansion efforts in the late 1990’s, over 2.8 million families were lifted out of poverty nationwide.  There are a large number of families in San Diego eligible to receive the EITC that do not currently file for this benefit.  Approval of these recommendations will begin new EITC outreach efforts to San Diego area families as well as encourage enrollment in health insurance programs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Approval of these recommendations will result in the expenditure of up to $50,000.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHAIRMAN COX AND SUPERVISOR SLATER:
1. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to partner with community-based organizations in Downtown and Southeast San Diego, Escondido and Oceanside that are currently engaged in a planning effort to promote financial literacy, the EITC and access to healthcare and authorize the expenditure of up to $50,000 towards this effort.

2. Direct the CAO to assist these pilot programs in reaching low-income working families, subject to availability of funds.  

3. Direct the CAO to facilitate access to Health-e-App technology at the pilot locations and work with community-based, certified assistors at the pilot sites to assist families in applying for Healthy Families and MediCal.

4. Direct the CAO to develop a one-page fact sheet on the EITC and include this with W-2 forms distributed to all County employees.

5. Direct the CAO to mail information on the EITC to all CalWORKs, Food Stamp and MediCal recipients in February and March.

6. Direct the CAO to include EITC information in the Independent Living Skills Program for foster youth.

7. Direct the CAO to provide the EITC fact sheet to local community-based organizations, the San Diego Workforce Partnership, San Diego Regional Chamber of Commerce as well as the local chambers of commerce.

8. Direct the CAO to return to the Board in 180 days with an update on the pilot programs and recommendations for continuation or expansion of EITC outreach programs in future years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 14, 2003 (1), your Board continued this item to January 28, 2003, at the request of the Chief Administrative Officer.

On February 16, 1999 (34), the Board of Supervisors approved a recommendation from Supervisors Dianne Jacob and Ron Roberts to direct the preparation of a Board Policy to dedicate all of the County’s Tobacco Settlement funding for health-related purposes.

On June 29, 1999 (27), the Board of Supervisors became one of the first legislative bodies in the country to approve the use of Tobacco Settlement revenues exclusively for health-based programs and services.  The Board approved Policy E-14, Expenditure of Tobacco Settlement Revenue in San Diego County, provides guidelines for the use of the Tobacco Settlement revenues, which the County has been receiving since 1999 and is expected to continue to receive over at least the next twenty years.

On December 14, 1999 (2), the Board of Supervisors approved in principle the annual revenue allocations of the Tobacco Settlement revenues for fiscal years 2000-01 through 2002-03.  Those allocations were later incorporated into the County Operations Plans for those three fiscal years.

The Board of Supervisors again showed its leadership on September 12, 2001 (4) when it gave final approval to the securitization of the Tobacco Settlement revenues beginning in calendar year 2002.  The securitization has provided the County of San Diego with $466 million in net proceeds that is being invested to provide an annual return of $29.4 million available funding for health-related purposes in accordance with Policy E-14.

This item presents recommendations for allocation of the revenue from the Tobacco Securitization for fiscal years 2003-04 through 2005-06.  It also requests approval of an amendment to Board Policy E-14 that reflects the Board’s actions to securitize the Tobacco Settlement Revenue and strengthen the County’s commitment to anti-smoking messages in programs funded with Tobacco Settlement Revenue.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no current year fiscal impact as a result of these actions.  The amount of allocations approved by the Board of Supervisors will be included in the fiscal year 2003-05 Health and Human Services Agency Operational Plan and will be included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan scheduled for presentation to the Board of Supervisors in May 2003.  The third year of the three-year plan will be included in the 04-06 Proposed Operational Plan.

	HEALTH AND HUMAN SERVICES AGENCY:  ACQUISION OF VISUAL-CMR SOFTWARE FOR COMMUNICABLE DISEASE REPORTING  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	A key function of the Community Epidemiology section in the Health and Human Services Agency’s Public Health Services division is the ongoing surveillance of over 82 communicable diseases of public health importance.  This is accomplished through a reporting system, which provides for the collection of data on communicable disease occurrences within San Diego County, and reports this information to the State health authorities. Historically this activity was done manually and paper reports were mailed to the State health department on a weekly basis. The State modified the existing vital records system in 1992 to accept electronic reports of communicable diseases.  Though this system fulfilled the requirements for reporting at the State level, local investigation, case management and timely recognition of disease outbreaks were impeded because the existing software used by the County was not designed to support these additional necessary activities.  Since that time, technological advances and new requirements for expedited disease reporting to detect potential bioterrorism events have made the acquisition of a reporting system with these epidemiologic management tools a priority. Today’s action requests authority to proceed in purchasing Visual Confidential Morbidity Report (Visual CMR) from Atlas Development, a private software consulting firm, in order to make use of state-of-the-art technologies in early detection of disease outbreaks and possible bioterrorism events.
This item supports the Health and Wellness initiative in the County of San Diego’s Strategic Plan, which seeks to promote wellness among all County residents, by enhancing regional preparedness to respond to public health hazards from bioterrorism or other disasters.  It also supports the Technology Initiative, which ensures that technology is an integral tool in the delivery of County services, by placing a priority on the improvement of technological infrastructure to streamline data collection, enhance internal operations and external information sharing, and improve analysis of program effectiveness. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These funds are included in the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result $244,500 in costs and revenue in the current fiscal year and subsequent costs and revenue of $94,200. The funding sources are securitized Tobacco Settlement, Federal Bioterrorism Preparedness Grant, and Medi-Cal Administrative Activities/Targeted Case Management (MAA/TCM). There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to enter into negotiations with the Atlas Development Corporation, for the purpose of purchasing Visual CMR and related communicable disease reporting modules and for Atlas Development Corporation to host and service said system in an application service provider model; and subject to successful negotiations and determination of a fair and reasonable price, enter into a contract with Atlas Development Corporation for an initial contract period through June 30, 2003 with five option years through June 30, 2008 and up to an additional six months, if necessary; and to amend the contract as required to reflect changes to services and funding allocations, subject to the approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.

	PROMOTING SAFE AND STABLE FAMILIES -- ONE YEAR EXTENSION OF CURRENT CONTRACTS  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The federally funded Promoting Safe and Stable Families program (formerly known as Family Preservation and Support Program) was designed to enhance local capacity to support families through community-based services.  On January 17, 2002, Congress reauthorized the program.  On May 21, 2002 (25), the Board approved the submission of a new Three Year Plan Application, as required by the State, to continue funding through Federal Fiscal Year 2005 and authorized the issuance of a Request for Proposals for a competitive solicitation of these services.

Today's item requests that the Board of Supervisors authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to execute one-year sole source extensions to the term of the six current contracts that end June 30, 2003 and add appropriations of $865,508 of unanticipated revenues in the County’s Fiscal Year 2002-03 Operational Plan.  The extended contract period will provide the additional time required by the Commission on Children, Youth and Families, in their role as the advisory group for the Promoting Safe and Stable Families program, to complete a comprehensive planning process for the child welfare services provided by this and other funding sources.  When the planning process is completed we will return to the Board of Supervisors to request authorization to competitively solicit contracts which will be effective July 1, 2004.  

Today’s item supports the Self-Sufficiency Initiative in the County's Strategic Plan which promotes and supports opportunities for all County residents to achieve self- sufficiency and to take responsibility for themselves and their families.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds of $2,564,866 are included in the FY 2002-03 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an increase in current year cost and revenue of $865,508, a total cost and revenue of $3,430,374 for FY 2002-03 and subsequent fiscal year costs and revenues of $3,258,125.  The funding source is Title IV-B of the Social Security Act, Part 2, Promoting Safe and Stable Families.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:

1. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations with the contractors listed below and, subject to successful negotiations and a determination of a fair and reasonable price for Promoting Safe and Stable Families services, extend the term of the contracts through June 30, 2004 and an additional six months, if needed, pending the competitive solicitation of Promoting Safe and Stable Families services and to amend the contracts, as needed, to reflect changes to services and funding subject to approval of the Director, Health and Human Services Agency.

	NECESSARY ENHANCEMENTS TO MEGAN'S LAW (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 12, 2002 (1) the Board of Supervisors took action to increase the availability of Megan’s Law information to San Diego County residents.  On October 1, 2002 (6) the Board of Supervisors took action to introduce and support County sponsored legislation to change State law so that possession of child pornography would be a felony, and to change State law so that registered sex offenders that have committed crimes against children cannot live within a quarter mile of a school or childcare center.  On December 3, 2002 (27) the Board of Supervisors took action to work with representatives of the San Diego County School Boards Association, Region 18 of the Association of California School Administrators, Parent Teachers Associations and law enforcement agencies to develop a uniform policy that prohibits sex offenders from volunteering in schools.

As a result of discussions with school officials and law enforcement representatives, it is apparent that changes are needed in State law to allow school districts and public libraries direct access to the entire Megan’s Law database currently provided to law enforcement agencies.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this request.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHAIRMAN COX AND VICE CHAIRWOMAN JACOB:

1. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter for the Chairman’s signature to our State Delegation requesting introduction of new legislation to change State law so that school districts and public libraries have direct access to the entire Megan’s Law database that is currently provided to law enforcement agencies, and include this in the County’s legislative program.

2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter for the Chairman’s signature to our State Delegation requesting introduction of new legislation to change State law so that School Districts and public libraries are not required to pay a fee for fingerprint background checks, and include this in the County’s legislative program.

3. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter for the Chairman’s signature to our State Delegation requesting introduction of new legislation to change State law to require registered sex offenders to disclose their sex offender status to a K-12 institution and public libraries when they are seeking any paid or volunteer position, change the penalty from a misdemeanor to a felony and include this in the County’s legislative program.

4. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to draft a letter for the Chairman’s signature to our Federal delegation requesting introduction of new legislation to implement a national database for registered sex offenders, and include this in the County’s legislative program.

5. Receive an update from the Sheriff on January 28, 2003 on the current countywide project to enhance registration, improve notification and increase monitoring, and receive a more extensive briefing at a Board conference on May 20, 2003.

	PROTECTING BUSINESSES AND PUBLIC FACILITES FROM ACID-ATTACK GRAFITTI (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In the late-1990s, acid-attack graffiti made its criminal debut on the West Coast.  The practice involves the use of over-the-counter glass-etching materials to scratch graffiti into storefront windows.  Unlike traditional graffiti, which involves spray paint and markers, acid cannot be washed away or painted over.  As a result, businesses must spend thousands of dollars to replace or buff out damaged windows.

Several cities within the county have either passed, or are considering, measures to regulate the display and sale of acid-etching products.  While San Diego County has an ordinance addressing spray paint and marker pens as tools of graffiti, it has not addressed the problem of acid-based graffiti.   Approval of this letter would amend the County Code to include glass-etching baths and creams in the list of items that retailers must store in areas that are only accessible to store employees.

	This specific item will not financially affect the county.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR SLATER:
1. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer, with the assistance of County Counsel, to prepare an ordinance for Board consideration, which would amend section 21.401 of the San Diego County Code of Regulatory Ordinances to include glass-etching baths and creams, such as Etch Bath and Armour Etch, in the list of restrictive products that requires retailers to store such products in areas inaccessible to the public without employee assistance.

2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare a letter for the Chairman’s signature to be sent to cities that have not already passed anti-acid graffiti measures to encourage them do so.

	SHERIFF’S MODIFICATION OF AUTOMATED WARRANT SYSTEM TRUST FUND (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 16, 1986 (35), the Board of Supervisors approved the establishment of the Automated Warrant System Trust Fund, and authorized County of San Diego Courts to impose a seven dollar ($7.00) assessment on any person convicted of a violation of Penal Code 853.7(a) or Vehicle Code 40508.5 upon the issuance of a warrant.  On January 21, 1997 (21), the Board of Supervisors approved a resolution that expanded the seven dollar ($7.00) assessment to include any criminal defendant who failed to comply with a valid court order regardless of whether a warrant was issued or not.  Effective on January 1, 2003, Senate Bill 1754 (Chapter 148 of the Statutes of 2002) authorizes counties by resolution of the Board of Supervisors to raise to fifteen dollars ($15.00) the fine that the courts are required to assess upon every person who fails to appear in court or fails to comply with a valid court order. This program supports the Fiscal Stability Initiative of the County’s Strategic Plan.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no cost to the County for this proposal.
