	<OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Tavern Road at Arnold Way Improvements Project, located in Alpine, is planned for construction in Fiscal Year 2008-09 by the Department of Public Works.  The project consists of replacement of an existing culvert under Tavern Road and installation of a traffic signal at the intersection of Tavern Road and Arnold Way (Thomas Guide page 1234, A-6).  The replacement culvert will be in the same location and alignment as the existing culvert, and will accommodate 100-year flood events.

On August 6, 2003 (6), the Board approved the Traffic Advisory Committee’s recommendations, which included placement of Tavern Road at Arnold Way intersection onto the County’s Traffic Signal Priority List. This new traffic signal will benefit the community by improving traffic operations and increasing levels of safety for all users of the roadway.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Tavern Road at Arnold Way Improvements Project in Alpine.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction which is scheduled to commence in       April 2009 and be completed in October 2009.  Actual on-site construction will take place from June 2009 to August 2009.

On November 19, 2008 (6), your Board approved the acceptance and appropriation of Proposition 1B funds for this and other projects.  Construction of this project is approximately $895,000, of which $500,000 was from anticipated Proposition 1B funds.  Due to the State budget issues, these funds have not yet been transmitted by the State to the County of San Diego and are not expected until late in the fiscal year.  To ensure timely project award, this request cancels appropriations supported by Prop 1B for Tavern road and requests to establish appropriations of $500,000 for the project based on Proposition 42 funding. >>

	<FISCAL IMPACT:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2008-09 Detailed Work Program ($895,000).  The funding sources are Flood Control District ($268,000), Proposition 1B ($500,000), and Gas Tax ($127,000).  If approved this request will replace $500,000 of Proposition 1B funding for Tavern Road to facilitate timely award of construction contracts.  The resulting total construction cost will be $895,000, including contingency, in Fiscal Year 2008-09. There will be no additional staff years required and there will be no subsequent year costs.>>

	<CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the Addendum to Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Tavern Road at Arnold Way Improvements Project, SCH Number  2008041080, on file at the Department of Public Works, was completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision making body has reviewed and considered the information contained in the addendum to the Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) approving the project modification, and that the Addendum reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors.

2. Find that there are no changes in the project as modified or in the circumstances under which it is undertaken which involve significant new environmental impacts which were not considered in the previously adopted MND, or a substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects, and that no new information of substantial importance has become available since the MND was prepared; therefore, no additional environmental review or findings are necessary under CEQA Guidelines Section 15162.  

3. Cancel appropriations of $500,000 and related revenue in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for construction of Tavern Road due to delay in receipt of Prop 1B funding this fiscal year.

4. Establish appropriations of $500,000 in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for construction of Tavern Road based on unanticipated revenue from Prop 42.    (4 VOTES)
5. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action necessary to advertise and award a contract and take other action authorized by Section 401 et seq., of the County Administrative Code with respect to contracting for the public works project.

6. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.>>
