	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The California Air Resources Board (ARB) awarded $3,401,192 in 2010 Carl Moyer Program funds to the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District (District) for projects that reduce emissions from heavy-duty diesel engines.  Heavy-duty diesel engines are high emitters of oxides of nitrogen, a precursor to ozone, and diesel particulate emissions, a toxic air contaminant.  The local match requirement for this grant award is $510,179.

This is a request to establish appropriations of $3,911,371 to fund Carl Moyer Program-eligible projects and program administration based on unanticipated revenue from the ARB and available fund balance in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund.  
If approved, the total program costs will be $3,911,371, which includes $3,664,785 for emission reduction projects and $246,586 for program outreach and administration. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan for the District.  If approved, this request will result in costs and revenue of $3,911,371 which includes $3,664,785 for emission reduction projects and $246,586 for program outreach and administration.  The funding sources are 2010 Carl Moyer Program funds from the ARB ($3,401,192) and available fund balance in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund ($510,179), which represents the required 15% local match.  If approved, this request will result in no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>

1. Find that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility the proposed action may have a significant adverse effect on the environment, and that this action is exempt from the provisions of California Environmental Quality Act pursuant to California Code of Regulations, Title 14, Section 15061(b)(3).
2. Establish appropriations of $3,401,192 in the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund for Carl Moyer Program-eligible emission reduction projects ($3,231,132) and for an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($170,060) for program administration based on unanticipated revenue from the 2010 Carl Moyer Program.  (4 VOTES)
3. Establish appropriations of $510,179 in the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund for Carl Moyer Program-eligible match projects ($433,653) and for an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund ($76,526) for program administration based on fund balance available. (4 VOTES)
4. Establish appropriations of $246,586 in the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund for administration of the Carl Moyer Program based on operating transfers from the Air Quality Moyer Program Fund ($170,060) and the Air Quality Improvement Trust Fund ($76,526).  (4 VOTES)
5. In accordance with California Health and Safety Code section 44288(d), authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to award contracts for a term of up to ten years for eligible projects pursuant to the 2010 Carl Moyer Program, and to amend the contracts as needed to reflect changes to services and funding.
6. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to commit to compliance with the Carl Moyer Program requirements as a prerequisite for application, to apply for and accept grant funding from the State for the 2011 Carl Moyer Program, and to supply sufficient funding to meet the match requirement. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro In 2008 the San Diego County Air Pollution Control District (District) was awarded $5.6 million in Lower-Emission School Bus (LESB) funding from the California Air Resources Board (ARB) to administer a local program for school bus replacement and retrofit projects.  These funds were suspended due to the State’s inability to access the bond market to generate funds for the program.  Funding has now become available and the ARB has subsequently awarded an additional $83,531 to the District for this program. This is a request to appropriate the additional $83,531 in LESB funding awarded to the District.

This is also a request to transfer appropriations of $236,520 for an operating transfer to the Air Pollution Control District Operation Fund for program outreach and administration costs related to the LESB Program. LISTNUM  \l 1 \s 0 >>
