	AGREEMENTS WITH TWO CONSULTANT FIRMS TO PROVIDE FLOOD CONTROL FACILITIES MASTER PLANS

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Flood Control District has a need for consultant services to provide Flood Control Facilities Master Plans for Valle de Oro Special Drainage Area 2, San Dieguito Special Drainage Area 9, Alpine Special Drainage Area 7, and North County Metro Special Drainage Area 10.  Use of these consultants will provide technical expertise to identify long-term flood control needs and ensure timely completion of the plans. 

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on the basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  The San Diego County Flood Control District uses San Diego County Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) for Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, four consultant firms submitted Statements of Qualifications in response to a countywide solicitation for the project.  RBF Consulting of San Diego was selected as the most qualified firm to perform the required services for Special Drainage Areas 2 and 9.  Rick Engineering of San Diego was selected as the most qualified firm to perform the required services for Special Drainage Areas 7 and 10. 

This is a request to approve an agreement with RBF Consulting for preparation of Flood Control Facilities Master Plans for Valle de Oro Special Drainage Area 2 and San Dieguito Special Drainage Area 9, for compensation not to exceed $500,000; and a request to approve an agreement with Rick Engineering for preparation of Flood Control Facilities Master Plans for Alpine Special Drainage Area 7 and North County Metro Special Drainage Area 10 for compensation not to exceed $500,000.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are currently budgeted in the amount of $500,000 for the Valle De Oro (SDA 2) and San Dieguito (SDA 9) Special Drainage Areas, and $500,000 for the Alpine (SDA 7) and North County Metro (SDA 10) Special Drainage Areas. If approved, this request will result in approximately $220,000 current year cost and $780,000 subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find proposed action is exempt from California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) as specified under Section 15060(c)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines because it is not a project as defined by Section 15378.

2. Find that the services can be provided more economically and efficiently by the proposed independent contractors than by persons employed in the Classified Service.

3. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board on behalf of the San Diego County Flood Control District to execute, upon receipt, an agreement with RBF Consulting, in an amount not to exceed $500,000, for preparation of Flood Control Facilities Master Plans for Valle de Oro Special Drainage Area 2 (SDA 2) and San Dieguito Special Drainage Area 9 (SDA 9).  Agreement to terminate February 28, 2010, or when funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first, with option to extend termination date by written mutual agreement if original funding remains available. 

4. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board on behalf of the San Diego County Flood Control District to execute, upon receipt, an agreement with Rick Engineering in an amount not to exceed $500,000, for preparation of Flood Control Facilities Master Plans for Alpine Special Drainage Area 7 (SDA 7) and North County Metro Special Drainage Area 10 (SDA 10).  Agreement to terminate February 28, 2010, or when funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first, with option to extend termination date by written mutual agreement if original funding remains available.

5. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as County Officer responsible for administering the contracts.
