	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 11, 2006 (7) the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, setting hearing for February 1, 2006 at 9:00 a.m.

This is a request to vacate a portion of an open space easement for the protection of steep slope and biological resources on Parcel 3 of Parcel Map 18190 (TPM 20014) along Marvel Terrace, a private road.  The Tentative Parcel Map required the dedication of a 30.24-acre open space easement.  Subsequent to approval of the Tentative Parcel Map, Marvel Terrace, a private road, was built that encroached upon the open space easement.  This is a request to vacate the portion of Marvel Terrace (6,851 square feet) that encroaches into the open space easement.  The applicant proposes to dedicate an open space easement for the protection of steep slopes and biological resources on a portion of Parcel 3 (6,193 square feet), which was originally intended as right-of-way for Marvel Terrace.

The vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate portions of open space easements at the close of public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Planning and Land Use is proposing changes that were initiated as a part of the County’s Business Process Reengineering efforts in order to substantially reduce the processing time for discretionary permit applications.  The proposed changes are concerned with improving processing efficiency, not the elimination of land use regulations.  All proposed changes will comply with existing land use regulations.  It is estimated that the proposed project will reduce the current discretionary permit processing time by 35 to 50 percent.  Most of the time savings will be directly attributable to improvements made to the environmental review process, namely Negative Declarations and Environmental Impact Reports.  The proposal is estimated to reduce the number of review cycles and processing time for a Negative Declaration from an average of 14 months to 9 months and for an Environmental Impact Report from an average of 45 months to 22 months.

To accomplish these reductions, the proposal will modify the County’s procedures for preparing California Environmental Quality Act documents; expand the pre-application process for privately-initiated projects; require the development and maintenance of California Environmental Quality Act standards at the County level, including Guidelines for Determining Significance and report format requirements; modify County Counsel’s role in reviewing Environmental Impact Reports; and change the process for placement on and administration of the County’s California Environmental Quality Act Consultant List.  Implementation of the project will require revisions to the San Diego County California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, Board of Supervisors Policy I-119, and other Departmental procedures for discretionary project review.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Department spends an average of 15 staff years, each year, reviewing and commenting on extended studies and Environmental Impact Reports (EIRs).  The proposed project will substantially reduce the number of review cycles and will reduce the amount of time that staff spends reviewing and commenting on environmental studies.

The proposed project is estimated to result in a net labor reduction of 4.5 staff years; however, this reduction will not occur until the project is fully implemented (estimated 2 years).  The staff savings will be redirected to frontline services and utilized to further reduce cycle times.

The implementation and administration of the project will require adequate budgeting to ensure all costs are recovered.  To ensure all costs are recovered there may need to be a future increase in the Department’s overhead costs or hourly rates for processing discretionary project applications.  However, at this time funds for this request are available in the existing budget.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The project proposes a Zone Reclassification within the North County Metropolitan Subregional Plan area.

The Zone Reclassification proposes to change the applicable building type designator.  The project is currently zoned RS4, Single-Family Residential Use Regulation which allows a maximum density of 4.35 dwelling units per acre with a minimum lot size of 10,000 square feet and has a “H” Setback Designator which requires a 50-foot front yard setback, a 10-foot interior side yard setback, a 35-foot exterior side yard setback, and a 25-foot rear yard setback.  The Zone Reclassification proposes changing the building type from “C” which allows single-family residences on a single lot to “M” which allows a variety of housing types including detached homes in order to accommodate nine detached homes on a single condominium lot.  A 5-foot high noise barrier is also included in the project’s design.

TM 5358, a Tentative Map associated with the Rezone, was approved by the Planning Commission on December 16, 2005.  The Board’s only action on the project is the Zone Reclassification.

	The Design Review process is one of several review procedures used by both the County and communities in the unincorporated area of San Diego to protect the public welfare and environment.  The process is a comprehensive evaluation of those characteristics of a development which have an impact on neighboring properties and the community as a whole.  

The residents of Jamul share a strong and passionate feeling about the quality of their community’s rich history, natural setting and rural character. In addition, the Jamul/Dulzura Community Planning Group has requested that the Board of Supervisors establish a Design Review Board for the Jamul area.  The Planning Group’s desire to have a Design Review Board will allow community involvement through recommendations to the County for future development proposals and whether those proposals conform to the design guidelines.  Having a Design Review Board in place will be an asset towards future development, protecting the rural community and  retaining the quality of life in Jamul.

Acquisition of right of way within the subdivision for SR 94 together with other conditions that have changed since the final map was approved over 15 years ago, make it infeasible to develop the subdivision in accordance with the approved final map.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 18, 2002 (6), the Board approved placement on the County’s Traffic Signal Priority List of the North Lake Wohlford Road at Valley Center Road traffic signal, in Valley Center (Thomas Guide page 1091 C-2).  This new traffic signal will benefit the community by enhancing traffic safety, as well as improving access to Valley Center Middle School. 

The project involves construction of a traffic signal and associated improvements to the intersection of Valley Center Road and North Lake Wohlford Road and requires acquisition of five permanent road easements to allow for construction of the signal and pavement transitions. 

By previous Board action, TransNet funds were allocated for this project but not appropriated. This is a request to appropriate the TransNet funds and to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct a traffic signal at North Lake Wohlford Road and Valley Center Road. Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Project construction is scheduled to begin in Spring 2006, upon completion of utility relocations, and to be complete by Summer 2006. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2005-06 Detailed Work Program. If approved this request adds appropriations of $855,000 for construction based on unanticipated revenue from TransNet. This request will result in current year cost of $855,000, no subsequent year cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to underground overhead utilities to benefit communities. Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

This is a request to set a hearing for March 1, 2006, to form a new district, Sycamore Drive in San Marcos (Thomas Guide Page 1108 J-2).  Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  This first step is adopting a resolution of intention to set a date for a public hearing. The second step is to adopt an ordinance forming the district at close of the public hearing. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Utility companies underground their overhead lines at their own expense.  Funds for formation and administration of these districts are budgeted in Department of Public Works General Fund, $2,000 current year cost, and $1,000 subsequent year cost. No additional staff years will be required.

The property being proposed for cleanup is owned by Pauline “Peggy” Joyce and located at 6965 W Lilac Road in Bonsall (Thomas Guide page 1048-E7).  The site has been an unknown illegal dump site for at least 30 years.  

The goal of this proposed cleanup event is to improve the environment by removing and recycling the illegally dumped tires, appliances, construction and demolition materials, metal and household trash.  The materials pose a variety of environmental hazards.

	The San Diego Regional Energy Office offers grant monies under AB970 for renewable energy development to augment peak electricity supply. These funds provide incentives for installation of new, qualifying self-generation equipment installed to meet all or a portion of the electric energy needs of a facility.

This is a request to approve application and acceptance of a grant for installation of a microturbine power plant at the Otay Water District to convert landfill gas (methane) into electrical power. This project would cost approximately $350,000, and has a three- to four-year payback with implementation of the proposed Otay power sales revenue agreement.  The grant would provide $273,000 to install microturbines to produce the amount of electrical power required under the grant program. The other $77,000 would be funded from the Solid Waste Environmental Trust Fund. 

Upon your Board approval and grant award, staff will prepare a revenue agreement with Otay Water District (Otay) for sale of energy generated, and return to the Board for agreement approval and authorization for the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a contract to install the new microturbine system.

	Funds for this proposal are not budgeted.  If this grant is awarded, funding sources will be San Diego Regional Energy Office Self-Generation Incentive Program grant ($273,000) to offset cost of installation of microturbine power plant at Otay Water District wastewater plant, and Solid Waste Environmental Trust Fund ($77,000) for a total one-time cost of $350,000.  If this project is implemented, maintenance costs of approximately $60,000 will be offset by approximately $110,850 in revenue from the Otay Water District, which will provide an estimated $50,850 in net revenue to be used for ongoing landfill maintenance activities. There will be no additional staff years required and there will be no impact to the General Fund.

The State Division of Aeronautics California Aid to Airports Program offers matching grants of up to five percent of the FAA grant offer to assist local agencies in meeting the required five percent match. The County applies for grants for airports projects annually. The County projects below are eligible for these sources of grant funding during the current year funding cycle:

Borrego Valley Airport:

· Design and Construct Apron and Run-Up Areas, Phase I ($2,087,500)

· Land Acquisition And Environmental Assessment for West Runway Protection Zone ($500,000)

Fallbrook Community Airpark :

· Modular Terminal Building/Construct Transient Aircraft Parking Apron ($1,200,000)

Gillespie Field Airport:

· Design and Construct West Transient Apron ($2,650,000)

· Rehabilitate Runway 17/35 and Taxiways, Phase II ($1,635,000)

· Environmental Assessment for Land Acquisition ($125,000)

McClellan-Palomar Airport :

· Runway and Taxiway Safety Area Improvements, Phase II ($6,300,000)

· Rehabilitate Terminal Access Road & Terminal Area ($1,200,000)

· Rehabilitate Runway  6/24 and Design Projects ($1,150,000)

Ramona Airport:

· Design and Construct Air Traffic Control Tower Access Rd, Phase II ($500,000)

· Design and Construct Helicopter Pad For Public Use ($100,000)

Total project costs are estimated at $17,447,500.  This is a request to approve submittal of applications and acceptance of grants (if offered) in the amount of $16,575,125 from FAA and $417,881 from the State (5% of the FAA grant), totaling $16,993,006. Remaining project costs total $454,494, which will be funded by the Airport Enterprise Fund. Of the total project amount, funding of $3,855,000 is required in the current year for these projects, and $13,592,500 is required in Fiscal 2006-07. This letter includes a request to amend the current year spending plan to increase the budget by  $3,775,000 above the $80,000 already budgeted.

This is also a request to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to act as agent of the County to apply for and/or amend funding requests, and to accept grant funding, for Federal Aviation Administration State Division of Aeronautics grants for projects and related work, as approved by your Board in the Airport Enterprise Fund Fiscal Year 2006-07 spending plan. During the year, the FAA occasionally contacts the County with funding offers on County approved projects with very strict timelines for claiming the funds. Requested authorization will enable County Airports to capture grant funding as it becomes available.

	County Airports Enterprise Fund spending plan includes $80,000 for subject projects. Action requested would increase the current year spending plan by $3,775,000, bringing the amount available for projects to $3,855,000.  Funding sources for the increase are $90,188 in fund balance, FAA ($3,586,250), State Division of Aeronautics ($98,562). In total, current year project costs will be $3,855,000, $13,592,500 in Fiscal Year 2006-07. No additional staff years will be required, and there will be no impact to the County General Fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	California law requires physicians to report known or suspected pesticide-related illnesses within 24 hours to the local health officer, who is required to notify the Agricultural Commissioner and several state agencies. Notwithstanding the statutory requirement, it is believed that cases remain seriously underreported and are often reported late to the degree that an effective investigation becomes difficult.  To address this problem, the California Environmental Protection Agency’s Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment was awarded a grant of $750,000 by the United States Environmental Protection Agency to develop a web-based system to enhance awareness, reporting and case investigation of pesticide-related illnesses.  The State of California has chosen three California counties, one of which is San Diego County, to assist in the design, construction and testing of this pilot pesticide illness reporting module to be incorporated into the existing web-based communicable disease reporting system. 

The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures and the Health and Human Services Agency request approval of a three-year $120,000 revenue contract, with the California Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment to assist in the development of a web-based pesticide illness reporting module.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this request is not included in the operational plan for this fiscal year.  If approved, the funding source for this proposal is the revenue contract with the California Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment. This action will increase annual costs and revenue in the Health and Human Services Agency by $71,700 over three years resulting in an increase of $18,740 in FY 2005-06, $35,915 in FY 2006-07, $12,545 in FY 2007-08.  The contract allows for the remainder of $4,500 to be disbursed in FY 2008-09.  In the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures, this action will increase annual costs and revenue by $48,300 over three years resulting in an increase of $12,494 in FY 2005-06, $23,943 in FY 2006-07, $8,363 in FY 2007-08.  The contract allows for the remainder of $3,500 to be disbursed in FY 2008-09.  There will be no change in General Fund costs and no additional staff years.

Health and Human Services Agency department and external overheads are covered by the 25% State cap for overhead costs.  The cap is not sufficient to cover the overhead costs for Agriculture, Weights and Measures.  The unreimbursed overhead cost will be covered by Pesticide Mil Tax, Unclaimed Gas Tax Subvention and the General Fund for a total amount of $16,422 over the duration of the contract.   Therefore, a waiver of Board Policy B-29 is requested.

	The Department of Public Works has a need for consultant services on an immediate and temporary basis for technical assistance in the preparation of engineering drawings, design documents, and a variety of technical reports including water quality reports for various County improvement projects. Use of these consultants will enhance the Department’s ability to complete engineering and environmental work in a timely manner.

Two consultant firms, RBF Consulting and Nolte Associates, Inc., were selected in accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services. Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for architectural, engineering, environmental and other professional services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for the types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of the policy, the selection committee interviewed consultant firms from the Joint County/City/Port of San Diego consultant list for General Civil Engineering (Large).  The firms selected were ranked highest among firms interviewed for the required engineering and environmental services.

This is a request to approve two separate agreements with individual firms to provide engineering and environmental services for fees not to exceed $250,000 each, with these agreements ending February 28, 2010, or when funds are exhausted or services are no longer required, whichever shall occur first. The agreements authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date and to adjust billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. Costs will be offset by various funding sources within the Road Fund and Flood Control District as they are incurred. If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2005-06 cost of approximately $166,666 and approximately $166,666 annually over the next two years.  It will require no additional staff years.

(DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County currently has two consultant firms, Wadell Engineering Corporation and Kimley-Horn Associates, under contract performing as-needed airport engineering services.  Both existing contracts were previously procured through a Qualifications Based Selection method involving a countywide solicitation as described in Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services).  Continued services of Wadell Engineering Corporation and Kimley-Horn Associates are needed to complete projects within timelines required by the Federal Aviation Administration.

This is a request to approve the First Amendment to existing contract with Wadell Engineering Corporation.  This amendment in an amount of $450,000, for a total contract cost of $950,000, is for as-needed services for McClellan-Palomar Airport Runway Safety Area (phase 2) and other County Airports projects.  The agreement as amended has a term ending December 31, 2009.  The agreement authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

This is also a request to approve a Second Amendment to existing contract with Kimley-Horn Associates.  This amendment in an amount of $200,000, for a total contract cost of $700,000, is for as-needed services for McClellan-Palomar Airport Terminal Area Plan and other County Airports projects.  The agreement as amended has a term ending December 31, 2008.  
The agreement authorizes the Director, Department of Public Works, to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding sources are the Federal Aviation Administration grant funds ($617,500), State Grant Funds ($30,875), and the Airport Enterprise Fund ($1,625).  A companion Board letter on today’s agenda requests an AEF spending plan amendment for this and other FAA and State grant -funded Airports Projects.  If approved, this request will result in a total of $650,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	CONSULTANT AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE BURNSITE AND LANDFILL ENGINEERING SERVICES ON AN AS-NEEDED BASIS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works is responsible for monitoring the County’s inactive landfills and burnsites. This responsibility includes preparation of landfill closure and post-closure maintenance plans, and preparation of construction plans, specifications, and cost estimates for landfill maintenance projects.  Use of a consultant will provide needed technical expertise and enhance the Department’s ability to monitor all sites in a complete and timely manner.

Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services. This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost. Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, describes the County’s method for qualifications based selection. In accordance with provisions of the policy, countywide solicitations were conducted for the required engineering services. Following review of statement of qualifications from respondent firms and interviews with those firms, San Diego based Ninyo and Moore Consultants, Inc., was selected as most qualified to perform required services for this project.

This is a request for approval of an agreement with Ninyo and Moore to provide Burnsite and Landfill Engineering Services on an as-needed basis for compensation not to exceed $500,000. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the FY 2005-06 Department of Public Works Landfill Management Program budget. Funding source is the Solid Waste Environmental Trust Fund. If approved, this request will result in up to $100,000 in the current fiscal year and $400,000 in costs over the next three years and will require no additional staff years.  There will be no impact to the General Fund.
