	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<On January 10, 2006 (4), our Board of Supervisors authorized staff to transition the production of the County Report Card to The Children’s Initiative, a local non-profit agency that works to improve the well-being of children and youth in San Diego County through a strategic alliance of government with non-profit, private agencies in the community.  The Board approved the transfer with the expectation that The Children’s Initiative would follow the recommendations of a study performed by the SDSU School of Business and be the convener of a process with broad community involvement and procure a blend of public-private funding to support and sustain the Report Card.  The County agreed to continue to be a government partner and contribute $25,000 annually for support.  The Children’s Initiative committed to finding other funding partners and to engage various community boards, commissions, and County departments in guidance and data provision.  To date, the Initiative has raised over $400,000 to support the Report Card, representing a cost savings to the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) of over $300,000. 

The 2009 edition of the Report Card has been completed and provides continued comparative data illustrating the health and well-being of our children and families in health, education, welfare, and economic support.  This is the ninth production of the Report Card in San Diego County providing data on 26 indicators.  This edition of the Report Card includes two new indicators, the use of food stamps and poverty.
Today’s item initiates the public release of the 2009 Report Card.  >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Ensuring the welfare of the County’s vulnerable citizens has been a long-standing priority of the Board of Supervisors.  The Board has a history of supporting programs and services that foster dignity and enhance the quality of life for residents at the County’s Edgemoor skilled nursing facility.

On December 7, 2004 (7), the Board accepted a donation of $200,000 from the Edgemoor Hospital Foundation, a California non-profit public benefit corporation, to be utilized to support the interior design and furnishing of a Meditation Room at the new Edgemoor.  The new Edgemoor already includes a Meditation Room and donated funds are no longer needed for that purpose.  Board authorization is requested to utilize the donation for a different purpose to benefit Edgemoor residents.

	<The U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) provides funding, via the County’s Department of Housing and Community Development, for the Housing Opportunities for Persons With AIDS (HOPWA) program.  On June 16, 2009 (11), HOPWA funds were approved in the form of a $1,200,000 loan to Townspeople, a nonprofit Public Benefit Corporation, in response to the HOPWA Notice of Funding Availability for Affordable Housing for the partial financing of the acquisition and rehabilitation of the 34th Street Project, a mixed-income permanent rental housing development. HUD recently determined that HOPWA funds can only be utilized as grants.  This change requires the County convert the federally funded $1,200,000 loan to the 34th Street Project into a grant in order to complete the acquisition.  Today’s requested action will authorize conversion of the loan into a federally funded grant of $1,200,000.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County received a request from the California Statewide Communities Development Authority (“Authority” or “CSCDA”) to approve the Authority’s issuance of taxable revenue bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $6,000,000 (the “Bonds”), on behalf of Alternative Energy Capital, LLC (the “Borrower” or “AEC”).  The Borrower will use the proceeds of the Bonds to finance the acquisition, construction, improvement and equipping of solar power facilities on the San Diego Convention Center facility, located at 111 West Harbor Drive, San Diego, California 92101 (the “Project”).

The Authority is authorized to assist organizations wishing to issue revenue bonds to finance improvements with a public benefit, including the Borrower.  In order to initiate such a taxable financing, the member jurisdiction, i.e., the County of San Diego, must approve the issuance of the Bonds, pursuant to Section 9 of the Authority’s Amended and Restated Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement, originally dated as of June 1, 1988 (“JPA Agreement”) by and among the County of San Diego and other various cities, counties and special districts.  This approval is required for the Authority to issue bonds on behalf of the Borrower, and similar approvals have been given to other issuances by the Authority.>>

	ENSURING FAIR AND OPEN COMPETITION FOR COUNTY CONTRACTS (DISTRICTS: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego is a leader in creating efficient government by using innovation to deliver services, build public projects, and improve infrastructure in a responsible manner that protects taxpayers.  By utilizing core competencies of government and the strengths of the private sector, the County has remained fiscally sound during economic crisis.  The use of project labor agreements (“PLA”) by some local governments represents a dangerous trend that may be a costly threat to taxpayers.

A PLA is a pre-hire collective bargaining agreement to use union labor on a project.  When required, it eliminates the ability for non-union companies and workers to compete for and work on, government projects.  Though sometimes required for projects funded by the State or Federal governments, a PLA is usually a requirement imposed at the discretion of a local government.  On   July 10, 2009 a Presidential Executive Order was issued encouraging federal departments and agencies to use publically funded PLAs for construction projects.  This represents a threat to taxpayers as the competitive bidding process for government projects is being closed to all but union companies. 

In San Diego County, several local governments have placed measures on the ballot allowing voters to decide whether or not the requirement for a PLA should be prohibited in cases where the local government has discretion.  This recent trend is occurring because the PLA is discriminatory by design, and meant to reduce competition to those contractors that use union labor.  Preferential treatment and narrowed competition often cause bids to come in higher which drives up the cost of public projects. 

This Board Letter recommends that voters be given the chance to protect the County of San Diego’s fair and open bidding processes for future generations. Ensuring that all qualified contractors receive a fair opportunity to bid on County projects will save precious taxpayer dollars and resources for years to come.
