	SWEETWATER LOOP TRAIL (DISTRICTS: 1 AND 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In an effort to improve access for the public to both South San Diego County and East County, a trail has been planned in an 11-mile route completely circling the Sweetwater Reservoir.  The existing trail at the Sweetwater Reservoir currently does not encircle the Reservoir and consequently provides only limited recreational opportunities for pedestrians, bicyclists and equestrians.  This Sweetwater Loop Trail will link the existing trails in Bonita to those in Spring Valley, offering regional access to scenic open space and increased recreational opportunities.

Today’s recommendations will appropriate $128,000 that will be used to complete CEQA documentation and secure the necessary environmental permits to begin work on the Sweetwater Loop Trail.  Additionally, the funding provides for staff time in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  $64,000 of this funding is proposed to be allocated from District 1 Community Project Funding, with the remaining $64,000 from the District 2 Trails Fund.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The fiscal impact of the proposed recommendations is $128,000.  The funding source is $64,000 of District 1 Community Projects funding and $64,000 of District 2 Trails Fund.  This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	CHAIRWOMAN JACOB AND SUPERVISOR COX:

1. Establish Appropriations of $64,000 in Contributions to Capital Outlay Fund (Operating Transfer Out), for trails projects in Sweetwater Summit Park, based on Fund Balance Available in the General Fund (4 Votes).

	On April 9, 2003 (2), the Board adopted an ordinance consolidating all ordinances regulating grading, clearing, and work within a watercourse into a single streamlined ordinance. The Board also directed the Chief Administrative Officer to monitor performance under the new ordinance and report additional amendments or corrections. 

Most aspects of the consolidated ordinance have functioned as expected during this implementation, however several additional changes have been identified to further streamline and improve the County’s regulatory code. 

This is a request to approve proposed amendments to the Grading, Clearing and Watercourses Ordinance. Changes proposed clarify direction, offer additional opportunities to customers, and further streamline permit processes.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 17, 2003 (10), the Board received a report indicating establishment of a program to use infrastructure development fees to fund future road improvements in Ramona is generally feasible, but that many issues must be considered when developing such a program. The Board directed basic program details be developed, along with an estimate of the cost to establish such a program.

Over the past several months, staff met with community representatives and other stakeholders to develop major program concepts and recommendations on key issues. Specific transportation improvement projects to be considered for inclusion in the program were also identified.

This item is being brought before the Board for approval to use consultant services to develop a Transportation Infrastructure Development fee program for Ramona.  Specific recommendations compiled by stakeholders regarding key issues and potential transportation improvement projects will be used by the consultant to establish a program framework. The Ramona Transportation Infrastructure Development fee program will identify transportation facilities and improvements necessary to accommodate future growth through the year 2030 and how to determine fair share contributions to fund these improvements.

The draft Transportation Infrastructure Development fee program will take approximately eight months to prepare. It will then be brought to the Board for consideration. Major components of the program will include a list of specific transportation improvement projects, a fee schedule, and an implementing County ordinance. The Board will also be provided with an overview of how the program will be implemented and administered using County resources.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted. Funding source is Department of Public Works General Fund. If this pilot project is approved, the necessary consultant contract will result in current year cost up to $200,000. Department of Public Works does not anticipate additional subsequent year costs related to this contract. Costs and revenues relative to the overall program are unknown at this time. No additional staff years will be required.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT

	
	This program will provide a mechanism for developers to mitigate traffic impacts resulting from their projects by contributing a fair share to fund infrastructure construction. During the implementation process, developers will continue to be involved and their input included in key components of the program.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The $30 million Valley Center Road improvement project is part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program. It is funded with TransNet funds and contributions from the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians, the Pauma/Yuima Band of Mission Indians and the Pala Band of Mission Indians. The project is in the unincorporated areas of Escondido and Valley Center and involves realignment and widening of the existing two and three-lane road to four lanes with medians (Thomas. Guide Page 1090; E5 to F1).  The project will improve traffic circulation, safety and overall level of service in the area.  It also involves major drainage improvements including installation of storm drains and culverts. 

On April 30, 1991 (22), the Board approved an agreement with Willdan Associates for design services for the northern segment of Valley Center Road.  Since then, the Board has approved four amendments to the agreement, and the firm has changed its name to WILLDAN. Original procurement process was the qualification based selection process described in Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services.

Valley Center Road project was initially divided into three phases.  Valley Center Road South Phases I and II, and Valley Center Road North.  Valley Center South Phase I is currently under construction.  The remaining phases are being combined in order to lessen the impact to the community, minimize potential for construction conflicts and potentially reduce construction costs.  Construction is scheduled in Fall 2004.

Several tasks are required between now and project completion, including combining plans for Valley Center South Phase II with Valley Center North; incorporating several new community recommendations into the final project design; and providing construction support services. As the design engineering firm for the Valley Center Road North project, WILLDAN is uniquely qualified to perform these engineering support services, which will require an amendment to the agreement.

This is a request to approve a fifth amendment to the agreement with WILLDAN in the amount of $500,000 for the Valley Center Road improvement project associated with final design and construction support. Board approval of this amendment will help ensure the project stays on schedule.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for design of Valley Center Road are budgeted in Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2003-04 Detailed Work Program. Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program Fiscal Year 2003-04 budget includes $200,000 for consultant services.  Funding source is TransNet funding. This request will add an additional $300,000 based on unanticipated revenue from TransNet.  If approved, this request will result in current year cost of $500,000, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.  This amendment will bring the total WILLDAN contract amount to $1,663,114.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Valley Center Road Improvement Project is part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program, and is funded with TransNet funds and contributions from the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians, the Pauma/Yuima Band of Mission Indians and the Pala Band of Mission Indians.  The project will widen a 5.65-mile segment of Valley Center Road between the City of Escondido and Cole Grade Road.  Construction on the first phase of the project, Valley Center Road South Phase I, which extends from 0.5 mile south of the Escondido City limit to one mile south of Banbury Drive, is currently underway.  The second phase of the project, Valley Center Road North, which includes Valley Center Road South Phase II, consists of widening the right-of-way and constructing improvements along a 3.65-mile segment of Valley Center Road, from the end of the first phase to Cole Grade Road (Thomas Guide, page 1090).  The project will improve traffic circulation, safety and overall level of service in the area.  It also involves major drainage improvements including installation of storm drains and culverts.  Construction of the "North" phase of the project requires the purchase of right-of-way on 68 parcels and the acceptance of existing Irrevocable Offers to Dedicate on six parcels. 

The Board is requested to approve Real Property Contracts for the purchase of Parcel Number 2000-0112-A & B (Hancock Trust/Shoemaker Trust) for $46,400, Parcel Number 2000-0087-A & B (Valley Center Food) for $51,000, and Parcel Number 2000-0148-A (Carter Trust) for $163,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in the Department of Public Works' Fiscal Year 2003-2004 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is TransNet revenue.  If approved, this proposal will result in a current year cost of $260,400, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Listing of the California gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539) or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the Natural Communities Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to five percent of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Policy I-122 establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s five percent Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including, requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation has an urgent need to aggressively address health and safety, natural resource protection and other fire recovery issues that have resulted from the 2003 San Diego County fires.

Much of the County’s open space was devastated during the 2003 Cedar and Paradise Fires.  The Department of Parks and Recreation had over 15,000 acres burned which equates to nearly 50% of all County-owned parkland.  Included was the damage or destruction of 26 structures, six vehicles, a ranger station, three park playgrounds, and several thousand trees.  As a result of this destruction, four campgrounds and community parks, as well as many open space preserves remain closed until these parks can be made safe for visitors, and our natural and cultural resources can be protected.  

In response to the disaster, the Department has identified emergency priority tasks to meet these urgent needs.  These immediate priorities consist of erosion control, minor road repairs, debris and hazardous tree removal, perimeter fencing, signage, and other recovery related tasks.  The requested actions are being proposed to address the urgent nature of the specific projects needed to address health and safety concerns and will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to award the contracts needed to complete these vital projects.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are estimated at $5.5 million and are not currently budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The Second Quarter Budget Status Report docketed for the February 24, 2004 Board hearing included a request for Fiscal Year 2002-2003 available Fund Balance in the amount of $5.5 million to fund these emergency projects.  The docketing of this Board letter preceded the outcome of the February 24 Board meeting.  The actions requested in this item are contingent upon that approval.  The Department anticipates that much of the work to complete the cleanup, dead tree removal, erosion control, road repairs, fencing, signage, and other recovery efforts will be contracted out, with a small amount of the work being provided by existing budgeted staff, volunteers, labor crews and/or other sources that may become available.  The Department is in the process of filing claims with the Federal Emergency Management Agency to fund some fire damage projects.  It is unknown at this time what reimbursements may be awarded.  In the meantime, because of the urgent nature of the specific projects needed to address health and safety concerns, this action is being requested.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The proposed Spring Valley Gym and Teen Center will be a joint facility located on the grounds of the La Presa Middle School in the Spring Valley School District, on property adjacent to the Spring Valley Library.  The facility will be operated by the County utilizing County Service Area 128 and School District funds.  The Teen Center will offer counseling, recreational activities, group interaction, and homework assistance to pre-teen and teenage youth using the site.  The County and the School District will develop mutually acceptable hours of operation for both the Gym and the Teen Center.  

The Department of Parks and Recreation, along with the community of Spring Valley, has identified the construction of the Spring Valley Gym and Teen Center as a high priority.  On August 7, 2001 (11), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise for bid and award of a construction contract for this project.  Bids were recently received and were higher than the design consultant’s estimate, therefore, additional funding is needed to award a contract.  

This proposed action will approve the establishment of additional appropriations in the amount of $300,392 in the Capital Project, to supplement existing project funding of $1,879,801, for a total project budget of $2,180,193.  Additional funding being requested in this action consists of $85,392 in General Funds being transferred from Capital Project KK0880 – Spring Valley Teen Center, $50,000 available in the Spring Valley Park Land Dedication Ordinance fund, and $165,000 in awarded Proposition 12 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds.  The revised estimated amount of the construction contract is $2,132,000, including 9% contingency.  Remaining project funds of approximately $48,193 will be used for additional project costs, including contract administration, consultant fees, and construction inspection services.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this project in the amount of $1,879,801 are available in Capital Project KK0865 – Spring Valley Gym.  Additional funding being requested in this action consists of $85,392 in General Funds being transferred from Capital Project KK0880 – Spring Valley Teen Center, $50,000 available in the Spring Valley Park Land Dedication Ordinance fund, and $165,000 in awarded Proposition 12 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds, for a total of $300,392 which will result in total available project funding of $2,180,193.  A construction contract will be awarded at an estimated cost of $2,132,000, including 9% contingency, for construction of the Spring Valley Gym and Teen Center.  Remaining project funds of approximately $48,193 will be used for additional project costs, including contract administration, consultant fees, and construction inspection services.  

At completion of this capital project, there will be additional costs of approximately $120,000 for one-time furnishings and equipment, as well as a proposed annual operating budget increase of approximately $130,000 to run the new gym and teen center.  Staff anticipates submitting this budget request during the Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operating Plan schedule.

	To fulfill its commitment to implement the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Subarea Plan, the County of San Diego continues to acquire land for inclusion in the MSCP.  On June 11, 2003 (5), the Board of Supervisors approved the purchase contract for the Boulder Oaks Open Space Preserve properties, which will be included in the MSCP preserve system.  This preserve is located in the County of San Diego’s MSCP Subarea Plan, San Vicente pre-approved mitigation area corridor, between the unincorporated areas of Ramona and Lakeside.  The Boulder Oaks property consists of 1,215 acres (Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 322-050-01, 322-061-02, 324-021-03, 324-031-01, 324-030-03, 324-060-03, 329-011-01, and 329-040-01).

Pursuant to Section 1.7 of the MSCP Subarea Plan, and Section 10.10 of the Implementing Agreement, the County is required to prepare a Framework Management Plan and Area-Specific Management Directives.  These Management Directives are specific management actions that are appropriate for habitats and species found in a local area.  The Area-Specific Management Directives will include requirements of Table 3-5 of the MSCP.  In addition, the County of San Diego MSCP Subarea Plan allows for the preparation of Fire Management Plans which will facilitate coordination between preserve managers and fire agencies to protect both natural resources and property.

The recommended action will authorize the Directors of the Departments of Parks and Recreation and Purchasing and Contracting, to take the necessary steps to enter into a contractual agreement for a maximum amount of $150,000 to prepare Area-Specific Management Directives and a Fire Management Plan for the Boulder Oaks Open Space Preserve.

This is a request to accept the donations offered by Pardee Homes and Weyerhaeuser Company Foundation, and authorize the Chair of the Board of Supervisors to sign a letter of appreciation to both companies for the donated funds.

	On August 15, 1995 (21), the Board approved Cooperative Agreement No. 11-8181 for Sweetwater Road drainage easements with the State of California Department of Transportation (Caltrans).  This agreement, with initial expiration date of December 31, 1999, allowed Caltrans to take ownership of various drainage easements to construct State Route 125 freeway (SR-125) in the Spring Valley area. 	The California Water Resources Control Board has a Pesticide Research and Identification of Source and Mitigation Grant Program to fund local public agencies through the passage of the Costa-Machado Water Act of 2000. This grant funding can be used for pesticide pollution projects related to water quality. 

The County Watershed Protection Program team has been working with The University of California Cooperative Extension – San Diego Office (Farm and Home Advisor), the Department of Agriculture Weights and Measures, the City of San Diego, and Municipal Storm Water Permit Copermittees to develop a plan for Integrated Pest Management outreach education. Integrated Pest Management is an ecosystem-based strategy that focuses on the long-term prevention of pests or their damage through a combination of techniques such as biological control, habitat manipulation, modification of cultural practices, and use of resistant plant varieties. The educational program would be a regional effort conducted with the partners listed above to protect and restore receiving waters throughout the region. This will be accomplished by inducing positive changes in San Diego residents’ attitudes and behaviors when dealing with pesticides around their homes.  

This is a request for authorization to apply for and accept up to $1,000,000 from the California Water Resources Control Board’s Pesticide Research and Identification of Source and Mitigation Grant Program. The program will develop Integrated Pest Management educational materials that will be integrated into a regional campaign, a pilot retail Point of Purchase study in two (2) watersheds, and a focused community based effort in the Chollas Creek watershed.

	Funding source is Pesticide Research and Identification of Source and Mitigation Grant Program, Costa–Machado Water Act of 2000, Proposition 13. This proposal would not impact funding during the current fiscal year. It would result in costs and revenues of $1 million, spread across the next three subsequent years. The County and its project partners propose an in-kind match of $352,500 to the grant award.  Out of the total match amount, the County’s portion is $125,000 of in-kind services as follows:  $75,000 for existing budgeted staff time, $40,000 of County’s contribution to Copermittee regional shared costs, and $10,000 for program assessment services. 	On January 7, 2004 (2), the Board of Supervisors received a report from the Chief Administrative Officer summarizing the actions proposed to be taken in response to Firestorm 2003.  On December 2, 2003 (2, 3, & 4) the Board of Supervisors directed, at the request of Chairwoman Jacob and Supervisor Horn, the development of actions and recommendations on the County of San Diego’s response to the devastating wildfires that burned through the County in 2003.  Among the recommendations included in the above actions were: 1. To allow local fire districts or fire protection agencies the authority to require brush management such as clearing and brushing as deemed necessary and appropriate, without County limits made at the request of Chairwoman Jacob and 2. To return to the Board with recommendations for fuel modification and vegetation management on public and private property made at the request of Supervisor Horn.  To address the Board’s recommendations, the Department of Planning and Land Use is proposing to clarify the language of the Biological Mitigation Ordinance and update the Weed Abatement Ordinance.

The project (POD 03-07) proposes an amendment to the Biological Mitigation Ordinance to clarify that fuel management for fire protection purposes, when required in writing by a fire prevention or suppression agency, is exempt from the provisions of the Biological Mitigation Ordinance.  The Biological Mitigation Ordinance is also proposed to be codified or made a part of the County Code of Regulatory Ordinances.  In addition, this is a proposal to update the Weed Abatement Ordinance (POD 03-01) to improve the County’s ability to require clearing on parcels with and without structures and to improve the County’s ability to enforce the requirements of the Ordinance.
