	ELECTRIC LAWN MOWER INCENTIVE PROGRAM  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	Mowing Down Pollution lawn mower exchange incentive events have been held annually for the past four years.  The event benefits county residents by reducing air pollution as a result of exchanging gasoline-powered lawn mowers for new cordless rechargeable mowers.  A gasoline mower can create 40 times more criteria pollution per hour of use than a late model automobile, while the replacement electric mowers emit zero pollutants.  

This is a request to direct the Air Pollution Control Officer to hold this year’s Lawn Mower Event on May 15, 2004.  Funding of $102,000 from penalties received for violations of air quality laws will be used to purchase 400 cordless electric lawn mowers.  The County will pay $240 each (after manufacturer’s $59 rebate) for the cordless electric lawn mower that retails for $449.  This will allow participating owners to again exchange their gasoline-powered lawn mower and purchase a new, non-polluting mower for $150.

At the conclusion of this year’s 2004 event, more than 2,400 zero-emission mowers will have been distributed since the start of the program, resulting in a reduction of over 57 tons per year of criteria pollutant emission reductions.  Clearly, this program is making a difference in improving our air quality.

In accordance with a previously authorized waiver of Board Policy A-87 (03/13/02 APCB#1) and in accordance with Administrative Code, Article XXIII, Section 401 (a), the Director of Purchasing and Contracting will negotiate a contract with Black and Decker not to exceed $96,000 for up to 400 lawn mowers.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request is included in the fiscal year 2003-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in no increase in current year costs and revenues and no increase in subsequent years’ costs and revenue.  This will require no net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	MODIFICATION OF HEAVY-DUTY DIESEL VEHICLE RETROFIT PROGRAM FOR LOCAL SCHOOL BUS FLEETS  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 02, 2002 (APCB#1), the Board approved the Heavy-Duty Diesel Vehicle Retrofit Program For Local Government Fleets funded with $800,000 from the state Air Resources Board and $800,000 from the Air Pollution Control District's Vehicle Registration Funds to retrofit diesel engines in heavy-duty municipal fleet vehicles with particulate matter filters.  The program excluded school buses, transit buses, and trash trucks from receiving retrofit funding.  Because municipal governments statewide were unable to use all the available funding, the Air Resources Board recently expanded this program to allow funding to be used to retrofit diesel engines in school buses and private fleets.  Locally, $535,000 remains uncommitted for this program.  The Air Pollution Control District asked all local school districts to submit applications for school bus retrofit funding.  Five school districts responded.  Requested funding exceeded available funds.  

This is a request to authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to enter into agreements with five local school districts to use $535,000 in unexpended state funds allocated for this program and $85,000 from a violation settlement penalty identified for this purpose to retrofit school bus diesel engines with particulate matter filters.  Specifically, the Air Pollution Control District is recommending that the Chula Vista Elementary School District receive funding for 11 filters, the Grossmont High School District receive funding for 11 filters, the San Diego Unified School District receive funding for 58 filters, the San Pasqual Union School District receive funding for 1 filter, and the Valley Center-Pauma Valley School District receive funding for 2 filters.  

If any of the program funding ($1,065,000) for which commitments for retrofits have already been received from municipal governments is unspent, this request is also to recommend this funding be allocated to meet the additional retrofit needs of these school districts using this same allocation process.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request is not included in the fiscal year 2003-04 Operational Plan.  State funding of $535,000 is from the California Air Resources Board’s Emission Reduction Credit Program, and $85,000 is from unanticipated fines and forfeitures revenue.  If approved, this will result in an increase of $620,000 in current-year costs and revenues and no subsequent-years costs and revenue in the Vehicle Registration Fund (285002).  This request will result in no increase in net general fund cost and will not require additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	AIR POLLUTION CONTROL OFFICER

1. Establish appropriations of $620,000 in the Air Pollution Control District’s Vehicle Registration Fund (285002) based on $85,000 unanticipated fines and forfeitures revenue, and $535,000 in fund balance available as a result of unexpended California Air Resources Board funds.   (4 VOTES)

2. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to accept the submitted applications for funding already submitted by school districts and enter into agreements with those school districts for retrofits of ARB-verified, level 3 particulate filters on eligible school buses in a total amount up to $620,000.

3. Authorize the Air Pollution Control Officer to amend agreements with school districts with unmet needs to reallocate any unspent Heavy-Duty Diesel Vehicle Retrofit funds from previous agreements, using a pro rata allocation based on the percent of each district's student population to the total student population of the school districts.
