	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Alpine Sanitation District and Lakeside Sanitation District convey wastewater flows to the City Metro System for treatment and disposal at the Point Loma Wastewater Treatment Plant. This conveyance system relies on the City of San Diego Municipal wastewater system for transporting sewage to the City Metro System. City policy requires that whenever another 

wastewater agency conveys sewage through the Municipal system to access the City Metro System, a Sewage Transportation Agreement must be approved between the affected agencies. 

This is a request for Board approval of a Sixth Amendment to the Sewage Disposal Agreement of 1974 between the Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts and City of San Diego. This Amendment authorizes continued use of the City’s Municipal System for conveyance of Alpine/Lakeside wastewater flows to the City Metro System and releases Lakeside and Alpine Sanitation Districts from further obligation to operate and maintain the Flow Equalization Facility in Lakeside. 

This request includes authorization to reimburse the City for sewage system upgrades to the Mission Gorge Interceptor System, which is utilized by the Districts. Reimbursement totals $3,470,616 (Alpine Sanitation District share is $485,886; Lakeside Sanitation District share is $2,984,730). Payment is due within 45 days following Board and City Council approval of the Agreement. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Currently, $698,800 is appropriated for this proposal (Alpine $103,800, Lakeside $595,000).  Establishment of additional funds (Alpine $382,086, Lakeside $2,389,730) will fully fund this proposal.  Expansion Reserves are available in the Sanitation Districts for this purpose. Establishment of appropriations will allow these funds to be utilized for City of San Diego capital improvements and expansion that directly benefit both Sanitation Districts. Funding source is Expansion Reserves for the Alpine Sanitation District ($485,866) and Lakeside Sanitation District ($2,984,730). If approved, this request will result in $3,470,616 current year costs for both districts, and no subsequent year costs. No additional staff years will be required, and there will be no fiscal impact to the County General Fund as a result of this action.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with Section 15060(c)(3) of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, that this Agreement is categorically exempt from environmental evaluation as this activity is not a project as defined by Section 15378.

2. Establish appropriations of $382,086 in the Alpine Sanitation District for payment   to City of San Diego for capital improvements and expansion, based on Expansion Reserves available in the Alpine Sanitation District. (4 VOTES)

3. Establish appropriations of $2,389,730 in the Lakeside Sanitation District for        payment to City of San Diego for capital improvements and expansion, based on    Expansion Reserves available in the Lakeside Sanitation District. (4 VOTES)

4. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute, upon receipt, two copies of an Agreement titled Sixth Amendment to Sewage Disposal Agreement of 1974 between the City of San Diego and the Alpine and Lakeside Sanitation Districts.
