	<On April 28, 1992 (1), the Board approved the State-funded Infant Immunization Initiative (I-3), now known as Immunization Local Assistance, to provide immunizations to children preventing disease outbreaks such as measles, mumps and rubella.  Immunizations help to prevent the suffering, disability and death of infants and children caused by vaccine preventable diseases.  The San Diego County Immunization Program also receives revenues from the State Department of Public Health for the San Diego Regional Immunization Registry, a web-based tracking and notification system developed to ensure that individuals of all ages receive necessary immunizations in a timely and appropriate manner.
Today’s action requests authorization to apply for and accept immunization funding from the State of California Department of Public Health, and to continue seeking additional immunization funding opportunities.>>

	<Funds for this proposal are included in the FY 2008-2010 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in FY 2009-2010 and subsequent year costs and revenue of an estimated $3,066,572 based on $2,526,572 from the Immunization Local Assistance revenue agreement and $540,000 from the San Diego Regional Immunization Registry revenue agreement. The funding source is the State of California Department of Public Health.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.>>

	<Services to seniors and youth have been a long-standing priority for the Board of Supervisors.  Intergenerational programs that link senior citizens with youth to provide mentorship and companionship are a key component of these services.  
On February 8, 2005, the Board authorized the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate and, upon successful negotiations, award a contract to implement the Legacy Corps project, an intergenerational program that provides non-medical respite services to caregivers.  Since the program’s implementation in April 2005, approximately 80 caregivers have received 21,145 hours of respite services.  The existing contract will end on            March 31, 2009.  This item requests Board authorization to negotiate and execute a sole source contract with New Alternatives, Inc. to continue to implement the Legacy Corps project.>>

	<The Annual Funding Plan is intended to address community development and housing needs summarized in the five-year Consolidated Plan, approved      May 10, 2005 (1), for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships (including the HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs.  Following public testimony today on the Draft Fiscal Year 2009-10 Annual Funding Plan, the requested action will approve the Plan in principle.  It will also direct staff to return to the Board of Supervisors with any required additional information following a 30-day public review and comment period.  

The preliminary recommendations follow the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Annual Funding Plan Strategy, approved by the Board on September 16, 2008 (20) that allocated a formula-defined portion of the entitlement funds to participating and HOME Consortium cities, and to the County unincorporated area.  Board offices reviewed these preliminary recommendations and the Board’s funding priorities are incorporated.  

Final funding allocation amounts for the HOME Investment Partnerships (including the HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative), Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs have not yet been announced by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development as of the preparation of this Board letter.  Therefore, the Draft Annual Funding Plan is based on Fiscal Year 2008-09 funding allocations totaling $11,359,210. The final Annual Funding Plan will be adjusted for the final allocations that will be available to the San Diego County Consortium in Fiscal Year 2009-10 for the four entitlement programs.

These Federal programs provide funds for public infrastructure, revitalization of lower-income communities, and development of affordable housing for low-income residents and persons with special needs.  The funds also serve children and families in need of temporary and long-term housing, including persons with HIV/AIDS.  Since the start of these programs, many community facilities benefiting lower-income households have been constructed or renovated, including community, senior and youth centers, parks, drainage facilities, and sidewalk improvements, as well as affordable housing projects, all of which would not have been possible without these funds.

In addition, the Board is requested to authorize the reallocation of $306,530 from current and prior years Community Development Block Grant Program projects to four new and two existing Community Development Block Grant Program projects; and, approve modifications to the existing Community Development Block Grant Home Repair Loan Program to allow grants for home repairs to owner-occupied mobile homes in an amount up to $8,000 for qualified low income mobile home residents.>>

	<At this time, the FY 2009-10 grant allocations have not yet been released.  The Draft FY 2009-10 Annual Funding Plan is based on the allocation of $11,359,210 reflected in the FY 2008-09 Annual Funding Plan for the Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships, including the HOME American Dream Downpayment Initiative, Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs. Adjustments will be made to the final Annual Funding Plan once the               FY 2009-10 grant allocations are known.  The funds will be spent for community development, affordable housing, and emergency shelter grant projects.  If approved, this request will also result in the reallocation of $306,530 in Community Development Block Grant funds and will result in no current year costs, annual costs, or additional staff costs.>>

	<The Gillespie Field Redevelopment Plan was adopted by the Board of Supervisors on July 7, 1987 (53), (Thomas Guide page 1251, E2).  On          July 12, 2005 (1), the Redevelopment Agency adopted the most current Five-Year Implementation Plan for the Gillespie Field Redevelopment Project Area.  This Plan covers Fiscal Year 2005-06 through 2009-10.  Health and Safety Code Section 33490(d) requires that during the Implementation Plan period, the San Diego County Redevelopment Agency conduct a public hearing to review the Redevelopment Plan, Implementation Plan, and evaluate the progress of the Redevelopment Project.  

The goals and objectives of the Redevelopment Plan are directed at reversing the deterioration and stagnation of the Project Area by facilitating private development of industrial, commercial and aviation uses.  These uses are intended to create permanent employment opportunities in an area needing a balance between jobs and housing.  This Board letter provides the plan review and progress information necessary for today’s public hearing.

In addition, Health & Safety Code Section 33342.7 requires the legislative body to adopt an ordinance describing the Agency’s program for use of eminent domain for acquisition of property within a project area.  In this case, the ordinance acknowledges the Agency has no authority to use eminent domain in the Gillespie Field Redevelopment Project Area.  This ordinance can be adopted by your Board today pursuant to Health and Safety Code Section 33490(d), because it was publicly noticed. >>

It is estimated that in 2007 alone, almost 13,000 people nationwide lost their lives in crashes involving a drunk driver.  It is imperative that we as a County do all that we can to curtail the senseless loss of life and injury that comes from irresponsible individuals who decide to drive while under the influence of alcohol.  Promising new technology in the form of ignition interlock devices have emerged to assist our local law enforcement in fighting this uphill battle against drunk driving.  Ignition interlock devices have shown to be effective in stopping those who choose to drink and drive where it counts:  before they get behind the wheel.  In fact, studies have shown that ignition interlock devices can decrease repeat DUI offenses by 64%.

Today, I join the Mothers Against Drunk Driving (MADD) in requesting your support of California State Assembly Bill 91 (Feuer).  This bill would create a pilot project in four counties in California requiring that a person convicted of a single DUI offense install a certified ignition interlock device on each vehicle that the person owns or operates.

This action will prepare a letter, to be signed by the Chairwoman of the San Diego County Board of Supervisors, stating San Diego County’s vigorous support for California State Assembly Bill 91.>>

	<The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (Recovery Act), also known as the Economic Stimulus Plan, was approved by both houses of Congress on February 13, 2009 and signed into law by President Obama on February 17, 2009.   

The $787 billion Recovery Act seeks to jumpstart the national economy by infusing funds into infrastructure projects to create jobs during the economic crisis.  Preference will be given to projects that can begin and be completed quickly, in some programs defined as obligated within 120 days.  In addition to this short-term stimulus, the Recovery Act also seeks to modernize health care, improve schools, modernize infrastructure, and invest in clean energy technologies for the future.  

The $787 billion Recovery Act is broken into the following broad categories: $288 billion for tax relief; $144 billion for state and local fiscal relief;          $111 billion for infrastructure and science; $81 billion for protecting the vulnerable; $59 billion for health care; $53 billion for education and training; $43 billion for energy; and $8 billion for other activities and programs.

The Recovery Act is anticipated to provide billions of dollars statewide through various programs.  Funding must go out swiftly to begin projects, or it may revert to other states and local areas.  To ensure that County programs are prepared to react quickly to opportunities for funds, this is a request for approval to apply for and accept funding for programs related to the Recovery Act.  Upon issuance of the various Notice of Funds Availability (NOFA) by federal, state and regional agencies, the County will develop and submit requests for specific projects related to the various programs.  If funding is approved, staff will promptly complete contracts and related documents to accept the funds, return to the Board for any necessary related actions, and begin work on the local projects. Staff will keep the Board and the public apprised of the funding being sought on a quarterly basis.>>
