	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services (IHSS) Public Authority provides a number of supportive services for consumers and providers in the Health and Human Services Agency IHSS Program.  Through IHSS, eligible aged, blind and disabled individuals receive care that enables them to remain safely in their own homes.  Currently, there are more than 19,600 IHSS consumers in San Diego County.  

Throughout most of California, IHSS consumers are served through the Individual Provider mode, where the consumer serves as the employer responsible for hiring his/her own provider.  In San Diego County, more than 85% of all consumers historically have chosen the Individual Provider mode.  Other local consumers have been receiving services under the Contract mode, where an agency manages care for the consumer.  The existing Contract mode will end in San Diego County on August 31, 2004, when the current IHSS contract with Addus HealthCare expires.    Beginning September 1, 2004, all consumers will be served through the Individual Provider mode, and a small emergency services contract will be implemented as authorized by Board of Supervisors’ action on January 13, 2004 (7). 

Governing Body action is requested to revise the IHSS Public Authority’s FY 2003-04 Operational Plan, adopted on August 5, 2003 (IA1), as part of the transition from the current Contract mode.  The Public Authority will provide registry, payroll and health benefit services to both IHSS consumers and providers transitioning from the Contract mode, as well as those needing these supportive services in the future.

The proposed Operational Plan changes involve replacing an existing position with a different classification and adding 10 positions in the Public Authority, with associated services and supplies, at an annualized cost of $609,449.  In addition, $1,049,760 is being included for the anticipated annualized cost of health benefits for providers serving the consumers who transition from the Contract mode, for a total annualized increase of $1,659,209.  The increases in positions and costs are within maximums identified in the January 13, 2004 Board letter.  

FY 03-04 added staffing costs, including one-time and ongoing operating expenses, total $203,653, which will be fully offset by current year savings in health benefits costs for Individual Providers. 

The $75,000 annual cost for the new emergency services contract will be budgeted in the Health and Human Services Agency, Aging & Independence Services, and funded with existing resources.  Aging & Independence Services will also use existing resources to support one position that will monitor the performance of the IHSS Public Authority pursuant to an existing interagency agreement between the County and the Public Authority.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Public Authority FY 2003-04 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will have no current year net fiscal impact but will result in estimated additional subsequent year annual costs of $1,659,209.  The funding sources are Federal and State revenues, and Social Services Realignment revenue.  This request will add 2.50 staff years in FY 2003-04, annualizing to 10 staff years beginning with FY 2004-05.
