	< MacroButton NoMacro On February 9, 2011(1), the Board of Supervisors continued the General Plan Update hearing to March 16, 2011 to provide an opportunity for additional public review and refinement of the information in the staff report.  The General Plan Update consists of a comprehensive amendment to the County’s land use policies for unincorporated lands necessitated by population growth, changes in law and regulations governing land use, and various challenges to the current plan that have occurred over the years. 
The General Plan Update was also considered by the Board of Supervisors on October 20, November 10, and December 8, 2010.  On December 8, 2010, staff was directed to review and provide additional information on certain substantive issues that were raised and also to evaluate all property-specific requests for different land use designations under the General Plan Update.  A draft report containing this information was released January 28, 2011 and was presented to the Board on February 9, 2011.  This report contains responses to questions raised by the Board on February 9, 2011 and refinements to the previous staff report based on public and staff review. >>

	< MacroButton NoMacro If the Planning Commission / Staff Recommendation (the Project) is approved by the Board, implementation of the General Plan Update will be supported by existing staff resources and programs.  Funding for the existing programs is included in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Adopted Operational Plan.  Should the Board elect to make changes to the General Plan Update, the extent and type of changes will determine the additional work required and the needed amount of staff and consultant support.  A range of three potential scenarios are identified below according to the level of change to the Project:

· Minor - These are changes that do not conflict with the General Plan Update project objectives, do not require substantial additional analysis for environmental impacts, and do not result in new significant environmental impacts.  Incorporation of minor changes into the project would mean that staff would perform edits to the necessary General Plan Update documents, amend the existing analysis in the draft Final EIR, and return to the Board.  Please note that some Minor changes are considered controversial and/or would alter changes already made to the project by previous Board or Planning Commission direction. The estimated timeframe for the Minor scenario is up to 6 months with an estimated cost of up to $200K.  Staffing and funding necessary to cover this scenario is included in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Adopted Operational Plan.  
· Moderate - These are changes that do not conflict with the General Plan Update project objectives but may result in additional environmental impacts and require more detailed analysis.  This category also includes more substantive changes that were not considered by the Planning Commission and should be presented to them for a recommendation pursuant to State law.  For Moderate changes, staff would perform edits to the necessary General Plan Update documents, amend the existing analysis in the EIR, and recirculate the EIR for public review pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Also, as required by CEQA, staff would prepare written responses to all comments received during public review and further revise the EIR as necessary.  Staff would then return to the Planning Commission and then the Board of Supervisors with a revised project.  The estimated timeframe for the Moderate scenario is up to 18 months with an estimated cost up to $700K in additional staff and consultant costs, depending upon the complexity of the changes.  Staffing and additional funding necessary to initiate this scenario is included in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Adopted Operational Plan and would also need to be addressed in the 2011-2012 budget. 
· Major – These are changes not supported by the General Plan Update project objectives as currently drafted. As a result, revisions to the project objectives are assumed. If the project objectives are revised, there may need to be modifications to policies and other parts of the draft General Plan Update to ensure consistency or an entirely new General Plan Update may need to be prepared. Once the Major changes are initially drafted, it may be advantageous to present them to stakeholders, the Planning Commission, and the Board to ensure adequate public participation. Substantial changes to the EIR or a new environmental review are also anticipated for Major changes. The General Plan Update EIR is based on technical analysis and modeling for a number of issues. The analysis and modeling would likely need to be rerun for all issue areas. Pursuant to CEQA, the EIR alternatives are based on the project objectives. Therefore, in addition to modifying the EIR to address the revised project, modifications to the alternatives are also likely to be required. Once the EIR is modified, the process to present the project to the Board would follow that outlined for the Moderate changes.  The estimated minimum timeframe for the Major scenario is up to 48 months with an approximate minimum cost of up to $4 million in additional staff and consultant costs. Both the cost and time estimates for this category have the potential to be far greater depending on the level of complexity and controversy of the changes. Staffing and additional funding necessary to initiate this scenario is included in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Adopted Operational Plan and would also need to be addressed in the budgets for future years.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County’s TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects involves planned expenditure of anticipated revenues from TransNet, the half-cent transportation sales tax originally approved by voters in 1987.  On November 2, 2004, San Diego County voters approved a 40-year extension to the TransNet funding program through 2048.  
San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) approves the County’s TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects and administers this major transportation funding program as an element of its Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP). The RTIP is updated biannually, and SANDAG subsequently amends it on a quarterly basis.  SANDAG Board of Directors adopted the 2010 Regional Transportation Improvement Program update on September 24, 2010 for inclusion in the State Transportation Improvement Program.  

Section 9 of the TransNet Extension Ordinance required the County to exact, starting on July 1, 2008, $2,000 from new developments for each constructed residential unit in unincorporated San Diego County to fund the Regional Transportation Congestion Improvement Program (RTCIP).  The TransNet Extension Ordinance requires annual adjustments to the RTCIP exaction amount, which is currently $2,081. On            February 25, 2011, SANDAG Board of Directors approved a two percent increase to the exaction amount.  The new amount will be $2,123, effective July 1, 2011.  The County will not need to increase fees associated with this adjustment because the County’s existing Transportation Impact Fee is adequate to fund the RTCIP exaction amount.  

SANDAG has also requested Board approval of cash transfer adjustments made during preparation of the annual TransNet program report for FY 2009-10.  The report is submitted annually to SANDAG for review and reflects funding activities and expenditures of TransNet revenues during the fiscal year.
This is a request to (1) adopt a resolution to amend the County’s 2010 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects; (2) adjust the RTCIP exaction amount, pursuant to Section 9 of the TransNet Extension Ordinance; and (3) approve cash transfer adjustments made during the preparation of the annual TransNet program report for FY 2009-10. 	<On February 24, 2010 (4), the Board of Directors of the Spring Valley Sanitation District, with the consent of the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors on behalf of four sewer maintenance districts and the Board of Directors for four other sanitation districts, approved application to the San Diego Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO) to initiate proceedings for the reorganization of County sanitation services. That item included a detailed discussion of all the future actions and outcomes that would be necessary in order to accomplish the reorganization. LAFCO approved the reorganization application on September 13, 2010.  The proposed reorganization combines five sanitation districts and four sewer maintenance districts into a single sanitation district to be named the San Diego County Sanitation District. Because that single district does not yet exist in name, the first step is to annex all districts into Spring Valley Sanitation District, then to rename that district San Diego County Sanitation District. All of these actions will be effective July 1, 2011.  

Reorganization of the County sanitation and sewer maintenance districts will provide the ability to set a single uniform rate and provide a standard level of service across all district service areas, increase financial stability and rate stabilization, provide a uniform governance structure and increased flexibility for planning, funding, and implementing capital improvements, and enhance timely infrastructure maintenance, repair and replacement capabilities. It will also maximize use of regional Metro Wastewater System capacity rights, potentially saving rate payers significant future costs.  

Accomplishing reorganization prior to the single district’s effective date on July 1, 2011 requires additional actions as set forth by your Board in February 2010.  These actions include: dissolving the Winter Gardens, Harmony Grove, and East Otay Mesa Sewer Maintenance Districts;  adopting an ordinance that will provide the new reorganized sanitation district with a single consolidated ordinance for sewer service charges and other fees;  taking action to rename the Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District and amending its ordinances to reflect the transfer of its sewer service functions to the San Diego County Sanitation District, and directing staff to take action to, among other things, transfer funds, convey property interests, and assign contractual rights in furtherance of the reorganization. The proposed actions are consistent with all previous Board and LAFCO approvals and authorizations.

	<Recommended adoption of ordinance to amend and restate sewer charges would result in Fiscal Year 2011-12 sewer service fee revenue approximately equal to that of the prior fiscal year, and the County’s Wastewater Management in the Department of Public Works proposed Fiscal Year 2011-12 Operational Plan will reflect it.  Customer rates are discussed in the Background of this item.
Recommendations related to ordinance changes, dissolution of sewer maintenance districts, and authorizations involving real property are for the purpose of implementing the LAFCO-approved reorganization of sanitation services and would have no fiscal impact.  The reorganization results in no changes to levels of service, no associated annual cost and no additional staff years. In future years, it is anticipated that these actions will increase overall fiscal stability and therefore stabilize customer rates as well, through efficiencies and economies of scale.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County has identified approximately 794 acres of vacant land in the unincorporated area of San Diego County that is available for purchase. The property, which is owned by Villages of Rockwood San Diego, LLC, is located north of San Pasqual Valley Road off of Rockwood Road (2010 Thomas Guide, page 1131 E-3).  The Rockwood property consists of prime coastal sage scrub and chaparral vegetation interspersed with valley and foothill grassland, Englemann oak woodland and southern riparian scrub.  The property is located within the South County Multiple Species Conservation Program.

The market value of the property is $5.1 million as determined by an independent appraiser.  County staff has negotiated a purchase price of $4.6 million, which the owner has agreed to accept, contingent upon the Board of Supervisors approving the purchase.  The Board is requested to set a hearing for April 13, 2011, to consider approving the acquisition of the 794-acre property from Villages at Rockwood San Diego, LLC, for the price of $4.6 million.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro Today’s request to set a hearing will result in no fiscal impact.  Should the Board approve the purchase of the property on April 13, 2011, funds for this request are available in Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisitions.  If approved, this request will result in a total one-time cost of $5.29 million itemized as follows: $4.6 million (land), $28,000 (staff time and appraisal), $12,000 (escrow and title), $400,000 for one-time stewardship for installation of fencing, signage and vegetation management and erosion control, and $250,000 to prepare a Resource Management Plan.

Total annual ongoing costs for land stewardship, adaptive management and monitoring are estimated at $130,000 per year.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $2,165 for special assessments, including fire protection and vector control.  The funding source will be general purpose revenues and will be provided for in future Operational Plans.  There will be no change in current year net General Fund costs. >>
