(DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The purpose of “code enforcement” or “compliance” is to protect public health and safety, preserve our environment, and maintain the character and livability of our communities by ensuring that all property owners, businesses and residents abide by all applicable County ordinances, rules and regulations.  Compliance is achieved using a variety of methods, ranging from notification, education, and cooperative work with property owners, to the assessment of civil and criminal penalties in response to significant, willful, or ongoing violations.

This Board of Supervisors and County staff make an effort to cooperate with the public to achieve voluntary compliance whenever possible.  Unfortunately, sometimes a cooperative approach is ineffective.  County ordinances, rules, and regulations are useful and protect the public only to the extent that they can be enforced.  Concerns raised by members of the public have exposed gaps in the availability and application of effective enforcement tools.

Solutions are needed to:  streamline, strengthen, and coordinate civil enforcement options; improve coordination between civil and criminal enforcement procedures; strengthen the County’s ability to use criminal enforcement when necessary and appropriate; and cooperate with the public to address safety, environmental, and community concerns.

The actions recommended in this board letter will do the following:  Authorize civil penalties of up to $1,000 per day for significant, willful, ongoing violations; seek legislative authority to impose civil penalties higher than currently authorized by State law; increase the fine amounts for a violation of local building and safety codes determined to be an infraction; augment the Chief Administrative Officer’s  “Code Enforcement Strike Force” with legal expertise to resolve complex cases; develop a protocol for using criminal enforcement procedures; develop a training program for enforcement staff regarding civil and criminal enforcement tools; develop  a “Code Enforcement Guide” for the public, written in easily understandable language, to let people know what County numbers to call for code enforcement and compliance; authorize County Counsel attorneys to perform code enforcement criminal prosecution functions; and  direct the Chief Administrative Officer to report back to the Board of Supervisors in 180 days regarding the implementation of these recommendations.

	The recommended actions may be implemented using existing staff resources approved in the 2003-2004 County budget.



	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR COX AND DISTRICT ATTORNEY:
1. Direct County Counsel to work with the District Attorney and Chief Administrative Officer to draft an ordinance to strengthen code compliance by authorizing Administrative Civil Penalties of up to $1,000 per day to be levied against property owners who refuse to correct significant violations of the San Diego County Code, the San Diego County Zoning Ordinance, the San Diego County Administrative Code, or any other ordinance adopted by the County Board of Supervisors, and return to the Board in 120 days.  Direct that this action provide an administrative hearing process to property owners, prior to a judgment being recorded against the property.

2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to include in the 2004 Legislative Sponsorship program support for the passage of legislation that would give the County the authority to impose Civil Penalties of at least $2,500 and up to $5,000 or more per day, plus attorney’s fees and costs, that could be levied against property owners who refuse to correct significant violations of the San Diego County Code, the San Diego County Zoning Ordinance, the San Diego County Administrative Code, or any other ordinance adopted by the County Board of Supervisors.

3. Direct County Counsel to return to the Board of Supervisors within 120 days with ordinance amendments that implement the increased fine amounts for building and safety code violations determined to be infractions as set forth in Senate Bill 567 (Stats. 2003, Ch. 60).

4. Direct County Counsel and request the District Attorney to participate on the “Code Enforcement Strike Force” which was established by the Chief Administrative Officer to add legal expertise to achieve compliance on complex cases that may involve potentially significant civil or criminal violations.  The Strike Force will convene on an as-needed basis and will include representatives from County Counsel, the District Attorney, and the Chief Administrative Officer’s Land Use and Environment Group, and among other tasks, will develop guidelines and implement a protocol for referring serious code enforcement and compliance matters for criminal prosecution.  Representatives from other State and federal agencies may be asked to participate, when appropriate.

5. Direct County Counsel to continue to develop and implement a training program for all County compliance/enforcement staff regarding the range and appropriate use of civil and criminal enforcement tools.  This program to be conducted on an as-needed, ongoing basis to ensure dissemination of updated information and training of new staff.

6. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to develop, in conjunction with the County Counsel and District Attorney for distribution to the general public, a clear and concise “Code Enforcement Guide” that provides easy reference telephone numbers and subject descriptions for code-enforcement/compliance-related public health, safety, and environmental concerns written in easily understandable language in a user friendly format.

7. Authorize the County Counsel and the District Attorney to enter into an agreement, which provides County Counsel attorneys the authority, on a case-by-case basis, to perform code enforcement criminal prosecution functions currently performed by the District Attorney. 

8. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to report to the Board within 180 days on the status of implementation of the recommended actions.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate a 15-foot strip of a steep slope open space easement on Parcel 1 of Parcel Map 17602 along Puma Trail Road, for a distance of approximately five hundred and seventy-three feet (573’).  The area of vacation is 8,318 square feet.  The purpose of the vacation is to align the portion of Puma Trail Road within an associated Tentative Parcel Map into the improved Puma Trail Road to the west of Parcel 1.  In addition, the realignment of Puma Trail Road will avoid a creek along the northern boundary of the property and the relocation of two utility poles.  In return for the vacation, the applicant has dedicated a steep slope open space easement on another area of Parcel 1, which is ninety feet (90’) by ninety-five feet (95’) in size.  The area of dedication is 8,782 square feet.  Therefore, more land area will be dedicated in open space than is being vacated.

The vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is an appeal by the project applicant of a Planning Commission decision to deny a request to subdivide approximately 215 acres into 18 lots and 45-acre remainder parcel.  The reason for the denial was inadequate environmental review.  At this time the applicant requests the opportunity to reduce the number of lots in an effort to avoid the necessity to prepare an Environmental Impact Report.  The original project proposed lots that ranged from 8 to 17 acres.  Water would be provided by individual wells and sewage disposal would be through private subsurface systems.  The applicant proposes to reduce the subdivision to only 5 lots.  Each lot would be a minimum of 40 acres in size.  The project is within the Environmentally Constrained Area (ECA) Regional Land Use Category and is subject to the (20) Agricultural Preserve Land Use Designation and the A72 General Agriculture Use Regulations.  The project site is located east of the Ramona Town Center along the north side of Highway 78 between Sutherland Dam Road and Rancho Ballena Road.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 11, 2004 (9), the Board set a hearing for March 24, 2004 to consider the acquisition of a 20.25-acre parcel in Julian, Assessor's Parcel Number 292-140-06, adjacent to William Heise County Park (Thomas Guide, page 1156-E4, E5).  The property is owned by the Nielsen Family Trust.  Acquisition of the parcel will potentially aid in achieving the long-range goal of build-out of the future proposed East County Multiple Species Conservation Program preserve system and will assist in consistent management with other Multiple Species Conservation Program preserve lands currently managed by the County and its partners.  The parcel owner has agreed to sell the property to the County for the appraised value of $235,000.

The Board is requested to approve the purchase of Assessor’s Parcel Number 292-140-06, from the Nielsen Family Trust for the appraised value of $235,000.  Funding for this acquisition is budgeted in Capital Project KA9500 – Open Space/Multiple Species Conservation Program Acquisitions.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request, in the amount of $235,000, are budgeted and available in Capital Project KA9500 – Open Space/Multiple Species Conservation Program Acquisitions.  The funding source is County General Funds.  If approved, today’s request will result in a current year cost of $235,000 for the purchase of the 20.25-acre parcel. Existing field staff at William Heise County Park will routinely patrol and manage the land, and environmental management and monitoring costs will be provided by existing funds in the Department of Parks and Recreation annual budget.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Traffic Advisory Committee (TAC) meets every six weeks to review proposed changes or additions to regulatory traffic controls.  Twenty-five items were on the Committee's January 30, 2004, meeting agenda. The Committee recommends your action on all 25 items.

On February 12, 2003 (3), the Board directed the establishment of an interim all-way stop control at the intersection of Camino Paz and Brookside Circle/Citradora Drive in Casa De Oro.  The Board also directed the proposed interim all-way stop control be reviewed after its installation to determine if significant improvement in the existing operating conditions was accomplished.  On April 17, 2003, the Department of Public Works installed an interim all-way stop control with the appropriate advanced warning signs and pavement legends. A recent review of the operating conditions, including an analysis of the history of reported collisions, indicates this intersection is working well in its present state.

On February 12, 2003 (3), the Board directed the establishment of an all-way stop control at the intersection of Austin Drive/Del Rio Road and Calavo Drive in Spring Valley. The Board also directed the proposed all-way stop control be reviewed after its installation to determine if significant improvement in the existing operating conditions was accomplished. On April 9, 2003, the Department of Public Works installed an all-way stop control with the appropriate advanced warning signs and pavement legends. A recent review of the operating conditions, including an analysis of the history of reported collisions, indicates this intersection is working well in its present state.

On January 8, 2003 (6), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to evaluate the intersection of Louisa Drive, Kaiser Permanente Medical Center entrance (Kaiser) and Avocado Boulevard in Casa de Oro, six months after the Kaiser facility opened, report the results and if, not functioning well, make further recommendations. The Kaiser facility became operational on May 19, 2003. Review of the operating conditions indicated the following: sight distance at the intersection is excellent for motorists entering Avocado Boulevard from Louisa Drive/Kaiser entrance. The close proximity of the signals on Fury Lane and Calle Verde, at their intersection with Avocado Boulevard, are providing adequate gap time for motorists to access/egress Avocado Boulevard from Louisa Drive/Kaiser entrance. Traffic volume on Louisa Drive has remained consistent. There has been one reported collision at this intersection over the past seven months. This intersection is working well in its present state. 

This matter was to be brought to the Traffic Advisory Committee’s (TAC) attention on December 5, 2003 as an information item.  However, due to re-assignment of personnel to provide fire assistance, the meeting was cancelled.  This matter was therefore rescheduled to the January 30, 2004 meeting.

	On July 17, 2002 (4), the Board certified the San Marcos Landfill Closure and Post Closure Maintenance Plan Environmental Impact Report  (Thomas Guide Page No., 1128; D-7).   On October 9, 2002 (7), the Board authorized the issuance of a request for proposal to determine soil availability and subsequent procurement of soil necessary for final cover placement at San Marcos Landfill.  On November 7, 2003, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting signed an agreement with Hanson Aggregates, of Lakeside, for an option to purchase up to 440,000 cubic yards of soil compatible with the composition requirements for the final cover placement. On December 10, 2003, the Regional Water Quality Control Board unanimously approved the Closure Maintenance Plan Environmental Impact Report and Amended Waste Discharge Requirements for San Marcos Landfill.  On January 14, 2004 (7), the Board authorized the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to hire a Construction Quality Assurance consulting firm to assist the County during construction.  On January 22, 2004, California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) approved the Closure Maintenance Plan Environmental Impact Report and Amended Waste Discharge Requirements.

Due to the timing of construction activities associated with San Marcos Landfill closure, this project is divided into two different bid packages, 1) San Marcos Landfill Cover System Construction Project and 2) San Marcos Landfill Revegetation and Irrigation System Construction Project.    

The San Marcos Landfill Cover System is designed and is ready for construction.  This is a request to approve the purchase of approximately 440,000 cubic yards, as needed, of soil from Hanson Aggregates against agreement #46571, and approve advertisement and subsequent award, to lowest responsible bidder of the San Marcos Landfill Cover System Construction Project.  Construction of the cover system project is expected to begin in Summer 2004 and be completed in Summer 2006.  San Marcos Landfill Revegetation and Irrigation Systems Construction Project will be presented to the Board for authorization to advertise and award in early Summer 2004.

2. McClellan-Palomar Airport Conveyance Restoration and Detention Pond.  District 5: Construct a detention basin on the north side of the McClellan-Palomar Airport.  Grant: $700,000. 

3. Tijuana River Watershed Invasive Species Removal – Cottonwood Creek. Remove invasive Arundo Donax and Tamarisk in Cottonwood Creek. Grant: $637,500.

4. Nutrient Reduction in Rainbow Creek –Santa Margarita Watershed. Project will provide technical support for nursery tailwater recovery systems, install a groundwater alert network for septic systems and implement a focused education program for the Fallbrook and Rainbow communities; Grant: $381,054.

These projects will restore habitat for native flora and fauna, reduce pollutant loads, and positively impact the beneficial uses of receiving waters in the San Diego River, Carlsbad, Tijuana and Santa Margarita Watersheds.  

This is a request for authorization to apply for and accept up to $2,718,554 from the California Water Resources Control Board Proposition 13 and 319(h) Grant Programs.

	Proposition 13 – Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Program

Funding source is Costa–Machado Water Act of 2000, Proposition 13 Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Grant Program. This proposal would not impact funding during the current fiscal year. It would result in costs and revenues of $1.7 million, spread across the next three subsequent years. There will be no additional staff years required. The funding program requires a 15-20% match based on total project cost. For the Woodside Avenue Low Flow Water Quality Basin project, the County proposes an in-kind match of $720,000 to the grant award;  $670,000 is from the Department of Public Works Flood Control fund for land purchase and $50,000 is from existing budgeted staff time. For the McClellan-Palomar Airport Conveyance Restoration and Detention Pond project, the County match is $105,000.  Staff will work with the airport tenants to provide funding for the County’s match.

Proposition 13 – Watershed Protection Program

Funding source for the Tijuana River Watershed Invasive Species Removal is Costa–Machado Water Act of 2000, Proposition 13 Watershed Protection Grant Program. This proposal would not impact funding during the current fiscal year. It would result in costs and revenues of $637,500, spread across the next three subsequent years. There will be no additional staff years required. Although the grant program does not require a match, applications are scored more favorably if the applicant can provide a match. The County and its project partners propose an in-kind match of $72,762 to the grant award.  Of this, $47,000 is for administration, operating, and travel expenses and $25,762 is for existing budgeted staff time.

Clean Water Act – 319(h) Program

Funding source for the Nutrient Reduction in Rainbow Creek is the Non Point Source Implementation Grant Program, Federal Clean Water Act Section 319. This proposal would not impact funding during the current fiscal year. It would result in costs and revenues of $381,054, spread across the next three subsequent years. There will be no additional staff years required. The funding program requires a 15% match of total project cost. There will be a match of $59,618 to the grant award. Of this, the County’s portion is $36,008 of in-kind, existing budgeted staff time. The Mission Resource Conservation District will match $23,610 for outreach materials and events.

If approved, this agreement will allow residents in the unincorporated area to properly dispose of household hazardous waste, electronic waste and other home-generated toxic products at the El Cajon facility.

A large parcel of land remains to be fully developed at Gillespie Field.  The site is referred to as the Weld Boulevard Site (Thomas Guide, page 1251-C-1). 	The County of San Diego and Sprint PCS Assets, LLC are currently negotiating a ten-year lease that will allow Sprint to install cellular communications equipment on an existing cell phone antenna located in San Dieguito County Park.  The antenna was installed previously under a lease agreement between the County and Verizon Wireless LLC, which was approved by the Director of the Department of General Services on July 26, 2002.  As stipulated in the Sprint PCS lease agreement, Sprint is required to pay the County the initial eight years of lease payments in one lump sum, totaling $86,400, at the initiation of the lease.  These funds are to be used to retrofit the existing irrigation system in San Dieguito Park with the infrastructure necessary to utilize recycled water for irrigation purposes.  In addition, under the terms of the agreement with Verizon Wireless, Verizon will contribute $5,000 toward the retrofit project.  The $5,000 contribution from Verizon Wireless has been received and deposited in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  

Upon receipt of the $86,400 from Sprint PCS, the Department of Parks and Recreation will proceed with the preparation of construction documents and related pre-construction activities for the recycled water retrofit project.  The construction documents will be used to advertise and award a construction contract at an estimated cost of $60,000, including 10% contingency.  Remaining project funds will be used for additional project costs, including construction inspection services, contract administration, and signage if funding allows.  

The requested action will establish appropriations in the amount of $91,400 ($86,400 from Sprint PCS, and $5,000 from Verizon Wireless) in the Capital Outlay Fund and authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to award a construction contract for the San Dieguito Park Recycled Water Retrofit Improvements project.

	The Department of Public Works and its consultant, PBS&J, have completed an in-depth examination of the current wastewater collection and disposal operations rate structure for Alpine, Lakeside, Spring Valley Sanitation Districts and Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District in relation to treatment costs, operation and maintenance costs, and planned capital improvements.  The objective is to ensure financial stability to enable continuation of the highest standards of wastewater collection and disposal operations, to avoid potential sewage spills, system outages and associated water quality and/or public health problems. 

The examination included review of annual sewer service fee, connection fee and annexation fees.  The last rate adjustments occurred in 1992 (Alpine), 1997 (Lakeside/Spring Valley) and 1999 (Winter Gardens).  The examination concluded that rate stabilization through the use of operational reserves had until recently postponed the need to adjust user fees, but that adjustments are now recommended to insure financial stability.  Without a rate adjustment, funding will be quickly depleted and inadequate to support needed capital improvement projects and on-going operations.

Recommended adjustments include increasing the annual sewer service fee by 7.5% in Lakeside and Alpine Districts and by 4% in the Spring Valley District beginning Fiscal Year 2004-05 through 2008-09; a one-time 15% reduction in the annual sewer service fee is recommended for the Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District; increasing the sewer connection fee for new customers in Alpine from $2000 to $2,300 per Equivalent Dwelling Unit while reducing this fee in Winter Gardens from $2,000 to $1,000 per Equivalent Dwelling Unit; and changing the annexation fee charged to out-of-district customers to an equivalent dwelling unit-based charge of $1,000 for Alpine, $500 for Lakeside, $1,000 for Spring Valley and $500 for Winter Gardens.

This is a request to schedule a Public Hearing for May 19, 2004, and to provide public notice to all Alpine, Lakeside and Spring Valley Sanitation District customers.

	The recommended fee adjustments would increase Fiscal Year 2004-05 Sewer Service fee revenue by approximately $65,000 (7.5%) in Alpine, $280,000 (7.5%) in Lakeside and $379,000 (4%) in Spring Valley Sanitation Districts and decrease this revenue by $141,600 (15%) in Winter Gardens Sewer Maintenance District.
