	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The In-Home Supportive Services (IHSS) program provides assistance to needy seniors and persons with disabilities, so they can be given an alternative to costly out-of-home facilities.  Currently, the cost of IHSS is a staggering $274 million annually to taxpayers in San Diego County alone.  In addition, since the State and Federal governments fail to provide sufficient funding to cover this mandated program, the County pays $43 million of the total program costs out of its realignment funds.  The County’s share is diverting funds that otherwise would be available for children and other critical programs that serve seniors.   

With an annual caseload growth rate of 7%, IHSS has become the fastest growing social service program in the County.  Time is of the essence for the County to take a serious look at how IHSS can be changed to keep costs at a manageable level, all while maintaining the original intent of the program.  Without immediate action, this program will become a bigger financial burden to the County of San Diego and the State.  

Today’s action will direct the Chief Administrative Officer to develop a proposal for reform of the IHSS program. >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro Since July 1999, in accordance with the requirements of California Health and Safety Code Section 115880, the Department of Environmental Health (DEH) has conducted weekly monitoring of water quality at local beaches from April through October in order to measure the bacteria levels.  The State Department of Health Services has reimbursed the County for the costs of operating the program.  

Unfortunately, due to the Governor’s line item veto of funding for the statewide beach monitoring program on September 23, 2008, DEH was forced to cease operations.  The County is only mandated to provide these services to implement the Beach Safety Act (AB411) when the State has the funds to pay for the program. However, the public has come to rely on the data as a preventive measure to protect public health.

On November 4, 2008, Supervisor Greg Cox approached the State Water Resources Control Board with a request for funding to enable us to continue beach water testing.  As a result, the State Water Board appropriated up to $1.9 million from Proposition 13 funds voters approved to improve water quality and designated it for local monitoring programs.

Unfortunately, the State notified the County in January 2009 that it was freezing the Proposition 13 bond funds as well as other funding from bonds because of the State’s continuous fiscal crisis.   Consequently, the start of the aggressive summer monitoring program is currently in jeopardy.  
Today’s action directs the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) to implement the beach water monitoring program at a reduced level appropriate to protect public health, until such time that State funding arrives.  Once funding arrives from the State Water Resources Control Board, the CAO would assess the relative merits of restoring the program to its original form or keeping the reengineered version in place.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The total funding for operating the summer water testing program that runs from     April 1 – October 31 was $302,000 in years past. As an interim solution, the State Water Resources Control Board committed up to $1.9 million from Proposition 13 funds to maintain the statewide program for up to two years.  DEH is expected to receive its $302,000 portion to operate the program locally. DEH can immediately implement a beach water monitoring program for $150,000 per fiscal year to protect the public health until the bond act money is unfrozen by the State. As general policy, the County does not backfill programmatic funding eliminated by the State.  This action is not a departure from that policy and does not reflect a backfill.  The State Water Resources Control Board has appropriated the bond act money that is simply frozen and front end County funding ameliorates the deferral.>>

	<The recent economic collapse of the housing market and mortgage defaults has created an unprecedented number of foreclosed homes.  Many neighborhoods are seeing homes left vacant by former owners who abandon their homes in foreclosure.  These properties may be left in disrepair and with dangerous conditions creating a negative environment promoting a harmful and hazardous situation for the surrounding neighborhood.  

A Notice of Default is the first step of a foreclosure.  This may lead to a Trustee’s Deed, which is recorded following a foreclosure sale conducted by the trustee (lender) under a deed of trust after a default occurs.  In the current economic climate the lender often becomes the owner of the property.  When recorded by the Assessor/Recorder/County Clerk, the Trustee’s Deed is an opportunity to collect current information for a responsible party.  While the property is vacant pending sale by the lender, it may deteriorate to harmful, dangerous and unsafe levels.  When those conditions exist, there is a need for neighbors, realtors, code compliance, fire and law enforcement to contact a responsible party to remedy the situation in a timely manner.  

Under California law, the recording of this information is not required.  By establishing an appropriate county ordinance, those properties in the unincorporated area would be required, under penalty of law, to include a page with the current contact information when a Trustee’s Deed is recorded.  The current county fee, for this additional recorded page, is $1.00.  Other cities in the region could use this ordinance as a model to expand this beneficial resource to their jurisdictions.  Proposing a change in California law would encompass all such transactions throughout the state and ensure the recording of this vital information.  However, this corrective measure is dependent on state legislative action that may take an extended period of time.

These recommendations provide for a process to obtain contact information of a responsible party when a Trustee’s Deed is recorded in the unincorporated area of the county, and can be used as a model ordinance by other cities.  >>
