	< MacroButton NoMacro The Summit Drive Drainage Improvements Project, located in unincorporated San Diego County near Escondido (Thomas Guide Page 1130, D-5) will replace an existing drainage culvert across Summit Drive with a larger culvert, increasing capacity to accommodate 100-year flood event and improving the downstream channel to control erosion.  The project will reduce flooding risks to nearby residents and property owners. 

On June 17, 2009 (9), the Board of Supervisors adopted a Mitigated Negative Declaration and authorized the Director, Department of General Services, to commence negotiations and acquire rights of way needed to construct the project.  Required rights of way have been acquired and the project is ready for construction.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to construct the Summit Drive Drainage Improvements Project.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction which is scheduled to begin in Summer 2010 and be completed early 2011.
