	< MacroButton NoMacro On January 8, 2010, notices and ballots for a proposed increase in benefit assessments were mailed to property owners in County Service Area 26A, located in the El Cajon area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1272, A-5, B-4, B-5, C-3, C-4, C-5, D-3, D-4). The proposed assessment increase for County Service Area 26A would provide sufficient monies to fund continued landscape and open space maintenance.  County Service Area 26A no longer has sufficient revenue to support these maintenance activities at current levels. Annual funding is running at a deficit and reserves have been exhausted.  An assessment increase would prevent reduced maintenance service levels.

The property owners for County Service Area 26A were noticed by mail as part of the ballot proceedings.  This action requires two steps.  On March 3, 2010, public comments will be received about the proposed action.  Upon close of the hearing on March 3, 2010, the ballots will be tabulated and certified.  Staff will return to the Board on              March 24, 2010, requesting the Board to accept and confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings for County Service Area 26A.

If the voters in the district approve the increase and the Board acts as recommended, annual maximum benefit assessment revenue would increase from $126,555 to $216,482 and would provide $89,927 for infrastructures and vegetation replacement reserves.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County has identified a 39.44-acre property known as the Mendocino Property in the unincorporated area south of San Marcos which is available to add to the County’s Escondido Creek Preserve.  The Mendocino Property is located north and south of Elfin Forest Road (Thomas Guide: Page 1148, H-2).  The fair market value of the Mendocino Property is $2,300,000, as determined by an independent appraiser.  

The County is partnering with the San Diego Association of Governments through its TransNet Environmental Mitigation Program to purchase the land.  This action requires two steps.  On February 24, 2010, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for        March 24, 2010 and provide public notice of the hearing to consider approving the purchase of the Mendocino property.  If the Board takes the action recommended for       February 24, 2010, then on March 24, 2010, after making necessary environmental findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of the Mendocino Property, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 264-042-87, from Michael F. Garrison and Sjirk W. Zijlstra and related agreements with the San Diego Association of Governments.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.  Approval of this request will also authorize a deposit to an interest-bearing trust fund for initial one-time stewardship costs.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds in the amount of $1,220,860 are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP) Acquisition.  If approved, this request will result in additional costs and revenue of $1,184,860 based on revenue from the SANDAG TransNet Environmental Mitigation Program (EMP) ($1,150,000) and the AUD Miscellaneous Trust Fund ($34,860), bringing total project costs to $2,405,720.  The funds will be used as follows:  $2,300,000 for the County’s property acquisition cost, plus $6,000 for title and escrow fees, $69,720 for initial stewardship and $30,000 for staff costs and administrative expenses to complete the transaction.  

Total annual ongoing cost for land stewardship, monitoring and adaptive management of the entire 39.44 acres is $5,920.  One-half of the ongoing cost for management, monitoring and adaptive management of 19.72 acres of land ($2,960) will be funded through an interest-bearing endowment in the amount of $98,700 to be established at the close of escrow and administered by SANDAG.  The County will fund the balance of the annual on-going management, monitoring and adaptive management costs ($2,960) in perpetuity.  There will also be an annual cost of $2,248 for Fixed Charge Assessments on the property, including fire protection, water standby and vector control charges.  DPR will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan budget process for these ongoing costs.  Although continued acquisition of preserve land could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of this proposed purchase.  There will be no change in current year net General Fund costs.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The Merriam Mountains project is a master planned community on 2,327 acres of land consisting of approximately 2,630 residences, a maximum of 110,000 square feet of neighborhood commercial uses, a fire station, passive and active recreational facilities, and a 1,192 acre biological preserve.  Physical improvements to Deer Springs Road, Twin Oaks Valley Road, I-15 north and south bound ramps at Deer Springs Road, and various other intersection improvements would be completed throughout the community as a part of project implementation.  

Applications to be considered include a General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan, Zone Reclassification, Vesting Tentative Map, and Site Plan.  Other actions requested by the applicant include an amendment to the San Diego County Resource Protection Ordinance and the adoption of a Statement of Reasons to extinguish access to mineral resources of statewide significance.  

The project site is located northwest of the I-15/Deer Springs Road interchange and within the North County Metropolitan Subregional and Bonsall Community Planning areas.  Thomas Guide Pages 1089/A1-7, 1089/B4-6, 1089/C5-7, 1088/F3-4, 1088/G2-3, 1088/H2-4, and 1088/J1-5.

This project was previously heard by the Board of Supervisors on December 9, 2009 (3). On that date, no action on the project was taken since all motions failed by lack of a majority vote.  On January 13, 2010 (12), the Board voted to reconsider the project on March 24, 2010.

	<The County is committed to protect citizens in the San Diego region from public health threats, including mosquito-borne diseases like West Nile Virus, encephalitis, malaria and dengue fever.  Controlling the mosquitoes that transmit disease has become more challenging.  Overgrown vegetation and accumulated sediment in streams, wetlands, and stormwater controls result in stagnant water that promotes mosquito breeding.  
Your Board directed the Department of Environmental Health to develop a Plan to address chronic mosquito-breeding sites. Extensive stakeholder outreach, careful consideration of alternatives, and a thorough California Environmental Quality Act process have shaped the development of the Implementation Plan for the Vector Habitat Remediation Program.  Today’s request is to authorize implementation of the Vector Habitat Remediation Program funded by the Vector Control Benefit Assessment that the Board reviews annually, and certify the associated Program Environmental Impact Report.  
This Program will offer competitive and direct grants to the private and public sector for specific projects to restore and/or modify established wetlands, flood control facilities, effluent treatment ponds, and stormwater treatment facilities.  Priority will be given to projects best suited to reduce threats to public health.

On August 5, 2009 (21), the Board approved a current year spending plan amendment for the Runway 6/24 Rehabilitation Project based on additional funds from the Federal Aviation Administration. In the course of this project, it will become necessary to have five runway closures, each lasting approximately one week.
