	IDENTITY THEFT RISK ASSESSMENT PLAN (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego Methamphetamine Strike Force is reporting a spike in meth fueled identity crimes in the region.  In 2005, local prosecutors witnessed a 30 percent jump in identity theft cases involving the intense stimulant.  That meth addiction lies at the root of a majority of identity theft cases is no surprise to drug treatment professionals and law enforcement officials.  The powerful drug is highly-addictive and over stimulates the central nervous system.  It is not uncommon for meth addicts stay awake for days at a time, hacking into computers, stealing mail, counterfeiting checks, forging documents and acquiring goods to sell for quick cash to feed their habit, according to local investigators who specialize in identity crimes.  
Numerous County departments collect and retain information about employees and the public, including names, addresses, Social Security numbers and credit card numbers.  In the wrong hands, this information can be used for fraudulent purposes.  Recent security breeches at local public agencies demonstrate that government is not immune to the threat of identity theft.  The need exists for the County to proactively identify and eliminate any department vulnerabilities to identity theft.  Today’s action will develop an identity theft risk assessment plan for all County departments that, once implemented, will identify areas of potential weakness.  Ultimately, the plan will enable the County to remedy all vulnerabilities to ensure that the public has the highest level of protection possible against identity theft.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego’s Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) uses the services of volunteers in the community for many programs where feasible and appropriate. These volunteers enhance the work of paid staff and their contributions are a valued asset to the County and the community. Because they are often called upon to work with vulnerable populations like children, volunteers are currently required to complete a California Department of Justice (DOJ) criminal record and child abuse history clearance.

To effectively maximize protection of vulnerable populations and sensitive County information, HHSA needs to ensure that volunteers have no federal criminal history.  Before HHSA can obtain federal criminal history for its volunteer staff, California law [Penal Code Sections 11105(b)(10) and 13300(b)(10)] requires the Board of Supervisors to authorize Child Welfare Services division to receive this information.  Today’s action requests adoption of an updated resolution authorizing a request for federal criminal history information from the DOJ for volunteers. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Health and Human Services Agency Fiscal Year 2005-2006 budget and the CAO Proposed Fiscal Year 2006-2007 and 2007-08 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in an estimated Fiscal Year 2005-2006 costs and revenue of $7,680 and Fiscal Year 2006-2007 and Fiscal Year 2007-2008 costs and revenue of $7,680 for each year.  The funding source for CWS is State of California Child Welfare Services funds and Social Services Realignment. There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years required.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego County Library (SDCL) system provides computers, printers, and copiers for the public’s use.  Library-based Internet resources and printing/copying are expected to increase significantly in both the near- and long-term, placing more demands on SDCL resources and staff.  

This increase in service will place greater demands on the library’s outdated cash registers that branches utilize to receive and disburse cash for fines and fees collected.  The cash registers currently in use, however, are difficult to maintain and repair because of the age of the machines.  The requested actions would replace the current cash registers with a computer-based cashiering system that will improve services to the public and increase operational efficiencies by using state-of-the-art integrated cashiering technologies.  

The requested actions will also enable the San Diego County Library to install new computer technology on copiers and printers that will improve services to the public and enable the Library staff to collect the usage fees in a more efficient manner.  A printing/copying rate adjustment is also requested to cover the materials costs associated with the installation of color printers and copiers.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for these proposals is included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 and 2006-07 Operational Plan. If approved, the library projects a Fiscal Year 2005-06 cost of $423,334 and increased revenue of $22,950 and subsequent fiscal year impacts of $103,600 in costs and increased revenue of $137,700 for the print and copy control system.  

The funding source is general revenues of the County Library Fund.  There will be no increase in staff years.

The 136-unit affordable housing project, located in the community of Spring Valley, will provide housing for low-income households earning no more than 60% of the Area Median Income, which is currently $69,000 for a family of four.

	Funds for this project are budgeted in the multiyear projects budget of the Housing and Community Development Special Revenue Fund. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board has taken a leadership role in emphasizing immediate and long-term energy conservation and efficiency policies for County facilities, as well as the San Diego region.  This Board has recognized that energy efficiency, energy conservation, reduced usage during periods of high demand, and investments in renewable energy contribute to the stability of energy resources and costs in the region.  

In September 2004, the California Public Utilities Commission adopted the nation’s most aggressive goals for saving electricity and natural gas through programs that assist customers in using energy more efficiently.  Energy savings targets were set for California’s largest Investor-Owned Utilities, including San Diego Gas & Electric, that will more than double the current level of energy efficiency.  To meet these goals, the California Public Utilities Commission strongly encouraged third parties, and especially governments, to form partnerships with the Investor-Owned Utilities to compete for current energy-efficiency funding.   In September 2005, the California Public Utilities Commission approved a County of San Diego and San Diego Gas & Electric Energy Initiative Partnership Concept Paper that targets energy-efficiency improvements in County-owned facilities and public housing units through a savings and education program with an authorized budget of $989,000.  The authorized budget provides for the reimbursement of County staff time spent implementing this savings and education program.  At the same time, the California Public Utilities Commission approved the Tax Exempt Customer Incentive Program Concept Paper that is designed to assist local governments in the implementation of energy-efficiency projects with an authorized budget of $22,125,319. The County will aggressively pursue its maximum share of these funds during the California Public Utilities Commission’s three-year funding cycle. These two programs will facilitate the County’s continued efforts in immediate and long-term energy conservation and efficiency.

Today’s actions request the Board to receive the 2006 status report on energy-efficiency efforts in County facilities, receive the 2006-08 County of San Diego and San Diego Gas & Electric Energy Initiative Partnership Concept Paper, receive the Tax Exempt Customer Incentive Program Concept Paper, and authorize County of San Diego participation in both programs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	County staff time working on the partnership with San Diego Gas & Electric will be reimbursed up to $989,000 over three years from the California Public Utilities Commission public goods charge funds.  Rebates for participating in the Tax Exempt Customer Incentive Program will be credited against the cost of the energy projects when received.  No additional staff years are required.

	On March 28, 2006 (1), the Board continued this item to April 4, 2006.

On November 12, 1958, the Board of Supervisors took action to transfer ownership of the property at 1273 Clarendon Street in El Cajon to the Bostonia Local Fire District.  The Bostonia Local Fire District is now a part of the East County Fire Protection District.  Although the District has owned the property for almost 50 years, the deed contains a restriction which transfers ownership of the property back to the County in the event it would cease to be used as a fire station.  

The Fire District has requested to have this restriction removed, granting the District full title to the property.  The property size is only .16 of an acre and given the size, age and condition of the current station, the District will need to replace this facility at some point in the near future.  Due to the fact that the East County Fire Protection District receives a significantly low share of property tax revenue, the District lacks the financial means to build a new station without having full ownership of the property. 

If this action is approved, the County would remove the deed restriction so that the Fire District would be able to fully utilize this property when the District plans to build a new station to better serve the Bostonia area.

8. Allocate $20,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to The Children’s Initiative for costs associated with the Science Link Project and purchase computer servers, computers, software and software licenses.
9. Allocate $3,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to the Normal Heights Cultural Council to purchase a large banner and 36 street banners in conjunction with the Normal Heights Centennial celebration.
