	On March 23, 2004 (6), the Board of Supervisors continued the item to April 6, 2004.

On September 24, 1986 (4-8), the Board of Supervisors established the Fire Mitigation Fee Review Committee.  This Committee is charged with annually evaluating the Fire Mitigation Fee Program and ensuring agency compliance with the Fire Mitigation Fee Ordinance.  The Review Committee has completed its annual review on fee use during Fiscal Year 2002-2003, and presents its findings and recommendations to the Board of Supervisors.

	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The impact to the construction industry is minimal.  For example, the additional cost for a 2,000 square foot single-family house would be $20.00.

	There is no fiscal impact at this time; funds are budgeted at the project level upon award.  No additional annual costs or additional staff years will be required as a result of this action.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This action will provide job opportunities throughout San Diego County.  JOC contractors provide jobs for small sub-contractors who may not have the insurance or bonding capabilities to bid directly for County of San Diego projects.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find pursuant to Sections 15301, 15302, and 15303 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines that the recommended action to authorize Job Order Contracting (JOC) will execute approved CIP projects involving only the repair, maintenance and replacement of existing facilities, and the construction and conversion of small structures and is, therefore, categorically exempt from CEQA.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego owns a 26,966 square-foot parcel in the 9000 block of Los Coches Road, in the community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide page 1132-C6), that was acquired in 1932 as a site to mine sand and gravel and is now considered to be excess to County needs.  The Department of General Services is requesting that this property be declared surplus and be offered for sale to the highest bidder.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, and if an all-cash sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $80,000 in current revenue to the Department of Public Works Road Fund and no annual revenue.  Alternatively, if a terms sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $16,000 in current-year revenue,  $5,760 in annual interest-payment revenue for a period of up to five years, and the pay-off of the principal balance of approximately $64,000 at the end of five years or less. There are no additional staff years associated with this request.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	A small amount of construction activity may result from the sale of this property.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Declare County Parcel 2004-0027-A surplus to County needs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 3, 1998, an election was held in the Chula Vista Elementary School District, San Diego County, California (the “District”), whereby more than two-thirds of the voters casting ballots in the district approved the issuance of $95 million in general obligation bonds.  Proceeds from the sale of the bonds will be used to finance the repair and rehabilitation of schools and the construction and acquisition of new classrooms and school facilities.

At this time, the governing board of the District requests the County Board to issue the sixth series of such bonds in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $14,000,000, designated as “Chula Vista Elementary School District General Obligation Bonds, 1998 Election, Series E (the ”Bonds”).  The District previously issued general obligation bonds Series A in the amount of $25,000,000 in March 1999, Series B in the amount of $10,000,000 in March 2000, Series C in the amount of $7,500,000 in March 2001, Series D in the amount of $10,500,000 in April 2002 and $12,000,000 in July 2003. After the issuance of the Bonds, the District will have $16,000,000 in authorized but unissued general obligation bonds.

	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County.

A recent full cost recovery study indicates that the billable rates are less than the full costs associated attorney resources.  If approved, the proposed resolution would increase County Counsel rates to $190 per attorney hour / $90 per paralegal hour in FY 2004-2005 and $195 per attorney hour / $94 per paralegal hour in FY 2005-2006 The proposed rate increases are pursuant to Board of Supervisors Policy B-29, Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	California hospitals supported the higher earthquake standards enacted by SB 1953 (Statutes of 1994) if the mandate was financed.  Careful and rational implementation of those provisions will significantly increase the margin of safety in earthquakes.  However, it is necessary to extend the timeline for compliance with SB 1953. Without any extensions to the timeline the continued operation of many of our local hospitals will be uncertain due to the enormous cost of complying with the law within the timeframe.  The absence of extensions will impact the safety net and restrict providers’ collective ability to provide health care.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County of San Diego takes very seriously its commitment to ensuring that the County Retirement Fund (Fund) is appropriately funded.  The County has both short and long term plans for dealing with the changing conditions which affect the Fund, such as market losses, negotiated benefit increases, and changes in the dynamics which affect the experience of the Fund.  The County has historically paid the full annual contribution as determined by the Retirement Board of the San Diego County Employees’ Retirement Association (SDCERA) based upon the opinion of SDCERA’s actuary.  The County has also periodically taken advantage of low interest rates, through the issuance of pension obligation bonds, to infuse the fund with substantial cash to lower the Unfunded Actuarial Accrued Liability (UAAL).

In 1993, the Board of Supervisors approved the issuance of $430 million in Taxable Pension Obligation Bonds, 1994 Series A.  Successful investment management of those funds by SDCERA and a rising stock market allowed the Fund to remain fully funded for several years.  In 2001, the County negotiated an increase in the retirement benefits to employees.  The benefit adjustments were part of a settlement of litigation that was of substantial risk and were a part of an overall contract agreement with employee representatives that ensured the County would remain competitive as against other local governments in the region.  

Per the County’s plan to manage the increased cost of benefits, the County issued $737 million of Taxable Pension Obligation Bonds in October 2002. A portion of the proceeds was used to pay down substantially the 1994 bonds and the remainder was applied against the UAAL.  To date, SDCERA’s prudent management in the past year has generated earnings of approximately $125,000,000 on those 2002 bond proceeds.

SDCERA’s annual actuarial valuation report is due this week.  This takes into account a variety of factors including changes in actuarial assumptions adopted by SDCERA in March 2004, as well as the impact of $1.4 billion in market losses during the three years ending June 2003.  It does not take into account the very sizable gains in the fund that have occurred since that date.  It is our expectation that this latest valuation will result in a substantial increase in the UAAL.  As a result, it is prudent to once again examine the issuance of POBs.

Your Board’s prudent strategy for managing the UAAL incorporates the reliance upon market earnings and, if necessary, the periodic issuance of Pension Obligation Bonds during times when a favorable interest rate market exists, such as it exists today.  Therefore, the issuance of additional Taxable Pension Obligation Bonds (POBs) is recommended in order to take advantage of current interest rate savings.  To accomplish this, a finance team comprised of an underwriter and financial advisor is needed to assist us in structuring the finance.

There is no cost to the County to retain the finance team at this time. The Chief Financial Officer will report back with the proposed finance team, financing structure, and bond documents for your approval.  If your Board decides to proceed with the issuance of the POBs, the team would then be paid from the bond proceeds.  

SDCERA retains an actuary to provide professional actuarial services as part of the Fund’s operations.  Although the County continues to have a strong working relationship with SDCERA and its actuary, it is recommended that the County retain its own independent consultant that specializes in actuarial services for services as may be required by the County.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There are no additional funds or County staff required for the underwriting, financial advisor, and the actuarial consulting services requested.  The fees for the underwriting and financial advisor services will be contingent upon the sale of the bonds.  The independent consulting services will require an estimated annual cost of $50,000, and is included in the Finance and General Government Group current operating budget.

In accordance with Board Policy A-81, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Chief Financial Officer to issue a Request for Proposal for a financial advisor to provide related services regarding the proposed issuance of Pension Obligation Bonds, negotiate with qualified offerors, and upon completion of successful negotiations and subject to approval by the Debt Advisory Committee, award a contract to perform the needed financial advisor services.

3. In accordance with Board Policy A-81, Competitive Procurement, authorize the Chief Financial Officer to issue a Request for Proposal for an independent consultant that specializes in actuarial services, negotiate with qualified offerors, and upon completion of successful negotiations and subject to approval by the appointed source selection committee and the Chief Financial Officer, award a contract to perform the needed services.

4. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to defease the remaining 1994 Taxable Pension Obligation Bonds, Series A, as part of the financing solution for the anticipated issuance of Taxable Pension Obligation Bonds, if necessary.

	OVERVIEW

	
	On March 11, 2003 the Board of Supervisors took action to request our local State Delegation to introduce and support County sponsored legislation to change State law so that California’s Megan’s Law database contains the same information as the Alaska sex offender registry, and make that information available to the public over the Internet.  Alaska’s sex offender registry is much more extensive than the State’s current database, including an offender’s name, address, photograph, physical description, driver’s license number, place of employment and other critical information.

In response to the State Legislature’s failure to approve such important legislation, signatures are currently being gathered to place an initiative on the November 2004 ballot that would expand Megan’s Law information, which would place critical information about offenders on the Internet.  While an initiative may be the most effective course of action, AB 488 is currently being considered by the State Legislature and it would do many of the same things as the initiative, however it does not go far enough.  Unfortunately, the current language in AB 488 gives dangerous sexual predators the ability to keep some of their information from being provided to the public on the Internet.
