	<On March 16, 2011 (3), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further consideration and adoption on April 6, 2011.
On February 24, 2010 (4), the Board of Directors of the Spring Valley Sanitation District, with the consent of the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors on behalf of four sewer maintenance districts and the Board of Directors for four other sanitation districts, approved application to the San Diego Local Agency Formation Commission (LAFCO) to initiate proceedings for the reorganization of County sanitation services. That item included a detailed discussion of all the future actions and outcomes that would be necessary in order to accomplish the reorganization. LAFCO approved the reorganization application on September 13, 2010.  The proposed reorganization combines five sanitation districts and four sewer maintenance districts into a single sanitation district to be named the San Diego County Sanitation District. Because that single district does not yet exist in name, the first step is to annex all districts into Spring Valley Sanitation District, then to rename that district San Diego County Sanitation District. All of these actions will be effective July 1, 2011.  

Reorganization of the County sanitation and sewer maintenance districts will provide the ability to set a single uniform rate and provide a standard level of service across all district service areas, increase financial stability and rate stabilization, provide a uniform governance structure and increased flexibility for planning, funding, and implementing capital improvements, and enhance timely infrastructure maintenance, repair and replacement capabilities. It will also maximize use of regional Metro Wastewater System capacity rights, potentially saving rate payers significant future costs.  

Accomplishing reorganization prior to the single district’s effective date on July 1, 2011 requires additional actions as set forth by your Board in February 2010.  These actions include: dissolving the Winter Gardens, Harmony Grove, and East Otay Mesa Sewer Maintenance Districts;  adopting an ordinance that will provide the new reorganized sanitation district with a single consolidated ordinance for sewer service charges and other fees;  taking action to rename the Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District and amending its ordinances to reflect the transfer of its sewer service functions to the San Diego County Sanitation District, and directing staff to take action to, among other things, transfer funds, convey property interests, and assign contractual rights in furtherance of the reorganization. The proposed actions are consistent with all previous Board and LAFCO approvals and authorizations.>>

	<Recommended adoption of ordinance to amend and restate sewer charges would result in Fiscal Year 2011-12 sewer service fee revenue approximately equal to that of the prior fiscal year, and the County’s Wastewater Management in the Department of Public Works proposed Fiscal Year 2011-12 Operational Plan will reflect it.  Customer rates are discussed in the Background of this item.
Recommendations related to ordinance changes, dissolution of sewer maintenance districts, and authorizations involving real property are for the purpose of implementing the LAFCO-approved reorganization of sanitation services and would have no fiscal impact.  The reorganization results in no changes to levels of service, no associated annual cost and no additional staff years. In future years, it is anticipated that these actions will increase overall fiscal stability and therefore stabilize customer rates as well, through efficiencies and economies of scale.>>

	<Every three years the State of California repeals California Code of Regulations, Title 24, also referred to as the California Building Standards Code, in its entirety and adopts and publishes an updated California Building Standards Code.
The purpose of the California Building Standards Code is to protect public health and safety through ensuring safe and sustainable building design and construction.  The codes address fundamental building safety issues such as electrical safety, avoidance of trip hazards, seismic requirements, fire prevention, emergency exiting, and ensuring safe drinking water.  The codes are primarily intended to protect lives; in the event of a natural disaster they will increase the likelihood that a building will not collapse and give building occupants enough time to escape.

New to this publication of the state code is the inclusion of the California Residential Code and California Green Building Code.  The California Residential Code is a new code that combines all code provisions related to dwellings, townhouses, and their accessory structures into a single code book.  The first California Green Building Code went into effect in August 2009 and the 2010 version became effective January 1, 2011.  

The proposed ordinance contains additions, modifications and deletions to the California Building Standards Code that County staff has determined are necessary because of San Diego County's climatic, geological and topographical conditions.  The proposed ordinance continues the local amendments found in the County Building Code for the use of fire resistant construction materials and techniques, as approved by your Board in June 2004 and January 2008, in response to the 2003 and 2007 Wildfires.>>

	<The Valley Center Parks and Recreation District manages several public parks in the unincorporated community of Valley Center.  The County and the Valley Center Parks and Recreation District have a Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement for funding improvements at Robert Adams Community Park (2010 Thomas Guide page 1070, G-7). Recently, the Valley Center Parks and Recreation District requested Park Lands Dedication Ordinance funds to make park and recreational facility improvements under construction at the park comply with ADA accessibility requirements and to reimburse the Valley Center Parks and Recreation District for certain design and construction costs already incurred.  The Department of Parks and Recreation concurs with the proposal and determined that the funding request is reasonable and appropriate for the use of Park Lands Dedication Ordinance funds.

The requested action will authorize the Director of Parks and Recreation to execute an amendment to the existing Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement with the Valley Center Parks and Recreation District and appropriate $265,000 of Valley Center Park Lands Dedication Ordinance funds for costs related to design and construction to make park and recreation facility improvements at Robert Adams Community Park ADA accessible and to reimburse Valley Center Parks and Recreation District for design and construction costs for certain improvements to recreational facilities.>>

	<On January 16, 2002 (10), the Board of Supervisors approved a Cooperative Agreement with the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) to mitigate impacts to County park lands resulting from construction of State Route 125.  Construction of the new highway segment required acquisition of land and improvements to the County’s Sweetwater Valley Regional Park, including the Sweetwater Valley Little League Sports Complex ball fields.  As part of the mitigation for the taking of these park lands, Caltrans will transfer 21.21 acres of land, located northeasterly of San Miguel Road and Conduit Road in the Community of Bonita to the County (2009 Thomas Guide page 1291, A7).  As required under the Cooperative Agreement, Caltrans has completed construction of new ball fields and accessory facilities on 15.1 acres of the property and on 5.9 acres of an adjacent County-owned property.  The Sweetwater Valley Little League will operate and maintain the newly completed ball fields and facilities under a new lease agreement with the County.

Today’s requested action will authorize the County to accept a Director’s Deed from Caltrans which transfers ownership of 21.21 acres, and the new ball fields and related facilities to the County for inclusion in the Sweetwater Regional Park.  The request will also authorize execution of a new Lease Agreement with Sweetwater Valley Little League for maintenance and operation of the new and existing ball fields for $1 per year for an initial term of three years with two successive three-year extension options at the same terms and conditions.  Execution of the lease will allow the County to avoid more than $200,000 in annual operations and maintenance costs.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds for this request are not included in the Department of Parks and Recreation (DPR) Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in revenue of $1.00 per year for the term of the lease and any extensions.  Pursuant to the terms of the new Lease Agreement, the County will also receive 10% of all gross receipts from all Sweetwater Valley Little League concession sales.  This revenue will be deposited into an interest bearing trust fund with the County to fund the replacement of the artificial turf at the end of its life expectancy.  Deposits are placed in an interest bearing trust fund where principal and interest earned is credited to the Sweetwater Valley Little League Trust Fund operating account, and DPR can draw against the operating account to fund the replacement of the artificial turf at the Little League Complex ball fields.  The Sweetwater Valley Little League will maintain and operate the 21-acre ball field complex (Little League Complex) located within the Sweetwater Regional Park resulting in a cost avoidance for the County of more than $200,000.  The County will maintain the remaining 6.11 acres.  Total annual ongoing costs to maintain the 6.11 acres is estimated at $611 per year.  One-time funding for title insurance and related escrow costs are estimated at $2,500 and will be provided by DPR. Although this action will result in land acquisition and maintenance of the land no additional staff years will be required.

Pursuant to Government Code Section 25536(a), approve and authorize the Director, Department of General Services, to execute a Lease Agreement with Sweetwater Valley Little League for $1 per year for annual operations and maintenance of the Sweetwater Valley Little League Complex, exercise options to extend the lease, if appropriate, and execute future amendments or documents necessary to administer the lease. 	<Today’s request is to adopt a resolution to summarily vacate portions of Black Canyon Road that have been realigned in accordance with Streets and Highways Code section 8320, et seq.  The roadway was realigned and substantially constructed to satisfy conditions of approval for County of San Diego Tract No. 4844-1, recorded on            April 18, 2002, as Map 14371. Black Canyon Ranch LLC was the original developer of Black Canyon Ranch and requested the County of San Diego vacate portions of the road that have been superseded by construction of new roadway.  Subsequently, Kire Investors LLC has agreed to complete improvements for the subdivision and wants to proceed with the road vacation. The new road alignment was substantially constructed by the original developer along the Select Arterial 290 as approved by the Department of Public Works.  The area proposed for vacation consists of two residual segments of road easement that loop outside the new roadway.  These segments are adjacent to Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 244-120-41 and 46, 244-140-14, and 279-131-28, 34, and 41.  

The relocated roadway has been used by the public as part of the County’s Circulation Element Road network.  However, acceptance into the County maintained road system requires all improvements for the subdivision to be completed before Record Plan approval.   Approval and acceptance of Black Canyon Road into the maintained road system is expected this Fall.  This vacation will relinquish the public interest in excess road segments that are no longer needed as public roadway and allow adjacent property owners greater use of their property.  (2008 Thomas Guide page 409, H-11).

No public service facilities will be affected by the vacation because the resolution includes a reservation for public utilities located within the vacated area.  The resolution for the summary vacation of Black Canyon Road will be recorded after the approval of the Director of Department of Public Works.>>
