	AMENDMENT OF FEE WAIVER PROVISIONS FOR VICTIMS OF NATURAL DISASTERS, POD 04-04 (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 28, 2003 (3), the Board of Supervisors formally declared the area damaged by the Cedar, Paradise, Otay/Dulzura and the Roblar II Fires of October 2003 eligible for building permit fee waivers.  This authority was established on March 6, 2002 (18) when the Board of Supervisors amended the San Diego County Administrative Code to waive permit fees for the rebuilding of structures damaged by natural disasters.  

As victims of the Cedar, Paradise, Otay/Dulzura and the Roblar II Fires of October 2003 have begun the rebuilding and permitting process, the Department of Planning and Land Use has determined that the proposed amendments are necessary to implement the intent of the fee waiver.  These amendments include applying the fee waiver to all damaged structures, limiting the fee waiver to the owner at the time of the disaster, and excluding owners who have rebuilt without permits and are cited with a Codes violation from the fee waiver. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Although the actual fee waiver does have fiscal impacts, the proposed amendment may reduce the impact by applying the fee waiver only to actual victims. 

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER:
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act as specified under section 15061(b)(3) of the State CEQA Guidelines for the reasons detailed in the Notice of Exemption Form dated March 12, 2004 on file with the Department of Planning and Land Use as case number POD 04-04 (Attachment B).

	PREPARATION OF THE NORTH COUNTY MULTIPLE SPECIES CONSERVATION PROGRAM SUBAREA PLAN ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENTATION (DISTRICT: 2,3,5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On July 17, 1996 (6), the Board of Supervisors directed the Department of Planning and Land Use to embark on the development of the North County Subarea of the Multiple Species Conservation Program.  This plan will cover the area north and east of Camp Pendleton to the Riverside County Line and East to the Cleveland National Forest boundary (approximately 357,132 acres).  The major goal of the North County Subarea Plan is to assemble a viable habitat preserve system which will allow the County to obtain coverage under the Federal and State Endangered Species Acts for approximately 60 species of plants and animals that are listed as rare and endangered, or are otherwise considered sensitive, while streamlining the permit process for development proposals that may impact such species. 

This is a request to approve the Chief Administrative Officer recommendation to approve the Draft North County Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan Map for the purpose of environmental analysis.  If approved, a consultant will be selected to prepare an Environmental Impact Report and Environmental Impact Statement to analyze the impacts of the Plan.  Multiple Species Conservation Program staff are currently drafting plan text that will also be considered as part of the environmental review process. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the proposed FY 04-05 and FY 05-06 Operational Plan.  The funding source is a grant in the amount of $200,000 from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.  This request will result in the addition of no staff years.  

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The intent of open space plans is not only to provide a means to assemble a regional open space preserve system, but also to provide a means for a more predictable and streamlined development review process. The proposal will not have a direct impact on the business community.  However, creating a regional open space plan for the northern part of San Diego County should assist in processing land development projects that are found to be in conformance with such a plan, by eliminating the need for separate Federal and State Endangered Species Permits.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find in accordance with Section 15060(c)(3) of the State California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, that the acceptance of the draft map is exempt because it is not a project as defined in Guideline Section 15378 and does not commit the County to a definite course of action.  Environmental review of the proposed map will be undertaken before presenting the project for approval by the Board of Supervisors.

2. Approve the Draft North County Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan Map for the purpose of having the Department of Planning and Land Use hire a consultant for the preparation of an Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Impact Statement analyzing the impacts of the proposed map and text.  

3. In accordance with Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement, approve and authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting to issue a Request for Proposals, and upon selection and negotiation of fair and reasonable rates, award a contract in an amount not to exceed $200,000, for consultant services related to the North County Multiple Species Conservation Program Subarea Plan, and amend the contract as required for changes in funding or services.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate a portion of an open space easement on golf course Lot 93 of Map 11910, which is the Rancho Santa Fe Farms Golf Club.  Approximately 9,063 square feet will be vacated for the use of the owner of residential Lot 73.  In return, the lot owner of residential Lot 73 will dedicate 8,988 square feet in the rear of residential Lot 73 as an open space easement for the use of the golf club.  The purpose of the vacation is to allow the owner of Lot 73 to add to that Lot, the portion of Lot 93 from which the open space easement is being vacated.  The Lot 73 owner and Rancho Santa Fe Golf Club have agreed upon the exchange of land.  Attachment G is a copy of a letter from the Golf Club agreeing to the vacation of the open space easement.  A Boundary Adjustment (B/C 03-0070) will be approved along with this project.  

The vacation of open space easements is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate portions of open space easements at the close of public hearing.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On October 9, 2002 (8), the Board of Supervisors approved an as-needed consultant  agreement with ONA, Inc. to provide landscape architectural design services on an as-needed basis for various Department of Parks and Recreation projects.  To date, ONA, Inc. has received four task orders for design work on four different projects and has received a fifth task order under the same agreement, to provide master planning services for the expansion of the campground facilities at Sweetwater Summit Park. The existing consultant agreement with ONA, Inc. is in an amount not to exceed $250,000 and is due to expire on June 30, 2005. 

This request is to authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to approve an amendment to the existing consultant agreement with ONA, Inc. by adding $197,958 of State Legislative Appropriations and to extend the expiration date of the agreement to June 30, 2007.  In addition, the proposed action includes a request to waive the advertising requirement of Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement.  

ONA, Inc. is currently developing a Master Plan that will include camping, day use and other site improvements to Sweetwater Summit Park.  Approval of the proposed action will allow for the issuance of an additional task order to ONA, Inc. which will allow for continuity of design of the construction drawings and related engineering and architectural work for the final construction of the project.  ONA, Inc. has agreed to the extension of time, and related work and fees for the additional task order work will be negotiated as needed. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request is to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to approve an amendment to an existing as-needed consultant agreement in the amount of $197,958.  Funding for the amendment is provided by State Legislative Appropriations which are budgeted in Capital Project 1000207 – Sweetwater Summit Park Improvements.  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $197,958, no annual cost, and will require the addition of no staff years.  Once constructed, maintenance and operation of the designed facilities will be managed utilizing existing budgeted resources in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	APPROVAL OF PEST DETECTION REVENUE CONTRACT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	As one of the major components of the Pest Prevention System established throughout California, Pest Detection is considered to be the second line of defense (behind Pest Exclusion) in preventing exotic pests from becoming established and spreading within the local environment. San Diego County’s $1.3 billion agricultural industry is particularly vulnerable to exotic pest invasion due to San Diego’s geographic proximity to the Mexican border (with its different ports of entry), temperate climate, rapid population growth, cultural diversity, and thriving agricultural commerce.

The Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures is requesting the Board of Supervisors to approve a revenue contract with the California Department of Food and Agriculture for pest detection trapping activities throughout the urban and suburban areas of San Diego County. This contract provides funding for the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures’ staff to place and service traps for the detection of exotic insect pests not known to occur in and considered hazardous to the agriculture and economy of California.  

Revenue funds of $1,740,730 from this FY 03-04 contract will allow the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures to continue to maintain diligent surveillance for the introduction of exotic pests throughout the urban and suburban areas of San Diego County.  In addition, approval of this proposal will allow the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures to invoice for and receive reimbursement for trapping activities already conducted during the current fiscal year.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funding source for this proposal is program-specific revenue from the State of California Department of Food and Agriculture.  This proposal is funded in the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures’ FY 03-04 Adopted Budget in the amount of $1,890,730. The projected $150,000 in revenue shortfall will be internally addressed through a strategic reduction in trap servicings and commensurate reduction in seasonal staff hours.

Proposed revenue funds of $1,740,730 from this FY 03-04 contract represents a 14.8% reduction in revenues from the FY 02-03 contract amount of $2,043,532.   However, $150,000 of those contract funds was one-time capital asset acquisition funds for vehicles and equipment and $152,802 was one-time funds targeted as specific surveillance response to nationwide pest concerns of the previous year.  Therefore, this reduction in revenue funds is not expected to adversely impact the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures’ ability to maintain diligent surveillance for the introduction of exotic pests throughout the urban areas of San Diego County and will not result in increased County costs.

Because of State fiscal uncertainties, a final contract proposal was not received from the California Department of Food and Agriculture until the second quarter of FY 03-04.  However, the Department of Agriculture, Weights and Measures had previously submitted a workplan proposal to that agency and received a letter of intent from that agency to reimburse the County for all work performed during FY 03-04 according to the terms of the workplan proposal.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Fruit flies and other exotic pests continue to be a threat to San Diego and California’s economy. The economic impacts of infestations and resulting quarantines not only affect local growers but also the agriculture-related job market and the economy which agriculture supports. A study by a U.C Berkeley economist found that if key foreign trade partners embargoed California produce because of a fruit fly infestation present anywhere in the state, the immediate costs would be a decrease in the Gross State Product of $1.4 billion and the elimination of 14,000 jobs. Related industries such as trucking, packing, food processing, retail, and shipping would also be affected. A long-term embargo would devastate California agriculture, and severely impact related industries. 

From the food supply to produce prices to backyard gardening to the job market and the economy, the impact of a fruit fly infestation and/or establishment has a rippling effect that can be felt throughout California. This is why so much effort is put into the early detection and rapid eradication of exotic pests before they become established. Studies have estimated an annual impact of $1.33 to $1.86 billion to California’s economy, due to trade embargoes, loss of jobs, increased pesticide use and direct crop loss if a species of fruit fly becomes established.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the proposed project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines pursuant to Section 15321 of the State CEQA Guidelines.
2. Approve and authorize the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to execute the revenue agreement with the California Department of Food and Agriculture in the amount of $1,740,730 for the period of July 1, 2003, to June 30, 2004, and any amendments, renewals, or extensions thereof that do not significantly increase County costs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Valley Center Road Improvement Project is part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program, and is funded with TransNet funds and contributions from the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians, the Pauma/Yuima Band of Mission Indians and the Pala Band of Mission Indians.  The project will widen a 5.65-mile segment of Valley Center Road between the City of Escondido and Cole Grade Road.  Construction on the first phase of the project, Valley Center Road South Phase I, which extends from 0.5 mile south of the Escondido City limit to one mile south of Banbury Drive, is currently underway.  The second phase of the project, Valley Center Road North, consists of widening the right-of-way and constructing improvements along a 3.65-mile segment of Valley Center Road, from the end of the first phase to Cole Grade Road (Thomas Guide 2004, page 1090).  The project will improve traffic circulation, safety and overall level of service in the area.  It also involves major drainage improvements including installation of storm drains and culverts.  Construction of the North phase of the project requires the purchase of right-of-way on 68 parcels and the acceptance of existing Irrevocable Offers to Dedicate on six parcels. 

The Board is requested to approve Real Property Contracts for the purchase of Parcel Number 2000-0084-A & B (Bell Family Trust) for $46,000; Parcel Number 2000-0085-A & B (Bell Family Trust) for $25,100; Parcel Number 2000-0130-A, B & C (Parsons Trust) for $118,300; Parcel Number 2000-0147-A (Poynter Trust) for $98,010; and Parcel Number 2000-0149 A & B (Bell Family Trust) for $38,400.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are budgeted in the Department of Public Works' Fiscal Year 2003-2004 Detailed Work Program.  The funding source is TransNet revenue.  If approved, this proposal will result in a current year cost of $325,810, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Fire Mitigation Fee Program provides financing for projects such as station construction and expansion and purchase of additional fire or emergency apparatus to allow fire departments to provide adequate protection to areas impacted by new growth and development.  On September 24, 2003 (2), the Board approved each County Service Area fire district’s five-year capital facilities and equipment plan.

At the time this letter was docketed, an Ordinance amending the Fire Mitigation Fees was scheduled to be heard on April 6, 2004.  The hearing for Ordinance adoption is scheduled for April 20.  The proposed fees will be effective July 1, 2004.  The basis of the fee schedule is the Construction Cost Index. In order to participate in the Fire Mitigation Fee Program, each fire district must demonstrate that it is unable to obtain sufficient funding through other sources to accommodate increased need for fire protection due to new development.  On an annual basis, staff presents Resolutions to the Board for adoption resolving that the districts are in need of this funding source.  This year, all six districts are requesting that 100 percent of any fees made available by development in their areas.  

This is a request to adopt new resolutions to set the ceilings at 100 percent and to implement the program as required by the Fire Mitigation Fee Ordinance.  Resolutions were last adopted April 2, 2003 (6).

	No expenditures will be made as a result of actions requested.  If approved, the six volunteer fire agencies will remain in the County’s Fire Mitigation Fee program.  Because the funding source is developer fees, actual revenue collected depends on development activity.  If approved, this request will require no additional staff years.

On April 9, the SANDAG Board of Directors is expected to accept the draft ordinance and approve its distribution for a 30-day public review period.  This action proposes that the Board of Supervisors support, in concept, the 40-year plan’s allocations and discuss additional unresolved issues in the latest draft of the TransNet ordinance and expenditure plan.
