	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is an appeal filed by the project applicant, Salem Communications, of the Planning Commission's February 28, 2003 denial of Major Use Permit P99-028.  The Planning Commission denied the Major Use Permit based on the Commission’s determination that the use is not compatible with surrounding land uses.

The project proposes the construction and operation of AM radio broadcast facilities on a 44.06-acre site.  The project consists of six 199-foot tall lattice towers, a ground radial system, an equipment building, and a graded access road.  The project proposes to replace the existing KCBQ broadcast facilities that are located on leased land within the City of Santee.  The proposed use is classified as a Major Impact Service and Utility in the County Zoning Ordinance and is permitted with the issuance of a Major Use Permit pursuant to Section 2705(b) of The Zoning Ordinance.  The applicant is also requesting an exemption from the maximum height limit requirements pursuant to Section 4620(g) of The Zoning Ordinance.

The property is located off of Muth Valley Road, west of Buena Vida Road and south of the San Vicente Reservoir within the Lakeside Community Planning Area.  The General Plan Land Use Designation is (17) Estate Residential and the zoning is A70 Limited Agricultural Use Regulations.

	This is a proposal by Starwood Development for a Specific Plan Amendment for Area II of the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan and concurrent Rezone and Major Use Permit Modifications to implement the Specific Plan Amendment changes.  The proposed changes are to:

· Delete the Resort/Hotel designation and eliminate the Conference Center/Hotel;

· Establish a Tennis Center designation and place it on a southerly portion of the previous Resort/Hotel site; 

· Relocate the Golf Course Clubhouse use from the southeast corner of the intersection of Del Dios Highway and Bing Crosby Boulevard to the northerly area of the previous Resort/Hotel site; 

· Re-designate the area of the previous Clubhouse site to allow certain Neighborhood Commercial uses and recreational uses, to develop within a five year period of time from the date that the Specific Plan Amendment is adopted, otherwise the area would be developed as Low-Medium Residential, with a maximum of three dwelling units;

· Change the designation of a ten-acre site in the southern portion of Area II from High Density Residential to Medium-High Density Residential;

· Change the designation of a portion of the Resort/Hotel site to High Density Residential; and 

· Reallocate dwelling units within residential locations without changing the established residential designations in Area II.

No additional dwelling units are proposed.

The site is in the Estate Development Area (EDA) Regional Category and the (21) Specific Plan Land Use Designation of the San Dieguito Community Plan.  The proposed changes are to Area II of the Santa Fe Valley Specific Plan, which was adopted by the Board of Supervisors on December 13, 1995.  Area II is located south of Del Dios Boulevard, generally east of the San Dieguito River and north of Artesian Road.

	The Department of Public Works is responsible for maintaining nearly 2,000 miles of roads in the County maintained system.  Slurry sealing is a preventative maintenance method used on asphalt roads with an adequate structural strength to withstand the weight of vehicular traffic.  Slurry sealing is cost effective because it protects the structural integrity of the roadway and extends the life of the underlying pavement.  Slurry sealing also delays more expensive asphalt overlays and repairs that are needed when roads have severe deterioration or poor structural integrity.  The Department of Public Works contracts slurry seals for County roads on an annual basis.

This is a request for approval of advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to apply slurry seal to approximately 35 centerline miles of County maintained roads.

For the San Diego Flood Control District, this is an opportunity to improve two off-site drainage facilities along Rancho Santa Fe Road located on District easements in the unincorporated area.  This will allow for replacement of two concrete ditches with underground pipes to alleviate flooding for adjacent property owners.

This is a request to approve an agreement between San Diego Flood Control District and City of San Marcos for the design and construction of storm drain improvements near Rancho Santa Fe Road.  The agreement provides reimbursement to City for District’s share of design and construction of off-site drainage facilities, estimated at $200,000.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The existing County Design and Procedure Manual for hydraulic engineering applications was prepared in the early 1960s and subsequently adopted by the County Flood Control District Board of Directors in 1970.  It was last revised in 1985.

The Department of Public Works has need for a consultant to provide engineering services to prepare a new Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual for the County.  The consultant will make recommendations for revisions to the current County Design and Procedure Manual and prepare a new Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual that conforms to current engineering practice.

The consultant RBF Consulting was selected in accordance with the provisions of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services, to prepare the new Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual.  Public agencies in California must use a Qualification Based Selection method to contract for consultant services. This is a request to establish appropriations from available fund balance in the amount of $130,000, and to approve an agreement with RBF Consulting for preparation of a Hydraulic Design and Procedure Manual for compensation not to exceed $130,000.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 23, 2001 (18), the Board of Supervisors adopted a resolution authorizing applications and agreements for federal and state funding for Borrego Valley Airport, Fallbrook Community Airport and Ramona Airport.   

Over the past two years, the County has applied for and received in excess of $5,000,000 in federal grants for construction of the Ramona Airport Improvement Project.  The project includes the construction of a new sewer line, 1000-foot runway extension and control tower.  As a condition of the Army Corps of Engineers Nationwide Section 404 permit, the Department of Public Works is required to mitigate in the immediate area of the Ramona Airport for the project’s impacts to jurisdictional areas by creating and preserving wetlands.  This mitigation requirement will be partially satisfied by the purchase of a 10.19-acre parcel from the Cagney Family Trust.  The property is considered premium mitigation land as it contains wetland areas highly desirable for both creation and preservation.

The Board is requested to set a hearing date for May 7, 2003 to consider the purchase of portions of Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 277-121-02 and 13 (Thomas Brothers 1171 J1) from the Cagney Trust for the appraised value of $149,300.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to apply for Land and Water Conservation Fund competitive grant funds in the amount of $625,000 for six park projects.  This request also includes authorization to accept grant awards, and to appropriate grant funds totaling $3,160,000 that have been previously awarded.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from these requests.  The grant funds will be used for a variety of Department programs and projects.  The grant programs and appropriation requests are detailed below.

Land and Water Conservation Fund (authorize applications)

This federal grant program provides competitive grants to federal agencies, the 50 states and six territories.  Funds allocated to the states may be used for statewide planning, and for acquiring and developing outdoor recreation areas and facilities.  In Fiscal Year 2003-2004, approximately $4,000,000 will be available to local agencies in southern California.  The Department of Parks and Recreation proposes to apply for competitive grants for trail projects at San Vicente Highlands (Ramona), Santa Margarita Creek (Fallbrook), and Sweetwater Loop Trails (South Bay); for Sweetwater Campground Expansion (South Bay); for a playground at Guajome Regional Park (Vista); and for play area, trail and nature observation improvements at Felicita Regional Park (Escondido).  These grants require an equal match in non-federal funds which will come from previously budgeted staff time and/or previously budgeted project funds or other available sources.  This proposed action will approve a resolution authorizing six applications for Land and Water Conservation Fund grant funds totaling $625,000.

Coastal Conservancy (apply for and accept awarded funds)
The California Coastal Conservancy voted on February 27, 2003 to authorize grant funding to the San Diego County Department of Parks and Recreation to carry out a habitat restoration and trail planning program in Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.  This proposed program carries out several of the activities in the Tijuana River Valley Regional Park Framework Management Plan.  This requested action is to adopt a resolution authorizing the Department of Parks and Recreation to apply for and accept $1,000,000 of Proposition 13 River Parkways grant funds and enter into a grant agreement with the State of California Coastal Conservancy for habitat restoration and trail planning in the Tijuana River Valley.  The California Coastal Conservancy considered $34,000 of previously budgeted staff time as the County of San Diego’s match for this grant.  In addition, the requested action will establish appropriations in the amount of $1,000,000 in Capital Project KN3441 to complete the project.

Nonpoint Source Pollution Control (accept awarded funds)
The Department of Parks and Recreation was successful in obtaining a $1,500,000 grant from the Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Program funded by the 2000 Water Bond Act (Proposition 13).  The program funds projects for acquisition and restoration of rivers, streams and watersheds.  This program requires a 20% match which will be provided by in-kind staff time and by The Nature Conservancy through a variety of public and private sources.  This proposed action will establish appropriations in the amount of $1,000,000 in Capital Project KA3442 for the Phase I acquisition of land at Santa Maria Creek and $500,000 in Capital Project KN3442 for the restoration of a portion of the Santa Maria Creek riparian corridor near the community of Ramona.  The requested action will also adopt a resolution authorizing the County to enter into a contract with the State of California for this grant and appointing the Director, Department of Parks and Recreation, as the agent of the County of San Diego to conduct all negotiations, execute, and submit all documents which may be necessary for the completion of this contract.
Riparian and Riverine Habitat (accept awarded funds)

The Department of Parks and Recreation was successful in obtaining a $400,000 grant from the Riparian and Riverine Habitat Grant Program funded by the 2000 Parks Bond Act (Proposition 12).  The program funds projects for acquisition and development of recreation areas, open space, parks and trails in close proximity to rivers and streams. This program does not require a match.  This proposed action will establish appropriations in the amount of $360,000 in Capital Project KA3443 for the Phase II acquisition of land at Santa Maria Creek, and will establish appropriations in the amount of $40,000 in Capital Project KN3443 for the restoration and trail development of a portion of the Santa Maria Creek riparian corridor near the community of Ramona.  

Habitat Conservation Fund (accept awarded funds)

The Department of Parks and Recreation was successful in obtaining a Habitat Conservation Fund grant for land acquisition in Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  This grant provides $2,000,000 annually to local governments in competitive grant funds under the California Wildlife Protection Act of 1990 for acquisition or development of the State's wildlife resources.  These grants require an equal match from non-State funds.  This proposed action will appropriate $100,000 into Capital Project KA1562 for acquisition of additional land in Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  The required match is provided by previously budgeted County General Funds available in the Capital Project.  

California Heritage Fund (accept awarded funds)

This program is funded by the 2000 Parks Bond Act (Proposition 12) and awarded approximately $4,500,000 statewide to local governments as a result of the August 2002 competitive grant application process.  The Department of Parks and Recreation was successful in obtaining a $150,000 grant from the California Heritage Fund grant program to begin the restoration of the Warner’s Ranch House and Barn.  The Department of Parks and Recreation acted as the applicant agency, partnering with the Vista Irrigation District to apply for the funding.  This grant requires an equal funding match which will be supplied by the Vista Irrigation District.  There is no cost to the County other than existing budgeted staff time.  This proposed action will establish appropriations in the amount of $150,000 in the Department’s Fiscal Year 2002-2003 budget.  

The Department of Parks and Recreation was also successful in obtaining another grant of $10,000 from this program for the creation of a traveling exhibit to display artifacts from Rancho Los Peñasquitos.  This grant also requires an equal funding match that will be provided by existing budgeted staff time and volunteer labor.  This proposed action will establish appropriations in the amount of $10,000 in the Department’s Fiscal Year 2002-2003 budget for the Rancho Los Peñasquitos Artifacts Exhibit.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Authorization of Grant Applications (unfunded)

This proposed action will authorize the submittal of applications for competitive grant funds totaling $625,000 from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) grant program.  The LWCF program requires an equal match in non-federal funding.  If grant funds are awarded, the match requirements will be met with existing budgeted staff time and/or previously budgeted project funds or other available sources.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from these actions.

Appropriation of Awarded Grant Funds (funded)

Capital Outlay Fund

The proposed action will establish appropriations in the amount of $3,000,000 in the Capital Outlay fund to fund various Capital Projects.  The funding sources are awarded Coastal Conservancy grant funds ($1,000,000), Nonpoint Source Pollution Control grant funds ($1,500,000), Riparian and Riverine Habitat grant funds ($400,000), and Habitat Conservation Fund grant funds ($100,000).  The Coastal Conservancy has no match requirement, but considered $34,000 in previously budgeted staff time as a supplement to the project.  The Nonpoint Source Pollution Control grant requires a 20% match which will be provided by existing budgeted in-kind staff time and The Nature Conservancy through a variety of public and private sources.  The Riparian and Riverine Habitat grant has no match requirement.  The Habitat Conservation Fund grant requires an equal match of non-State funds which will be provided by previously budgeted County General Funds available in the Capital Project.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from these actions.    

Department

In addition, this proposed action will establish appropriations of $160,000 in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The funding source is California Heritage Fund grant funds.  This grant program requires an equal match which will be provided by the Vista Irrigation District, as well as previously budgeted staff time and volunteer labor.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

	In the Fiscal Year 2001-2002 Capital Improvement Budget, the Board of Supervisors approved Proposition 12 Per Capita funds in the amount of $1,100,000 and County General Funds in the amount of $520,000 for the Tijuana River Valley Sportspark/Ballfields Construction project.  In Fiscal Year 2002-2003, the Board approved additional Proposition 12 Per Capita funds in the amount of $300,000 to supplement the project.  These funds augmented previously allocated State General Fund Appropriations in the amount of $68,950 and County General Funds in the amount of $80,000.  A total of $373,594 has been expended to date for the construction of four dirt ballfields and one grass ballfield in Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.

On March 11, 2003 (17), the Board approved the establishment of additional appropriations in the amount of $700,000 which are needed to award a contract for the project.  Funding for that action was provided by Fiscal Year 2001-2002 General Fund Fund Balance.  This request will authorize the advertisement for public bidding and award of a construction contract to complete the Tijuana River Valley Sportspark/Ballfields Construction project.  Funding in the amount of $1,695,356 is available and unencumbered in the Capital Project.  The additional $700,000 brings the total available unencumbered project funding to $2,395,356.  The construction contract is estimated at $2,300,000, including, 10% contingency.  Remaining project funds of approximately $95,356 will be used for related project costs, including construction inspection services and project contract administration costs.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding in the amount of $1,695,356 is available and unencumbered in Capital Project KN0873 for this proposed action.  The funding sources are County General Funds, Proposition 12 Per Capita grant funds, and State General Fund Appropriations.  Additional funding in the amount of $700,000 was approved by the Board on March 11, 2003 (17), bringing total available unencumbered funding in the project to $2,395,356.  The funding source for these added funds is Fiscal Year 2001-2002 General Fund Fund Balance. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The City of San Diego has been awarded two State of California grants for clean up of the Tijuana River Valley.  The City requested the County Department of Parks and Recreation to carry out specific directives of their State Waste Tire Removal and Farm and Ranch Clean Up public grants in and around the County of San Diego’s Tijuana River Valley Regional Park.  The City has proposed entering into an Agreement with the County to pay $120,000 for trash and tire removal in and around the park.  From this funding, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting would then execute an amendment to the County’s existing contract with the Richard J. Donovan State Correctional Facility to increase the contract by $37,176, to have an inmate work crew perform the tire and trash removal work.  There will be no cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.

This proposal will authorize the Clerk of the Board, upon receipt and with the approval of County Counsel, to execute a revenue agreement with the City of San Diego, providing the County $120,000 to remove trash and tires from the Tijuana River Valley.  In addition to funding an increase in the Richard J. Donovan Correctional Facility contract, the funds from the City of San Diego grants will also pay for a certified waste hauler to remove and recycle the thousands of tires expected to be recovered, equipment rental and Department of Parks and Recreation staff time.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this proposal are not budgeted.  If approved, funds will be provided by the City of San Diego under a revenue agreement to be executed with the City in the amount of $120,000, being proposed for approval in this request.  The City funding will pay for 1) services under an amendment to an agreement with the State to provide inmate labor and prison staff oversight of Donovan Prison inmates to conduct tire and trash removal; and 2) waste haulers, equipment and Department of Parks and Recreation staff time.  There will be no additional cost to the General Fund resulting from this action.
