	OVERVIEW:

	
	The San Diego World Trade Center (SDWTC) has invited the San Diego County Board of Supervisors to designate a representative of the County to join representatives of the SDWTC and the Mexico Business Center of the San Diego Regional Chamber of Commerce on a trade mission from San Diego and Tijuana to China from April 20-29, 2005.  The focus of the mission is to promote foreign investment into the San Diego region and develop trade and commerce opportunities, strategic alliances and partnerships with one of the world’s fastest growing markets. The San Diego World Trade Center is providing $4,563 to the County of San Diego to cover all expenses related to transportation, lodging and meals for the County representative.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Burnham Institute a California nonprofit public benefit corporation (the “Institute”), via an application process, has requested that the ABAG Finance Authority for Non-Profit Corporations (“ABAG”), a joint powers authority, issue debt obligations for the benefit of the Institute in an amount not to exceed $7,000,000 (the “Obligation”).  The County of San Diego is a member of this Authority, which assists nonprofit corporations through the issuance of tax-exempt debt.  The only role of the County of San Diego in this project is to approve the financing solely for purposes of satisfying the public approval requirement of Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code (the “Code”) of 1986.  Similar approvals have been given to other conduits, to be financed by ABAG.

The proceeds will be used for the purpose of financing the acquisition, installation and equipping of certain health care and research equipment and the construction, renovation and remodeling of facilities to be owned and operated by the Institute and located within the County of San Diego.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this proposal will result in a one-time $1,500 application fee. This money will be deposited into the County’s Investor Relation Program as approved by the Board of Supervisors in the County’s Long-Term Obligations Management Policy (B-65).  No additional staff years will be required.

	CHULA VISTA ELEMENTARY SCHOOL DISTRICT GENERAL OLBIGATION BONDS, SERIES G  (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On November 3, 1998, an election was held in the Chula Vista Elementary School District, San Diego County, California (the “District”), whereby more than two-thirds of the voters casting ballots in the district approved the issuance of $95 million in general obligation bonds.  Proceeds from the sale of the bonds will be used to finance the repair and rehabilitation of schools and the construction and acquisition of new classrooms and school facilities.

At this time, the governing board of the District requests the County Board to issue the seventh and last series of such bonds in an aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $16,000,000, designated as “Chula Vista Elementary School District General Obligation Bonds, 1998 Election, Series G (the ”Bonds”).  The District previously issued general obligation bonds Series A in the amount of $25,000,000 in March 1999, Series B in the amount of $10,000,000 in March 2000, Series C in the amount of $7,500,000 in March 2001, Series D in the amount of $10,500,000 in April 2002, Series E in the amount of $12,000,000 in July 2003 and Series F in the amount of 14,000,000 in April 2004. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These bonds are general obligations of the District to be paid from ad valorem property taxes and do not constitute an obligation of the County.

	EMPLOYER RETIREMENT SYSTEM CONTRIBUTION RATES FOR FISCAL YEAR 2005-06 (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	California Government Code Section 31454 requires your Board to adjust the rates of San Diego County employer retirement contributions in accordance with the recommendations of the Board of Retirement of the San Diego County Employees Retirement Association (“SDCERA”).  At its regular meeting on December 2, 2004, the Board of Retirement approved employer retirement contribution rates recommended by its actuary for Fiscal Year 2005-06 beginning with the first payroll in July 2005.  The SDCERA Board’s recommended rates for Fiscal Year 2005-06 are lower than the Fiscal Year 2004-05 rates at the aggregate level by 4.61%.  The Chief Administrative Officer, however, recommends that the actual employer contribution rates be maintained at the higher Fiscal Year 2004-05 levels in order to accelerate the pay down of the unfunded actuarial accrued liability (UAAL) of the retirement fund.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The rates recommended by the SDCERA Board would result in budgeted County employer contributions of approximately $208 million in Fiscal Year 2005-06.  The higher contribution rates recommended by the Chief Administrative Officer would result in additional budgeted County contributions of approximately $41 million.  The CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2005-06 and 2006-07 is being developed based on these higher rates.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 14, 2004 (13) the Board accepted anticipated grant funds from the State for continued planning of Healthy San Diego Plus, one of three strategies to improve acute and long-term care for elderly and disabled county residents.  As part of grant implementation activities, the Board authorized the competitive procurement of data analysis consultant services.

Subsequently, as a condition of the grant award, the State required the County to achieve cost efficiencies by contracting with Mercer Government Human Resources Consulting for those services, because Mercer would be providing the same type of services to the State’s other grantee, Contra Costa Health Plan.  The State approved a budget of $125,000 for the necessary services.

To avoid delays in implementing the time-limited State grant, which ends in June 2005, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting negotiated and executed a $100,000 contract with Mercer pursuant to provisions of Board Policy A-87, Competitive Procurement.  Board action is requested to authorize Purchasing and Contracting to amend the contract, so that the scope of services and contract amount can be adjusted commensurate with grant requirements.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2004-05 Operational Plan.  If approved, this request will result in $125,000 current year cost and revenue.  The funding source is the State Department of Health Services.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 13, 2004 (6), the Board of Supervisors approved the FY 2003-04 California Healthcare for Indigents Program (CHIP) Expenditure Plan and authorized the submission of the FY 2004-05 application for the California Healthcare for Indigents Program funding. This program provides funding for health services to indigent patients by partially reimbursing hospitals and physicians for the uncompensated cost of health and emergency medical services received by these patients. The application for the California Healthcare for Indigents Program also meets a State mandate related to the Child Health and Disability Prevention Treatment Reimbursement Program. 

Board action is being requested to submit the FY 2004-05 California Healthcare for Indigents Program Expenditure Plan, including the required standard agreements, and the FY 2005-06 application for the California Healthcare for Indigents Program to the State Department of Health Services. Board action is also being requested to adjust CHIP appropriations to reflect the state allocation and to appropriate county CHIP trust fund interest.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Partial funding for this request in the amount of $1,875,033 is included in the FY 2004‑05 Operational Plan for the Health and Human Services Agency.  If approved, this request will result in a current and subsequent year increase in cost and revenue of $63,838 in State allocation and $34,483 in county CHIP interest for a total of $94,655. The revised total California Healthcare for Indigents Program budgeted amount for FY 2004‑05 is $1,969,688. The funding source is the California Healthcare for Indigents Program. There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Draft San Diego County Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan is presently out for public review.   The basic function of an Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan is to promote compatibility between airports and the land uses that surround each of them to the extent that these areas are not already devoted to incompatible uses.  Airport land use commissions are responsible for preparing compatibility plans for airports in a county with at least one public airport, and to review land use plans and development proposals, as well as certain airport development plans, for consistency with the Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan.  In San Diego County, the airport land use commission responsibility rests with the Board of the San Diego County Regional Airport Authority.

The draft Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan focuses on a defined area around each airport, termed the Airport Influence Area.  Airport Influence Areas are established by considering a number of factors including: airport size, operations, and configuration, and the resultant noise and safety impacts to surrounding land uses.  Within the Airport Influence Area, the Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan limits certain types of land uses and residential densities, as well as establishes mitigation such as height restrictions, noise level reduction requirements, and aviation easement dedication.  Since the Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan has the potential to influence proposed land use patterns, including densities which could lead to inconsistencies with the County General Plan, the administration and operation of County owned airports, and other County facilities, it is essential that the County of San Diego review and comment on the Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan.

This letter requests that the Board of Supervisors review staff’s draft comments on the draft Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan and authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to submit the comments (with any changes desired by the Board of Supervisors) to San Diego County Regional Airport Authority.
