	SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT REQUEST FOR SOLE SOURCE PROCUREMENT OF A MOBILE SURVEILLANCE TOWER (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	In order to increase public and officer safety at large events it is advantageous to have a “bird’s eye” view of the crowd allowing the law enforcement-observer to monitor the crowd for criminal activity and to direct responding deputies on the ground.  The normal method for accomplishing this is to position the observer on a nearby building.  Unfortunately this is not always possible, and when buildings are available they may not provide the necessary line of sight.  

The Sheriff’s Department has identified a mobile observation platform that will allow aerial surveillance anywhere including off-road locations.  The acquisition of a Sky Watch Frontier-NIJ Level IIIA (Sky Watch) tower as an efficient mobile ground surveillance security platform will serve as a means for crime deterrence and detection during festivities and other critical events, and serves as a key force multiplier increasing the Sheriff’s Department effectiveness.

This is a request for the sole source procurement of a patented Sky Watch tower from ICx New Heights Corporation.  The funds for this request are included in the Office of 
Emergency Services’ Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  The funding source is the Law Enforcement Terrorism Prevention Program (LETPP), FY05 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP).

	The funds for this request are included in the Office of Emergency Services’ Fiscal Year 2006-08 Operational Plan.  The funding source is the FY2005 Law Enforcement Terrorism Prevention Program (LETPP), FY2005 Homeland Security Grant Program (HSGP).  If approved, this request will result in estimated current year costs of $224,856 and will require no additional staff years.

	DISTRICT ATTORNEY - VICTIM / WITNESS ASSISTANCE PAROLE ADVOCACY PROGRAM GRANT (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The District Attorney Victim Assistance Program (VAP) funded by a grant from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services, has provided a comprehensive assistance program for victims and witnesses for the past 27 years. A variety of services are provided through VAP, however it does not provide protection and support to victims and witnesses during the parole revocation hearing process. The District Attorney's Office is seeking to expand their support to victims through the Parole Advocacy Program which will support victims/witnesses participating in a parole revocation hearing. 

This is a request to ratify the submission of the Parole Advocacy Program Grant Application by the District Attorney, and approve the acceptance of $189,276 in grant funds from the Governor’s Office of Emergency Services, for the grant period November 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will require two additional staff years.  Fiscal Year 2006-07 direct costs and revenue are anticipated to be $41,673 as the program will not be completely staffed prior to the end of the fiscal year.  Fiscal Year 2007-2008 direct costs and revenue are anticipated to be $189,276. The Governor’s Office of Emergency Services funds the Parole Advocacy Program (PA Program).  If funding for the PA Program is discontinued, the positions will be deleted.  There is no required local match for this program.

	On December 14, 1999 (4), the Board of Supervisors authorized the Welfare Case Data System (WCDS) Consortium to enter into an agreement for the CalWORKs Information Network (CalWIN) project, a new State-mandated technology to automate case management processes and provide improved services to clients.  
On November 17, 2006, a sole source procurement was entered into with Knowledge Stream, Inc.  This procurement, in the amount of $100,000 provided for an estimated 1,333 hours of CalWIN training.  This contract expired February 23, 2007. However, there is still a need for additional CalWIN staff training.  Board action is requested today to authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate a sole source contract with Knowledge Stream, Inc. in the amount of $500,000 to provide approximately 6,500 hours of additional CalWIN training services through 
June 30, 2007.

	Funds for this request are included in the FY 2006-07 Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in current year costs and revenue of $500,000. The funding source is Social Services Administrative revenue. There will be no change in net General Fund Cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Community Services Block Grant was established to fund a national program that is administered locally for the purpose of assisting persons to become self-sufficient.   The County of San Diego is the region's designated Community Action Agency, and is eligible to receive an annual allocation of federal Community Services Block Grant revenue, subject to submission of a Community Action Plan.  Funds are based on census count of persons whose incomes fall below the federal poverty level. 

Community Action Agencies qualify for annual funding distributions by submitting a two-year Community Action Plan. The Board of Supervisors approved the 2006/2007 Community Action Plan on August 2, 2005 (18).  Board action is requested today to approve the 2008/2009 Community Action Plan effective January 1, 2008 through December 31, 2009.  The 2008/2009 plan provides the framework for the Community Action Partnership of San Diego for the next two years by providing long-term self-sufficiency assistance to low-income families and individuals.  In addition, authorization is requested for County staff to pursue future funding opportunities in line with Community Action Partnership’s (CAP) initiatives.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds will be included in the Fiscal Year 2007-09 Proposed Operational Plan. If approved, this request will result in costs and revenues of $3,180,165 in Fiscal Year 07-08 and subsequent years. The funding source is Community Services Block Grant.   There will be no change in net General Fund cost, and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency participates in Medi-Cal Administrative Activities (MAA) and Targeted Case Management (TCM), federal Medicaid revenue recovery efforts. These efforts ensure accurate reimbursement for various Medi-Cal related activities that are performed by County programs and community-based providers.  

The Board last approved the Targeted Case Management Provider Participation Agreement with the State of California on June 19, 2001 (3). The State of California Department of Health Services administers the disbursement of these federal funds and the agreement allows for County and community participation in Targeted Case Management activities. Today’s action requests Board authority to execute the TCM Provider Participation Agreement with the State Department of Health Services for the period of July 1, 2007 through June 30, 2012.  This item is consistent with previous Board direction to expand MAA/TCM revenue recovery as recommended by Supervisors Cox and Roberts on August 13, 2002 (25).

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The Proposed Operational Plan for FY 2007-09 includes $7,033,568 costs and revenues based on federal Medi-Cal Administrative Activities/Targeted Case Management revenue administered through the State of California, Department of Health Services.  Approval of this action will result in no increased cost to the County General Fund and no increase to budgeted positions.  Funds for this program are not impacted by the proposed State budget as they are pass-through federal revenues.  Medi-Cal Administrative Activities/Targeted Case Management revenues are also budgeted in other jurisdictions and community based organizations within San Diego County.

	Studies have found a correlation between animal abuse, family violence, and other forms of community violence.  Perpetrators of domestic violence often abuse animals to control, intimidate, harass or silence their human victims.  Consequently, victims of domestic violence may delay going to a shelter or pursue other safety measures out of concern for the pet they leave behind.

On February 20, 2007, Senator Sheila Kuehl introduced Senate Bill 353.  This bill enhances protections for victims of domestic violence by expressly authorizing criminal and family courts to include protecting animals in domestic violence restraining orders.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 28, 2006 (1), the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to assist the San Diego County Deputy Sheriff’s Foundation (SCCDSF) and Memorial Design Committee to establish a Memorandum of Understanding for the maintenance and operation of a San Diego County Regional Law Enforcement Memorial to be installed on a portion of the southwest lawn of the County Administration Center.  The Memorial honors San Diego County regional law enforcement officers killed in the line of duty. The Memorial is being created by local law enforcement organizations, headed by the Deputy Sheriffs’ Association.  The Board set forth minimum design criteria and an approval process designed to ensure historical consistency with the County Administration Center. 

Today’s action will accept the recommended alternate placement of the Memorial on the County Administrative Building’s southwest lawn, accept the SDCDSF and San Diego County Law Enforcement Memorial Foundation (SDCLEMF) design committee’s proposed design criteria, and approve a Memorandum of Understanding that outlines construction, maintenance, repairs, and fiscal responsibilities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Board actions on September 20, 2005 (30) and December 6, 2005 (16) allocated $100,000 of Community Projects Funds to the San Diego County Deputy Sheriff’s Foundation for costs of planning, design, and construction of the San Diego County Regional Law Enforcement Memorial. The Department of General Services staff costs for project management and design review are approximately $12,000, to be funded from current-year appropriations for CAC Major Maintenance.  Annual routine maintenance costs are expected to be less than $3,000 and will be funded by the general fund.  In the event that costs exceed $3,000 annually, they will be paid for by the SDCDSF.  The proposal will require no additional staff years.
