This is a request to vacate an 18.31-acre existing open space easement dedicated to satisfy a condition of the approved Forest Park Partnership Tentative Parcel Map (TPM) 20043 within the Jamul-Dulzura Community Planning area.  Mitigation for TPM 20043 included the dedication of 18.03 acres of off-site property for the preservation of Granitic chamise chaparral to reduce biological impacts to less than significant. This is a request to approve submittal of applications and acceptance of grants (if offered) in the amount of $17,009,951 from the FAA and $93,962 from the State (2.5 percent of the FAA grant), totaling $17,103,913.  Remaining costs will be funded by the Airport Enterprise Fund and Gillespie Redevelopment Agency bond-financed repayments to the Airport Enterprise Fund.  This is also a request to amend the current year Airport Enterprise Fund Spending Plan by $1,424,500 above the $2,426,663 already budgeted.
Board approval is also requested to authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, or his designee to act as agent of the County to apply for and/or amend funding requests, and to accept grant funding, for Federal Aviation Administration and State Division of Aeronautics grants for projects and related work as approved by the Board in the Airport Enterprise Fund Fiscal Year 2006-07 spending plan.  During the year, the FAA occasionally contacts the County with funding offers on County-approved projects with very strict timelines for claiming the funds.  Requested authorization will enable County Airports to capture grant funding as it becomes available.

Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.

This is a request to set a hearing for May 23, 2007, to form a new district, Bonita Road Phase 3 in the community of Bonita (Thomas Guide page 1310, H-3).  Establishing an Underground Utility District is a two-step process.  This first step is adopting a resolution of intention to set a date for a public hearing.  The second step is to consider adopting an ordinance forming the district at close of the public hearing. 

Additionally, this is a request to allow San Diego Gas and Electric (SDG&E) funds allocated for County undergrounding projects to be used to underground an adjacent 1,200-foot segment of 69kV transmission lines within the City of Chula Vista.  This segment is in the Chula Vista Municipal Golf Course between two planned County Underground Utility Districts (this Bonita Phase 3 District and a future planned Sweetwater Road District), and will enable removal of large poles in the unincorporated county at both ends of the segment.

	The existing Campo Water and Sewer Service Area encompasses two service zones, Campo Hills and the Rancho Del Campo Community (Thomas Guide page 1298, B-6, 7).  On September 22, 2004 (3), the Board adopted water and sewer rates for Campo Hills customers.  As part of that action, the Board also directed that alternative means for governance of the Campo Water and Sewer Service Area be explored. 
The Department of Public Works commissioned a consultant to evaluate alternatives for governing the Campo Water and Sewer Service Area.  While various governance structures were considered, on December 14, 2005 (7), the Board directed formation of a Water and Sewer Maintenance District for this Campo area, with a goal of having the District operational by July 1, 2007. 

This is a request to initiate proceedings to establish the Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District, and to schedule a public hearing for May 23, 2007.  The boundary of the proposed District will be the same as the boundary of the existing Service Area, and there will be no changes to the level of service or rates.  This action will only result in changes to the governance structure of the existing service area.  The governance structure will allow for appropriate segregation of costs and revenues associated with the existing Campo water and sewer service area administered by the County. 

At the May 23, 2007, hearing, in addition to considering district formation, the Board will be requested to make minor amendments to Board Policy I-135, Allocation of Excess Capacity in the Campo Water and Sewer Service Areas, to reflect the name of the new Water and Sewer Maintenance District.

	The funds for water and sewer services are budgeted in the Campo Water and Sewer Service Area Fiscal Year 2006-07 budget. The surrounding park area includes a tennis court, picnic facilities, playground equipment, and parking lot.  The community center is 22 years old and needs major improvements to the interior of the building to modernize its appearance and provide an improved environment for users.  

The requested action will authorize advertisement to bid and award a construction contract estimated at $240,000, including contingency, for improvements to update and increase the size of the restrooms, and provide parking and access improvements to the building.  Included in this action is the appropriation of additional Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds for a lighting improvements project that will replace deteriorating and non-functioning interior light fixtures with updated code compliant and energy efficient models.

	Funds for this request in the amount of $292,225 are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan. An additional $25,000 in Fallbrook PLDO funds are being requested in this action, which will result in a total project cost and revenue of $317,225. Phase I improvements were completed in 2003 and included a ballfield, two basketball half courts, picnic pavilion, tot lot and junior playground, concrete walks, parking lot, and site furnishings.  

If approved, this request would authorize completion of the second phase of the original park design.  Phase II improvements will add picnic tables, interactive water play area, additional play structures and concrete walkways, exercise stations, and a restroom building with water and sewer connections.  Included in this request is the appropriation of additional funding needed to complete the project.  Construction documents are prepared and the project is ready for construction.

The requested action will authorize the Director of the Department of Purchasing and Contracting to bid and award a construction contract estimated at $1,426,000, including contingency, for construction of the proposed phase II project.  Funding for this request is provided by existing budgeted Proposition 40 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds in the Capital Outlay Fund, in addition to Park Land Dedication Ordinance and District 2 Community Projects funds being requested in this action.

	Funds for this request in the amount of $1.2 million are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-2007 Operational Plan.  The funding source is Proposition 40 Roberti-Z’berg-Harris grant funds.  Additional funds of $414,360 are being requested, consisting of Valle de Oro Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) funds ($190,000) and District 2 Community Projects funds ($224,360) for a total project budget of $1,614,360. Remaining project funds of approximately $188,000 will be used for related project costs, including concrete and soils testing to ensure compliance with the project’s plans and specifications, and project administration costs.

	In 1993, the federal government listed the California Gnatcatcher as threatened and required project proponents to obtain a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539), or Section 7 Permit before any Coastal sage scrub could be cleared.  Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and options for compensation.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors authorize and approve a request by the City of Escondido for the Wier Project (Thomas Guide Page 1150, D4) to use 1.37 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in accordance with Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of $41,100 ($30,000 per acre), to the County of San Diego for acquisition of lands located in the same Supervisorial District as the impact in accordance with Board Policy I-122 Paragraph 3.b and related activities.

	Funds for this request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan. The funding source is unanticipated revenue from the City of Escondido.  If approved, this request will result in current year revenue of $41,100 to be used for acquisitions in Supervisorial District 3, bringing the total project budget to $341,550. The proposed action will require the addition of no staff years and will have no direct fiscal impact on the County General Fund.  A sum of $5,000 was deposited with the County on March 29, 2007 to offset the County staff costs associated with this request.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 21, 2007 (2), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinance for further Board consideration and adoption on April 18, 2007.

On September 24, 1986 (4), the Board of Supervisors adopted the Fire Mitigation Fee Ordinance.  The purpose of the ordinance was to create a program that collected and allocated funds to fire agencies in the unincorporated area of the County of San Diego for the purpose of providing for capital facilities and equipment to maintain fire services in existing service areas.  Because fire agencies lack legal authority to impose mitigation fees directly, the County collects a fee from applicants when building permits are issued and then distributes the funds to the fire agencies quarterly.  The fire districts then use the funds to purchase new and/or replace existing equipment that will assure that service is maintained in existing service areas.  The fire districts cannot use the funds to offset shortages in their existing program budgets.
The Board of Supervisors established the Fire Mitigation Fee Review Committee to provide oversight of the program.  As part of this oversight, the committee is responsible for reviewing the fire agencies’ annual expense reports to ensure improvements were necessary to serve new development and to make recommendations to the Board of Supervisors on increases or decreases in the mitigation fee amount.   The review committee has completed its review of the expense reports for Fiscal Year 2005-06 and evaluated the mitigation fee amount for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and is presenting its findings and recommendations to the Chief Administrative Officer for Board of Supervisors’ consideration.

	On March 21, 2007 (7), the Board of Supervisors introduced Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption on April 18, 2007.
