	SUPPORT FOR THE CSAC ALTERNATIVE STATE BUDGET PROPOSAL (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Governor’s Proposed 2004-2005 Budget includes a disproportionate and permanent $1.3 billion property tax shift away from local government, over and above the existing property tax shift that was put in place by the State in 1992, known as ERAF.


In FY 2003-2004 San Diego County will pay more than  $237 million in local property taxes to fill the State’s budget holes through ERAF, reducing funding available for local services.  San Diego County stands to lose an additional $55 million or more in property taxes if the Governor’s plan is enacted.  

We firmly believe that the Governor’s $1.3 billion property tax shift away from local government would be devastating to the County of San Diego and all 58 California counties that provide the most critical services that our residents depend on, including public safety, public health, environmental protection, public assistance, parks and libraries.  

Unfortunately, the enormity of the State’s budget deficit means that local governments will be forced to endure cuts by the State.  Therefore, our share should be proportional, temporary and not include cost shifts for programs and services that are mandated by the State.  Under the CSAC Alternative Budget Proposal, the County would absorb a more modest hit than proposed in the Governor’s Budget and be allowed to determine the local revenue source affected.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this proposal.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR COX AND SUPERVISOR HORN:
1. Adopt a resolution in support of the CSAC Alternative Budget Proposal.

2. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) to draft a letter for the Chairwoman’s signature to the Governor and each member of the San Diego legislative delegation in Sacramento urging their support for the CSAC Alternative Budget Proposal.

3. Direct the CAO and the County’s representative in Sacramento to advocate for the passage of the CSAC Alternative Budget Proposal or other similar legislation that protects revenue for California counties.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County’s improved fiscal condition has enabled it to reinvest taxpayer money back into our communities for the benefit of the public.  This recommended action proposes that several projects of great benefit to San Diego County be funded using Community Projects Funds.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The total combined cost of the proposed recommendation is $115,920.  Appropriations are available in the Community Projects Budget unit (0264).  This action will result in the addition of no staff years and no future costs.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	SUPERVISOR ROBERTS:
1. Find that the allocations to the College Area Economic Development Corporation, the Phoenix House and the Union Pacific Asian Communities and the contributions to Community Projects are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines sections 15301, 15303 and 15304.

2. Allocate $10,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to Bayside Community Centers for shelving and furniture.

3. Allocate $15,920 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the College Area Economic Development Corporation for two monument signs.

4. Allocate $15,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to People for Trees to fund tree-planting projects in the Fourth District.

5. Allocate $25,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to Phoenix House for the construction of a dormitory.

6. Allocate $25,000 from Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the St. Stephen’s Retirement Center for program needs.

7. Allocate $25,000 from Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to contribute to the Union Pacific Asian Communities for upgrades to the existing building structure to meet current building and seismic codes.

8. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute grant agreements with the organizations listed above establishing the terms for receipt of the funds described above.

9. Find that all the grant awards described above have a public purpose.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 16, 2004 (5), the board adopted Resolution 04-22 entitled: RESOLUTION OF INTENTION TO SELL REAL BRPOERTY AND NOTICE INVITING BIDS (DEFERRED PAYMENT TERMS), and set the Hearing to conduct the bid opening and approve the sale of County Parcel 2004-0020-A to the highest bidder.

The County of San Diego owns a 0.87-acre parcel at the northwest corner of Mast Boulevard and Riverford Road, in the community of Lakeside (Thomas Guide, page 1231-H-3). The property was acquired in 1996 for the improvement and widening of Mast Boulevard. It is now considered to be excess to County needs. The Department of General Services is requesting that this property be declared surplus and offered for sale to the highest bidder.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, and if an all-cash sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $350,000 in current revenue to the Department of Public Works Road Fund, no annual revenue, and the addition of no staff years. Alternatively, if a terms sale is consummated, this request will result in approximately $70,000 in current-year revenue and $25,200 in annual interest-payment revenue for a period of up to five years. The pay-off of the principal balance will result in approximately $280,000 in future revenue at the end of five years or less. No additional staff years are required.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	If this sale is consummated, the use of this property will generate minor business activity or possible new construction in the future.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Conduct the bid opening and approve the sale of County Parcel 2004-0020-A to the highest bidder.

	AUTHORIZATION TO ACCEPT A $1.4 MILLION STORMWATER POLLUTION PREVENTION GRANT TO FUND POROUS PAVEMENT AND TREATMENT CONTROLS AT THREE COUNTY FACILITIES (DISTRICT: 4)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 7, 2000, California voters approved Proposition 13, the Safe Drinking Water, Clean Water, Watershed Protection and Flood Protection Bond Act which provided funds for state and local agencies to implement various water-related resource protection and enhancement activities, including stormwater management and pollution prevention.

The Land Use & Environmental Group (LUEG) was authorized by the Board of Supervisors on August 9, 2000 (5), and March 13, 2002 (2), to apply for and coordinate applications for Proposition 13 bond grants from the State Department of Water Resources and the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB).

In August 2003, the SWRCB consolidated and made available up to $138 Million of Proposition 13 Water Bond grants from eight interrelated programs administered by the SWRCB-Division of Financial Assistance. The Department of General Services (DGS) has applied for and been awarded grant funding in the amount of $1.4 Million from the Proposition 13 Consolidated 2003 Grant Program for demonstrating the benefits and feasibility of installing porous pavement and enhanced structural treatment controls at three County facilities: County Operations Center (COC), County Operations Center Annex (COC Annex) and the Juvenile Probation Center. The award would also fund educational training and demonstration events to other municipalities, agencies, and industry using the COC as a regional model operations center. 

This is a request to accept $1.4 Million from the State Water Resources Control Board’s 2003 Consolidated Grant Program and to authorize the Department of General Services to implement a model demonstration stormwater management program.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The funding source is the Costa-Machado Water Act of 2000, Proposition 13 Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Grant Program. This program is administered by the California Department of Water Resources and would result in costs and revenues in the amount of $1.4 Million, over the remainder of the Department’s Operational Plan for FY 03-04 ($70,000); and spread across the Department’s Operational Plans for three subsequent fiscal years: FY 04-05 ($600,000); FY 05-06 ($460,000); and FY 06-07 ($270,000). 

The grant requires the County to provide in-kind matching funds of approximately 22% of the total grant or $305,000 over the life of the grant. The in-kind services include administration, program management, assessment expenses and budgeted staff time.  These funds are not currently budgeted in the Department’s Operational Plan for FY 03-04 ($15,250).  The remaining in-kind matching funds will be spread across the next three subsequent years and included in the Department’s proposed Operational Plans for FY 04-05 ($130,720); FY 05-06 ($100,210); and FY 06-07 ($58,820).  There will be no additional staff years required.  

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	Implementation of the grant would provide data and analysis to private engineers, architects, and the stormwater industry on the feasibility, performance, and costs of utilizing porous pavement alternatives and centralized stormwater treatment controls in the design of private and public facilities.   Contracts for the design and construction of these improvements will also expand technical and construction employment opportunities locally.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1.  Find in accordance with Sections 15301 and 15306 of the California Environmental Quality Act Guidelines, that this project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act. 

2.   Adopt a resolution entitled:  “Resolution of the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors Authorizing the Chief Administrative Officer to Accept $1.4 Million of Proposition 13 Consolidated Grant funds and Enter into Agreements with the State of California Department of Water Resources, the State Water Resources Control Board, and Other State Agencies as Necessary.” 

3. Authorize the Director, Department of General Services or designee, as agent of the County to conduct all negotiations and submit all documents including, but not limited to, agreements and payment requests for technical design and planning contract services necessary to implement the grant proposals; and, to execute a grant agreement including any amendments that do not materially impact or alter the grant program.

4. Amend the Department of General Services Facilities Management Internal Service Fund (ISF) in the amount of $70,000 for stormwater pollution prevention based on unanticipated revenue received from the State of California grant funds.  

5. Amend the Department of General Services Facilities Management Internal Service Fund (ISF) in the amount of $15,250 for stormwater pollution prevention based on operating transfer from the Community Services Group (General Fund).  

6. Include the remaining matching funds allocation ($289,750) in future Community Service Group (General Fund) transfers, i.e. FY 04-05, FY 05-06, and FY 06-07.
7. Authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to take any action authorized by Section 401, et.seq of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for a stormwater pollution prevention public works project.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	For the past two years, the County of San Diego has awarded an annual recycling contract for mixed paper and cardboard. This contract is revenue generating, and does not require financial resources from the County.  The current service contract will expire June 30, 2004. The recommended action will authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to advertise and award a revenue contract for recycling of mixed paper and cardboard.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The administrative costs associated with this contract are offset by revenue from the recyclable material. The contract will be administered by the Department of General Services, Facilities Operations Division. During the previous term of this contract, the county realized revenues of approximately $15,900 per year, which were returned to the General Fund. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This action will provide job opportunities in San Diego County.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
Authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting, as an exception to Board Policy A-94, Disposal of Personal Property, to issue a Competitive Solicitation for the pick-up and disposal of recycled paper products, and upon successful determination of a fair and reasonable price, award a contract for a term of one year, with four option years and up to an additional six months, if needed.

	AMENDMENTS TO SAN DIEGO COUNTY ADMINISTRATIVE CODE TO INCREASE MONETARY LIMITS FOR ADMINISTRATIVE APPROVAL OF CERTAIN REAL PROPERTY TRANSACTIONS (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	San Diego County Administrative Code, Section 73 (a), authorizes the Director of General Services or designee to approve the acquisition of interests in real property that do not exceed $25,000 in value.  Additionally, Section 73.11 of this code authorizes the Director of General Services to execute leases for terms not exceeding 10 years in duration and rent not exceeding $5,000 per month.  As a result of the County’s Legislative Sponsorship Program, the State Legislature amended the statute that authorizes these monetary limits for administrative approval for such real property.  The amendment took effect January 1, 2004.  The statute as amended includes no monetary limit and now authorizes county boards of supervisors to establish by ordinance a limit on both the purchase price and the monthly rent.  The amendments to these statues also include a limitation of five years on the authority that may be granted to a county officer to approve these real property transactions.  

The Board is requested to approve two ordinances to amend the San Diego County Administrative Code that will align the code with the State statutes.  One ordinance will amend Section 73 (a) to authorize the Director of General Services or designee to approve real property purchases up to a value of $50,000, and amend Section 73 (b) to clarify that any such acquisition must comply with the California Environmental Quality Act.  The other ordinance will amend Section 73.11 to authorize the Director of General Services or designee to approve leases for terms not exceeding 10 years in duration and rent not exceeding $10,000 per month.

Approval of the proposed actions will result in more efficient processing of the real property transactions covered by the amended code sections.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	No immediate Fiscal Impact is associated with this action. There will be cost savings to the County in future fiscal years based on eliminating the added time and administrative costs associated with preparing and processing minor lease agreements and purchase transactions for Board approval where the monthly rent does not exceed $10,000 and the purchase price does not exceed $50,000.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In August 1995, the Board of Supervisors approved the policy on Library borrowing privileges, the lending periods for library materials, and updated Library fines and fees to ensure timely return of library materials. Subsequently, on April 30, 2003 (3), DVDs were added to the Fines and Fees Schedule. 

Today’s actions will amend the Library Fines and Fees Schedule by 1) increasing the Video/DVD insurance fee; 2) increasing the Video/DVD overdue fine; 3) increasing the children’s materials overdue fine; and 4) adding a collection agency fee.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this request will result in no current year cost, and will require no additional staff years.  Depending upon the timeliness of library customers returning borrowed materials, the number of hours the library is open, and the number of new materials purchased, County Library revenues may increase in the range of $225,000 - $275,000.

	COMPREHENSIVE TOBACCO CONTROL PLAN  (DISTRICT:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The County has received funding from the State since 1989 for local tobacco education and prevention activities as a direct result of the 1988 California voter-approved Proposition 99, the Tobacco Tax Initiative.  This initiative added a 25-cent tax to each pack of cigarettes sold in California.  Every three years, the State Department of Health Services requires the County to submit a Comprehensive Tobacco Control Plan detailing the scope of work and budget according to State-mandated priority areas.  The last plan covered FY 2001-02 through FY 2003-04 and focused on activities to reduce tobacco usage among adults and prevent tobacco usage among youth.  The new Comprehensive Tobacco Control Plan covers the period FY 2004-05 through FY 2006-07, and is to be funded from the next agreement with the State in the projected amount of $1,684,439 in Proposition 99 funding.  This plan will continue the efforts of the previous plan.  Board action is requested to authorize submission of the Comprehensive Tobacco Control Plan to the State, to approve execution of the forthcoming revenue agreement and to issue a Competitive Solicitation for tobacco education and prevention programs.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Health and Human Services Agency, Aging & Independence Services, administers programs that benefit the elderly and disabled through case management programs including the AIDS Medi-Cal Waiver Program.  The AIDS Waiver program, operated by the County under a contract with the State, provides services for persons with HIV/AIDS who are at risk of institutional placement.

In November 2000, the Board authorized a revenue agreement with the State for the AIDS Waiver program through December 31, 2003.  Board approval is requested to execute a new revenue agreement with the State for the period January 1, 2004 through June 30, 2004.

As of June 30, 2004 San Diego Hospice and Palliative Care will become the State contractor for the AIDS Medi-Cal Waiver Program.  A transition program has been developed with San Diego Hospice, and current clients with HIV/AIDS served by the County AIDS Medi-Cal Waiver Program staff will be referred to San Diego Hospice and Palliative Care by June 30, 2004.

Of the 17 positions currently budgeted for the AIDS Waiver Program, 14 staff have already transferred to other County positions.  The Human Services Agency and the Department of Human Resources will make every effort to assist the remaining three employees through transfers, reassignments or other placement options.  These staff will remain with the AIDS Waiver Program through June 30, 2004 to avoid service disruptions for clients.

	Funds for this request are included in the Health and Human Service Agency’s FY 2003-04 Operational Plan for the AIDS Medi-Cal Waiver Program.  If approved, this request will result in budgeted current year costs of $1,938,358 and revenues of $1,861,150.  The funding source is the State Department of Health Services.  There will be no change in budgeted net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.  FY 2003-04 actual costs are projected at $1,452,735, with a net General Fund cost of $384,231. 	The County provides Supplemental Security Income (SSI) advocacy services to assist SSI-eligible applicants/recipients in the County-funded General Relief program and in the State-funded CAPI (Cash Assistance for Immigrants) program to obtain federally-funded SSI benefits.  This results in cost avoidance and cost recovery of County and State funds.  It also promotes the well-being of adults and seniors, who receive a higher level of benefits from SSI than from General Relief or CAPI. SSI Advocacy services were initiated in 1989.  Currently, services are provided under a contract with the Legal Aid Society of San Diego that resulted from a competitive procurement process authorized by the Board on August 10, 1999 (11).  The current contract will expire on December 31, 2004.  Board authorization is requested to conduct a new competitive procurement to continue SSI advocacy services, and to extend the existing contract if necessary to maintain services pending completion of the competitive process.
