	OVERVIEW:

	
	On March 23, 2005 (2) the Board of Supervisors set a public hearing for 9:00 a.m. on April 20, 2005, to consider Vacation of an open space easement and directed the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to provide notice of said hearing via publication and posting as required by law.

This is a request to vacate a 0.21-acre portion of the open space easement in Rancho Valencia, which is a Planned Residential Development in Rancho Santa Fe.  Section 6648a of the Zoning Ordinance requires that at least 40 percent of the land in the Planned Residential be dedicated towards open space.  Even with the loss of 0.21 acres of open space, Rancho Valencia will still maintain 50 percent of open space land.  The open space proposed to be vacated is not for biological preservation.  The owners would like this area to construct a new building.  The open space easements were dedicated as a requirement of Final Map 12193 and Major Use Permit P86-001.  The General Plan Land Use Designation is (17) Estate within the San Dieguito Community Plan.  The zoning on the site is RR.5 Rural Residential Use Regulation.

The Vacation of an open space easement is a two-step process.  The first step is to set a date for the public hearing and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice and posting as required by law.  The second step is to adopt a resolution to vacate the open space easement at the close of public hearing.

	UTILITY UNDERGROUNDING FOR SOUTH SANTA FE AVENUE IN SAN MARCOS  (DISTRICT: 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 25, 2001 (14), the Board approved a loan in the amount of $900,000 of San Diego Gas and Electric funds allocated for County projects to the City of San Marcos for utility undergrounding along South Santa Fe Avenue to be repaid over five years.  However, San Diego Gas and Electric subsequently disallowed the loan based on their guidelines for use of future allocations by local agencies.  San Diego Gas and Electric guidelines allow for grants. Therefore, the City of San Marcos is now requesting a grant of $980,000 in order to ensure undergrounding work can be completed in conjunction with their ongoing construction of South Santa Fe Avenue (Thomas Guide 1108-C4). 

It is recommended the Board approve a grant of $980,000 of San Diego Gas and Electric funds allocated for County projects to the City of San Marcos for utility undergrounding along South Santa Fe Avenue.  The City of San Marcos will accept responsibility for completing design, acquiring right of way, and constructing the segment of the County’s South Santa Fe Avenue Reconstruction Project from the intersection of South Santa Fe Avenue and Smilax Road to Bosstick Boulevard in the City of San Marcos. Construction and right of way cost for this segment is estimated at $5.5 million. The County will request that SANDAG reallocate the remaining share of the City’s Highway 78 Corridor Funds, $580,000, to the City’s segment of the South Santa Fe Project.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Utility companies underground overhead facilities at their own expense.  Requested changes in allocations in San Diego Gas and Electric, and SANDAG Highway 78 Corridor funds to the City of San Marcos project will not adversely affect any County projects. If approved, this request will result in no current or subsequent year costs, and will require no additional staff years.

	AMENDMENTS TO AGREEMENTS WITH CONSULTANT FIRMS TO PERFORM ENGINEERING SUPPORT SERVICES FOR THREE BRIDGES (DISTRICTS: 2, 5)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	This letter pertains to three Department of Public Works bridge projects currently in design phase. Viejas Boulevard Bridge in Descanso over Sweetwater River (Thomas Guide 1236-A2), Valley Center Road Bridge in Valley Center over San Luis Rey River (Thomas Guide 1071-E4), and Lawson Valley Road Bridge over Lawson Creek, four miles east of Skyline Truck Trail in Jamul (Thomas Guide 1274-A3), are to be replaced as part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program.  Design of bridge replacement projects requires the expertise of firms having extensive experience with bridge design. Engineering consultant firms for these projects were procured through the qualification based selection process of Board Policy F-40, Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services. 

Extensive environmental considerations for these bridge projects, and additional need for water quality studies, visual impact studies and wildlife crossings requested by environmental regulatory agencies, necessitate additional engineering design services. These services are to support the environmental processes and documentation required for these projects and enable completion of plans for construction.

On March 29, 2000 (5), the Board approved an agreement with Lim & Nascimento Engineering Corporation to provide design services for replacement of Valley Center Road Bridge for an amount not to exceed $300,000.  On September 12, 2001 (35), the Board approved the first amendment to the agreement adding $100,000 for additional design services for total compensation not to exceed $400,000. The second amendment, extending the term of contract, was administratively executed. 

On May 10, 2000 (8), the Board approved an agreement with T.Y. Lin International to provide design services for replacement of Viejas Boulevard Bridge over Sweetwater River for an amount not to exceed $250,000. The first amendment, extending the term of the contract, was administratively executed.

On June 19, 2002 (15), the Board approved an agreement with T.Y. Lin International for design services for replacement of Lawson Road Bridge over Lawson Creek for an amount not to exceed $150,000.

This is a request to approve three amendments to agreements of $100,000 each, two with T.Y. Lin International for Viejas Boulevard Bridge and Lawson Valley Road Bridge, and one with Lim & Nascimento Engineering Corporation for Valley Center Road Bridge.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Valley Center Road Bridge, Viejas Boulevard Bridge, and Lawson Valley Road Bridge replacement projects are included in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2004-05 Detailed Work Program. This request will add appropriations based on unanticipated revenue from Federal Highway Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Funds ($240,000), and fund balance available in the Road Fund ($60,000). If approved, this request will result in current year cost of $300,000, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

B. Second Amendment to Agreement with T.Y. Lin International for design of Viejas Boulevard Bridge over Sweetwater River, for additional compensation not to exceed $100,000, with total compensation under terms of agreement not to exceed $350,000, with a term to end June 30, 2008, or when consultant services are no longer required, whichever comes first.

C. First Amendment to Agreement with T. Y. Lin International for design of Lawson Valley Road Bridge over Lawson Creek, for additional compensation not to exceed $100,000, with a total compensation under terms of agreement not to exceed $250,000, with a term to end June 30, 2008, or when consultant services are no longer required, whichever comes first.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) Airport Improvement Program provides 95 percent grant funding for qualified projects, the State Aeronautics Program offers Airport Matching Grants to eligible airports to assist local agencies in meeting the required five percent match by providing up to five percent of the federal grant amount.  Staff recommends applications be submitted to pursue grant funding for projects listed below for Fiscal Year 2004-05.

Fallbrook Community Airpark – Transient Parking Apron Rehabilitation ($265,773)

Gillespie Field – Runway 17/35 Overlay and Taxiway Rehabilitation ($2,368,422)

McClellan-Palomar Airport – Runway Safety Area Improvements Phase I ($3,978,947)

McClellan-Palomar Airport – Taxiway Charlie Improvements ($270,677)

The Board is requested to approve submittal of applications and acceptance of grants (if offered) in the amount of $6,539,627 from FAA, and $112,500 from State totaling $6,652,127.  Total project costs are estimated at $6,883,819.  Remaining project costs not funded by FAA or state are $231,692 and will be funded by the Airport Enterprise Fund. Of the total project amount, funding of $1,336,450 is required in the current year for these projects, and $5,547,369 is required in Fiscal 2005-06. This item includes a request to amend the current year spending plan to increase it by $710,003, because $626,447 of the current year amount necessary is budgeted.

In addition to the above requests, County Airports seeks approval to apply for, accept and expend Federal Aviation Administration and the California State Division of Aeronautics qualified eligible grants, for projects and related work approved in the Airport Enterprise Fund budget during the Fiscal Year 2005-06.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Airports currently has $626,447 in its spending plan for the subject projects. This item includes a request to amend the current year spending plan to increase it to $1,336,450.  The increase in appropriations of $710,003 is funded by $35,500 in fund balance and $674,503 in grants. Funding sources for this request are Federal Aviation Administration Airports Improvement Program ($6,539,627), State Aid to Airports ($112,500) and Airport Enterprise Fund ($231,692) for a total of $1,336,450 in current year costs and $5,547,369 in fiscal year 2005-06 costs. The projects require no additional staff years and there will be no impact to the general fund.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project involves the construction of sidewalks and installation of street lighting along portions of Sweetwater Springs Boulevard in Spring Valley (Thomas Guide 1271-E5 to E7). At present, the segment of Sweetwater Springs Boulevard from Monte Vista High School north to State Route 94 has intermittent sidewalk and street lighting on both sides of the road. Completion of this project will provide continuous lighted sidewalk on both sides of the road for local students and residents, thereby improving pedestrian access and safety.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Sweetwater Springs Boulevard Sidewalks in Spring Valley. Upon Board approval, Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction. Project construction is scheduled to commence in June 2005 and to be complete by December 2005.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This project is included in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program for Fiscal Year 2004-05. Construction was originally planned for Fiscal Year 2005-06.  However, the design process was accelerated so construction could begin this summer when school is not in session.  This request will establish appropriations based on unanticipated revenue from State Safe Routes to School grant funds ($339,570) and TransNet Exchange funds ($94,430), and fund balance available in the Road Fund ($204,000).  If approved, this request will result in $638,000 current year cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

	AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR AND ACCEPT LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION FUND GRANT FUNDS FOR LAMAR PARK PHASE II IMPROVEMENTS (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Parks and Recreation is requesting authorization from the Board of Supervisors to apply for and accept Land and Water Conservation Fund competitive grant funds in the amount of approximately $200,000 for the Lamar Park Phase II project.  The Land and Water Conservation Fund is a federal grant program, which provides competitive grants to federal agencies, the 50 states and six territories.  Funds allocated to the states may be used for statewide planning and for acquiring and developing outdoor recreation areas and facilities.  In Fiscal Year 2005-2006, approximately $2,520,000 will be available to local agencies in Southern California.

The Department of Parks and Recreation proposes to apply for a competitive grant to construct additional picnic areas, a drinking fountain, barbeque grills, benches, irrigation, landscaping, and Americans with Disabilities Act walkways/trails on the north side of Lamar Park in the community of Spring Valley.  In addition, Americans with Disabilities Act walkways/trails and landscaping will be installed to provide access from the completed Phase I park amenities to the proposed Phase II trails and picnic areas.  This grant requires an equal match in non-federal funds, which will be provided by a combination of Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds and State Park Bond Act (Proposition 12) grant funds.

This proposed action will approve a resolution authorizing the application for Land and Water Conservation Fund grant funds totaling approximately $200,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This proposed action would authorize the submittal of an application for competitive grant funds totaling approximately $200,000 from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) grant program.  The LWCF program requires an equal match in non-federal funding.  If grant funds are awarded, the match requirement will be met with a combination of Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) funds and State Park Bond Act (Proposition 12) grant funds.  There is no guarantee these funds will be awarded or if so, how much the award will be.  If grant funds are awarded, the Department will return to the Board to appropriate the awarded grant and matching funds.  If the project is approved for funding, maintenance of the constructed facilities will be the responsibility of San Miguel Local Park District – County Service Area 128. There are no additional staff years required as a result of this action.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Light Pollution Code was adopted by the Board on December 19, 1984 (83) to restrict the use of outdoor light fixtures emitting undesirable rays into the night sky and limit harmful effects of outdoor lighting around the Palomar and Mount Laguna Observatories.  The Light Pollution Code designates all areas within a 15-mile radius of each observatory as Zone A, with all other areas designated as Zone B.  Zone A has more stringent lighting restrictions due to its proximity to the observatories, including limitations on decorative lighting.

Increased awareness of the adverse impacts of light pollution coupled with changes in industry standards has generated more choices when selecting night sky sensitive light fixtures than what was available when the code was originally developed approximately 20 years ago.  Light fixtures that are prohibited because of potential adverse impacts on the observatories can be effectively mitigated through the use of shielding and/or motion sensors.  The proposed code amendments are intended to remove obsolete language, clarify vague and prohibitive provisions, and resolve minor zoning and building code matters not currently effectively addressed.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted.  If approved, this request will result in $0 current year costs and $60,000 in FY 2005-06.   Recommendation No. 3 refers the funding to the FY 2005-06 Operational Plan.   The action will require the addition of no staff years.

	The proposed amendments will allow more flexibility in design and provide for a more diverse selection in the type of fixtures that can be installed.  This should ultimately result in a decrease in the cost of construction.
