	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro General Relief is a State mandated program funded entirely by County General Fund dollars.  It is the cash assistance program of last resort, primarily for single adults with no other means of support.  The federal Interim Assistance Program provides reimbursement to the County for General Relief aid payments made to applicants of the Supplemental Security Income/State Supplementary Program (SSI/SSP) pending receipt of federal benefits.  When the SSI/SSP application is approved, the client’s first SSI/SSP check is sent to the County.  The County collects all General Relief Interim Assistance paid during the application period, and forwards the balance to the client.  The County has benefited from Interim Assistance agreements for more than 25 years.

Counties participating in the optional Interim Assistance Program offered by the Social Security Administration (SSA) are required to sign a revised agreement with the California Department of Social Services (CDSS).  This item requests ratification of a revised Interim Assistance Reimbursement Agreement with CDSS.  Revisions to the Agreement are administrative and technical in nature and will have no substantive impact on the program.  The period of the Agreement is from July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, and will be automatically renewed each year.  >>

	<The Board of Supervisors has demonstrated a long-term commitment to improving the welfare of children in San Diego County.  In 2001, the California Child Welfare System Improvement and Accountability System Act (Act), was implemented with the goal of improving child welfare and Probation Department outcomes pertaining to child safety, permanence, and well-being.  The Act required the California Department of Social Services (CDSS) to establish the California Outcomes and Accountability System (COAS), which requires counties to perform assessments and provide improvement plans to the State.  The County has maintained a commitment to programs benefiting children and families by regularly submitting plans required by the State in order to receive funding for child abuse prevention and intervention services.

Today’s action seeks Board approval of the 2009-2012 County of San Diego Child Welfare System Improvement Plan (Attachment A), verifying public input and authorizing submission to the State.  Today’s action will also authorize adoption of a Resolution titled, “County of San Diego 2009-2012 Child Welfare System Improvement Plan” (Attachment B), designating the Health and Human Services Agency as the public agency to administer prevention and intervention funds.  In addition, this item requests the Board of Supervisors to authorize submission of the California Department of Social Services form titled, “Notice of Intent CAPIT/CBCAP/PSSF Plan Contracts for San Diego County” (Attachment C), which states that the County intends to contract with a non-profit social service provider(s) for child abuse prevention and intervention services.>>

	<The San Diego County Psychiatric Hospital (SDCPH) of the Health and Human Services Agency’s Behavioral Health Services (BHS) provides care to clients who require a hospital setting, including services for mental health emergencies, treatment requiring intensive supervision, and short-term inpatient psychiatric hospitalization.  SDCPH shares an operating license with Edgemoor Distinct Part Skilled Nursing Facility (Edgemoor), which provides long-and short-term medical and nursing services for patients unable to be cared for by other skilled nursing facilities.  In order for SDCPH and Edgemoor to maintain their licensing status with the State, they must be surveyed and certified regularly by the Joint Commission (formerly the Joint Commission for the Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations, or JCAHO).

In order to enable SDCPH to meet Joint Commission certification requirements, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting issued a Request for Bids in October 2006 that elicited one response.  Subsequently in January 2007, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting negotiated and executed a contract with Regulatory, Risk, Compliance Specialists Inc. (RRCS) for hospital and Medicare regulatory compliance consultation services, with the contract ending on June 30, 2011.  Due to increased demand for consultation services as a result of SDCPH bed expansion and additional federal and State regulations and accreditation standards, there is a need to augment the current contract with additional funds.  Today’s action would authorize the Director of Purchasing and Contracting to negotiate an amendment adding up to $350,000 to the contract with RRCS, through June 30, 2010.  Contract funding from July 2010 through June 2011 remains the same.>>

	<The Food Stamps program, administered by the San Diego County Health and Human Services Agency, is a federal benefit, the purpose of which is to strengthen the agricultural economy and provide improved levels of nutrition among low-income households.  During the current economic downturn, the number of applications has increased over 40% and the number of participants increased almost 20%.  Despite these increases, it has been reported by a national food policy advocate that San Diego County has the lowest or among the lowest Food Stamps participation rates among urban centers in the country.  

On January 27, 2009 (10), at the recommendation of Supervisors Roberts and Horn, the Board of Supervisors directed staff to report back in 90 days with program and policy recommendations to simplify the Food Stamp program eligibility process while maintaining program integrity, and identify potential legislative roadblocks to proposed recommendations.  The Board also directed staff to identify potential funding and program opportunities in the Federal Farm Bill that would establish an incentive program for Food Stamp recipients to purchase fruits and vegetables with an emphasis on buying locally grown produce at farmers’ markets.  If approved, this item will adopt a plan of action for promoting local farmers’ markets and streamlining program eligibility processes without sacrificing program integrity.  There are no additional costs or added staff years as a result of today’s action.  Staff will return to the Board to establish additional appropriations or authorize acceptance of grants as needed. >>

	<In 2004, County residents voted to extend a half-cent transportation sales tax for 40 years, known as the TransNet Extension.  The current voter-approved funding distribution formula is approximately one-third for highways, one-third for transit operations/capital, and one-third for local streets and roads.  This Board did not support the TransNet Extension, partly because the ballot measure included a provision that would enable the shift of taxpayer revenue from roads and highways to transit upon a 2/3 majority vote of the San Diego Association of Government (SANDAG) Board of Directors. 

Here we are only one year into the 40-year sales tax program and the discussion to change the voter-approved distribution formula is already taking place.  Some are suggesting a shift from highway and local streets and road dollars to transit operations.  In addition, there have been suggestions to utilize one-time American Recovery and Reinvestment Act dollars (Recovery Act) to assist transit operators with closing their budget gaps.  There may also be efforts to shift the Air Pollution Control District’s portion of Vehicle License Fees to fund ongoing transit operations.  This is one-time money and should be used for capital expenditures.  And, to breach a promise to the voters is wrong.

Today’s action will put the County of San Diego on record in opposition to these possible shifts of funding to transit operations.>>
