	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Ruxton Avenue Channel Conversion Project will increase drainage capacity to handle a 100-year runoff event in the vicinity of Jamacha Boulevard and Ruxton Avenue in Spring Valley (Thomas Guide page 1291, A-4 thru B-3).  The area has historically experienced significant flooding.  The project is intended to reduce the risk of flooding on property adjacent to the drainage facilities and improve the safety of County maintained roads that are subject to inundation by floodwater.  The project will also enhance water quality by converting 450 feet of existing concrete channel adjacent to Jamacha Boulevard and the Spring Valley Community Park to an earthen lined channel re-vegetated with native riparian habitat.
This is a request to adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration, and authorize advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsible bidder, of a construction contract for Ruxton Avenue Channel Conversion.  Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing & Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction which is scheduled to commence in August 2008 and be completed in January 2009.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are budgeted in the Department of Public Works Fiscal Year 2008-09 Detail Work Program.  The funding sources are State Transportation Congestion Improvement Act funding, also known as Proposition 42 ($534,000), and Special Drainage Area funding ($716,000).  If approved, this request will result in a $1,250,000 Fiscal Year 2008-09 cost, no annual cost, and will require no additional staff years.

4. Authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to take any action authorized by Section 401, et seq. of the Administrative Code with respect to contracting for subject public works project.

5. Designate the Director, Department of Public Works, as the County Officer responsible for administering the construction contract, in accordance with Board Policy F-41, Public Works Construction Contracts.
