	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to vacate and abandon seven sewer easements granted to the Lakeside Sanitation District located on eight lots between Willowgrove Avenue and Mission Gorge Road, Santee, Assessor Parcel Numbers 381-040-43, 381-040-44, 381-442-13, 381-442-14, 381-442-15, 381-442-16, 381-442-17, and 381-442-18.  (Thomas Guide, Page 1231, B-6)
The County’s Department of Public Works’ staff on behalf of the Lakeside Sanitation District has determined that these easements are no longer required for sewer facilities’ operations and maintenance purposes.  This action will allow the property owner(s) to clear title to the easement portions of their property thereby increasing the utilization of the affected lots.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for these easement vacations is included in the Lakeside Sanitation District Operational Plan.  Current year cost for this action is approximately $1,500, with no subsequent year cost.  There will be no impact to the General Fund.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the requested action is not subject to the environmental assessment process as it is categorically exempt under Section 15061(b)(3) of the State of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines because it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that this action will have a significant effect on the environment.

2. Adopt the Resolution Vacating and Abandoning Sewer easements encumbering portions of Assessor Parcel Numbers 381-040-43, 381-040-44, 381-442-13, 381-442-14, 381-442-15, 381-442-16, 381-442-17, and 381-442-18 in the City of Santee.

3. Direct the Clerk of the Board to record the Resolution Vacating and Abandoning Sewer Easements and return the recorded document to the Director of Public Works.
