Funding for the JJCPA is provided by the State Transportation Fund’s Local Safety and Protection Account, which is funded by Vehicle License Fees. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The JJCPA funds allocated from the State for the period from October 1, 2010 to September 30, 2011 are estimated to be $7,882,443.  However, the JJCPA program funding is distributed across two allocation years – 25% from prior year fourth quarter and 75% from current year first three quarters.   Estimated total costs and revenues for the JJCPA program for County Fiscal Year 2010-11 are estimated to be $7,446,233, which includes projected funding of $1,504,401 for the period          April 1, 2010 to June 30, 2010 (received in July 2010) and $5,911,832 for the period July 1, 2010 to March 31, 2011 and $30,000 in estimated interest.  

A portion of the JJCPA funds will be included in the Fiscal Year 2010-12 CAO Proposed Operational Plan in the Probation Department ($4,619,379) and in the Health and Human Services Agency ($766,374).   A request to appropriate the additional funds will be brought to your Board in the Fiscal Year 2010-12 Operational Plan Change Letter.   The total cost for the JJCPA program for County Fiscal Year 2010-11 is estimated to be $7,446,233.  These funds will be budgeted in the Probation Department ($6,488,802) and in the Health and Human Services Agency ($957,431).  The funding source is the LSPA, which provides funding to juvenile justice programs under the JJCPA.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost.  The modified CMJJP will require the addition of 7 staff years, which will be brought to your Board in the Fiscal Year 2010-12 Operational Plan Change Letter.  >>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) was established to fund a national program, administered locally, for the purpose of providing long-term self-sufficiency assistance to low-income families and individuals.  The County of San Diego Community Action Partnership is this region's designated Community Action Agency and is eligible to receive annual allocations of federal CSBG revenue.  Additionally, the Community Action Partnership received an allocation of $5,366,486 from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA), subject to submission of a CSBG Recovery Act Local Plan which your Board approved       June 16, 2009 (9).

The CSBG Recovery Act Local Plan outlines workforce development projects and activities, including youth employment. The San Diego Workforce Partnership conducted a successful summer youth employment program in 2009 and is prepared for another successful year. Supervisors Cox and Roberts serve on the San Diego Consortium's board. That board has concurred with its Workforce Investment Board's recommendation that the Workforce Partnership, Inc. negotiate and execute the proposed agreement. Today's action would authorize the Director, Purchasing and Contracting, to enter into negotiations for a 2010 summer youth employment program with the Workforce Partnership in accordance with the CSBG Recovery Act Local Plan.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro On May 18, 2004 (2), the Board of Supervisors authorized the procurement of contracts for alcohol and drug treatment and case management services. These contracts are administered by the Health and Human Services Agency (HHSA) Behavioral Health division’s Alcohol and Drug Services and will expire on           June 30, 2010. 
Board authorization is required to reprocure two of these contracts:  HIV Intervention Services and Asian/Pacific Islander Non-residential Treatment Services.
HIV Intervention Services are voluntary and provide confidential HIV counseling and testing, early intervention, and other communicable disease information to clients enrolled in alcohol and drug treatment and recovery programs.  

Asian/Pacific Islander alcohol and drug treatment services allow for individuals to receive culturally specific services in their native language. The new facility will replace the existing     40+ year-old Las Colinas Women’s Detention Facility which is located on approximately 16 acres at 9000 Cottonwood Avenue in Santee (Thomas Guide page 1231-E6).  On December 9, 2003 (2), the Board approved a Disposition and Development Agreement between the County and Ryan Companies US, Inc., under which Ryan was given exclusive rights to develop 108 acres of vacant, County-owned surplus property in Santee.  The 108 acres is located west of Magnolia Avenue and north of Mission Gorge Road and is adjacent to and slightly overlaps the existing Las Colinas Detention Facility. Staff has made an offer to purchase the development rights for the overlapping area from Ryan Companies US, Inc., however the negotiations have reached an impasse. The RFP process has specific dollar limit authorities that were established by the Board of Supervisors in February 2007.  

Prior to Fiscal Year 2008-09, the County used the RFB process to contract for County-wide janitorial services. 	<The heinous acts of violence that predators commit against children should be met with the strictest possible punishment after a single conviction.  The recent tragic deaths of Chelsea King and Amber DuBois once again demonstrate the sheer evil that sex offenders are capable of inflicting on innocent children. 

This Board of Supervisors has a record of making public safety, especially the safety of our children a top priority.  We worked hard to establish the sex offender pin map in 2002, as well as offering support for both Megan’s Law and Jessica’s Law.  Such resources have helped keep our communities safe by keeping track of sex offenders. But still more needs to be done at the State level to punish and monitor those convicted of sex-related offenses against children.

Chelsea’s Law (AB 1844 – Fletcher) provides a new one-strike, life-without-parole penalty for sexual predators who commit the most heinous violent sex crimes against a child.  AB 1844 also mandates lifetime parole with active GPS monitoring for those convicted of felony sex crimes involving physical contact with children and increases prison sentences for certain other forcible sex crimes against children. This legislation would also create misdemeanor charges for felony sex offenders who are found loitering in parks and other places where children gather.

This action will prepare a letter, to be signed by the Chairwoman of the San Diego County Board of Supervisors, stating San Diego County’s vigorous support for California State Assembly Bill 1844.>>
