	This annual County of San Diego Consortium Consolidated Funding Plan is the culmination of community meetings held throughout the County to solicit proposals for revitalization of qualified communities and development of affordable housing for lower income residents.  On March 11, 2003 (1), the Board of Supervisors conducted a public hearing on the Draft County Consortium 2003-2004 Annual Funding Plan for Community Development Block Grant, HOME Investment Partnerships, Emergency Shelter Grant, and Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS Programs, and approved the Plan, in principle.  

This Board letter includes staff responses to referrals by the Board of Supervisors during the March 11, 2003, public hearing.  The four federal programs will provide $13,259,947, plus $1,505,000 in estimated FY 2003-2004 Program Income, primarily from loan repayment proceeds, a total of $14,764,947 for community revitalization and affordable housing for low income residents and persons with special needs.  

The proposed recommendations will: 1) approve the County Consortium 2003-2004 Annual Funding Plan for submittal to the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development; 2) reallocate $310,000 from previous year budgets to five additional Community Development Block Grant projects; 3) reallocate $701,388 from previous year budgets to a HOME Investment Partnerships project; and 4) transfer $543,614 in CDBG funds from the County’s letter of credit to the City of San Marcos’ letter of credit when the city achieves entitlement status in FY 2003-2004.

	Funds for this request in the amount of $14,764,947 will be included in the FY 2003-2004 CAO Proposed Operational Plan. 	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has placed a priority on strengthening emergency preparedness for acts of terrorism and other disasters. On October 29, 2002 (5), the Board approved a revenue agreement with the State to provide $2,828,445 in federal funding for bioterrorism preparedness, and approved a Local Bioterrorism Preparedness Funding Plan that included 23 projects spread among six federally-mandated focus areas. 

One focus area, Communications and Information Technology, addresses the need to ensure rapid, secure and continuous communications connectivity between the Health and Human Services Agency, the California Department of Health Services, healthcare organizations and other entities in preparation for and response to acts of terrorism and other public health emergencies. 

Today’s action requests authority to proceed in purchasing the Bioterrorism Readiness Suite (BTRS), a secure web-based communication, collaboration and alerting system developed by Virtual Alert. The BTRS application is currently being deployed by the California Department of Health Services.  It meets and in some areas exceeds current federally-mandated security and technical specifications for emergency public health communication.  Purchasing BTRS will assist in achieving objectives for the Communications and Information Technology focus area in the Local Bioterrorism Funding Plan.

Board approval of this item will strengthen the Health and Human Services Agency’s use of information management technology, and support the Safe and Livable Communities initiative in the County’s Strategic Plan by enhancing regional preparedness for bioterrorism and other public health hazards.

	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Operational Plan. The funding source is the federal Centers for Disease Control and Prevention via the California Department of Health Services. The State Budget Act of 2002-03 provides continued funding for FY 2003-04 under the new name, Juvenile Justice Crime Prevention Act (JJCPA).  The Fiscal Year 2003-04 allocation of $9,686,483 plus projected interest of $159,254 is to be divided among four departments as follow: $7,931,782 to the Probation Department, $1,712,141 to the Health and Human Services Agency, $138,088 to the District Attorney’s Office and $63,726 to the Public Defender’s Office, for a total of $9,845,737.  

This is a request for the Board of Supervisors to adopt a Resolution to endorse the Comprehensive Multi-Agency Juvenile Justice Plan (CMJJP) Modification, ensure the County has and will adhere to the requirements of the JJCPA, and authorize the Chief Probation Officer to submit the Application for Continued JJCPA funding to the State Board of Corrections.  Included in this letter is a request for authorization to fund a Comprehensive Strategy Coordinator through the Children’s Initiative to provide coordination for the County’s ongoing effort to fulfill the objectives of the Comprehensive Strategy for Youth, Family, and Community, of which the CMJJP is an integral part.

The actions requested by this letter advance both the Kids and the Safe and Livable Communities Initiatives in the County’s Strategic Plan by improving outcomes and opportunities for children through a comprehensive, integrated juvenile justice plan.

4. Allocate $25,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to California Institute for Smart Communities to aid with costs associated with providing a regional “Cities of the Future” economic conference in San Diego County.

5. Allocate $50,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to AVID to establish the first 5th grade AVID programs in the County designed to increase school-wide learning and performance. 

6. Allocate $50,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to the Spark Program to provide a program to improve the physical health of K-6 children in 40 elementary schools, and prevent childhood obesity, without sacrificing academic achievement.

7. Allocate $100,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to the San Diego World Trade Center to aid with costs associated with operating the Asia Desk.

8. Allocate $15,000 from the Community Projects Budget unit (0264) to Sun Yet Sen Chinese School to secure a facility and subsidize low-income individual’s education.

9. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute grant agreements with the      organizations listed above establishing the terms for receipt of the funds                  described above.
