	<OVERVIEW:>>

	<The Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District is located in the unincorporated community of Campo (Thomas Guide Page 1298, South portion, B-6, 7) and provides water and sewer service to its customers.  The District is comprised of two water systems that provide service to two separate zones, the Rancho Del Campo Community (Zone A) and Campo Hills (Zone B). 

Currently water service charges for Zone B are assessed on a flat rate basis and are collected via monthly invoices.  The proposed actions would change the method of collection of    Zone B water service charges from monthly invoice to collection on the annual tax roll.  Additionally, proposed actions would eliminate current discounts and surcharges that have proven difficult and costly to track.  These administrative changes will result in significant cost savings to the District that will be passed on to Zone B customers in the form of           a 27 percent reduction in water service rates.

The proposed actions also include the addition of water conservation measures to the County Water Service Ordinance.

This is a request to amend the County Water Service Ordinance, and the Campo Water and Sewer Maintenance District Fee Ordinance, to collect Zone B water service charges on the annual tax roll, implement water conservation measures, and reduce the Zone B water service base rate for single family residential customers from $150 to $110, representing       a 27 percent reduction.

This action requires two steps.  On May 6, 2009 it is requested that the Board approve introduction of ordinances which are recommendations 1, 2, and 3 below.  If the Board takes the action on recommendations 1, 2, and 3, then on May 13, 2009 the Board may adopt the Ordinances.>>

	<OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro McClellan-Palomar Airport, located in Carlsbad (Thomas Guide page 1127, D-3), is a major gateway to and from San Diego’s North County.  It provides facilities and services to commercial, corporate, and general aviation communities and is home to 331 aircraft. 
On June 13, 2007 (5), the Board approved a new 40-year aviation lease with BVP Associates, LLC at McClellan-Palomar Airport.  The leasehold included a hangar, fuel farm and aircraft ramp. As consideration for being granted the long term lease, the lessee agreed to complete $224,000 in capital improvements.  The lease included a three-year option to lease and develop an adjacent 1.5 acre area.  The County will benefit if BVP Associates, LLC develops the adjacent parcel because that development will increase property value, enhance aviation services, and improve accessibility to a previously vacant and unused property.
BVP Associates, LLC has requested the County to grant a five-year extension to the investment and option periods to allow more time to secure financing and devote business resources in light of the current economy.  Without the additional time BVP would not be able to complete plans to develop the adjacent area before the commitment period ends.  

This is a request to approve the First Amendment to Aviation Lease with BVP Associates, LLC.  The proposed lease amendment would provide an additional five years for BVP Associates, LLC to exercise an option to expand the premises of their leasehold.  Proposed Lease Amendment would also provide for additional five years to complete required capital improvements.  >>

Annual option payments of $5,000 will continue for the additional years.  Proposed lease amendment will require no additional staff years.>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro On May 14, 2008 (13) the Board of Supervisors approved and authorized the Director of Environmental Health to execute an annual revenue agreement with the California Water Resources Control Board for the period July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009.  The Local Oversight Program of the Department of Environmental Health enforces the cleanup of  spills associated with leaking underground fuel storage tanks, thereby protecting the county’s groundwater resources.  Acceptance of this program is at the Board of Supervisors’ discretion.  The Program has been funded through a succession of annual revenue agreements with the State of California since 1988.  Since its inception, nearly  3,062 cases involving contamination by leaking underground storage tanks have been resolved within the county.  The Program currently oversees about 720 active cases.  The Local Oversight Program is addressing this potential threat to the county’s groundwater resources through a risk-based approach by focusing on groundwater supplies that are most at risk, such as water wells in rural areas.
The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval for the Fiscal Year 2009-2010 revenue agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board to continue oversight activities for sites contaminated by underground storage tank leaks throughout the County, in an amount of $2,114,217.>>

	<Like the rest of our nation, over the course of this recession San Diego County has seen a vast decline in construction and development that has significantly contributed to an economic downturn for this region.
