	CENTRAL AVENUE FLOOD CONTROL IMPROVEMENTS IN THE BONITA COMMUNITY: ADOPT MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION, ADVERTISE AND AWARD CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT (DISTRICT: 1)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Central Avenue Flood Control Improvement Project will improve drainage facilities by increasing drainage capacity up to and including a 100-year runoff event in the vicinity of Central Avenue in Bonita (Thomas Guide page 1311, A-1). The area has historically experienced significant flooding. The project is intended to reduce the risk of flooding on property adjacent to the drainage facilities and improve the safety of County maintained roads that are subject to inundation by floodwater.

On December 14, 2005 (8), your Board approved application to the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) for a hazard mitigation plan grant for this project under the “Pre-disaster Mitigation Program” and other similar programs. This item includes adoption of a resolution approving application and acceptance of a grant from the “Hazard Mitigation Grant Program.”. Based on discussions with State Office of Emergency Services, FEMA’s approval of this grant appears imminent. 

On March 15, 2006, a Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Drainage Improvement Project was circulated for 30-day public review. The review period ended April 14, 2006.  Comments were received and staff has responded.

This is a request to approve the Mitigated Negative Declaration, establish appropriations, accept the grant if approved by FEMA, and authorize advertisement and subsequent award to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract for construction of Central Avenue Flood Control Improvements.  It is anticipated that by early Fiscal Year 2006-07, the Department of Purchasing & Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction.  Construction contract award will not be made until all property rights necessary to construct the project have been secured. Construction is tentatively scheduled to begin November 2006 and to be completed in September 2007.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for the Central Avenue Flood Control Project will total $10 million, with construction occurring during Fiscal Year 2006-07. Funding sources are unanticipated revenue from a $2,932,500 million FEMA HMGP grant, $6,567,500 from General Fund, and $500,000 from Special Drainage Area Fees in the County Flood Control District.  Actions requested would make $7,500,000 available for construction including contingencies, and $2,500,000 for acquisition of rights of way, construction management and environmental clearances. This project will require no additional staff years.

3. Adopt the Findings of Conformance with the Multiple Species Conservation Program.

4. Establish appropriations of $6,567,500 in the Department or Public Works – General Fund, Operating Transfer Out, for transfer to the Flood Control District based on fund balance available from General Fund. (4 VOTES)
5. Adopt a resolution entitled Resolution of the County of San Diego Board of Supervisors to Authorize the Application for and Acceptance of Federal Hazard Mitigation Grant Program Grant Funds, which will authorize acceptance of a $2,932,500 grant from FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant Program for Central Avenue Flood Control Improvement project and authorize the Director, Department of Public Works, as County Officer to sign any grant-related agreements necessary to secure and utilize FEMA grant funding for this project.

	ADOPT THE OTAY RIVER WATERSHED MANAGEMENT PLAN (DISTRICTS: 1 AND 2) 

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Otay River Watershed Management Plan has been in development since 2002.  Prompting the development of this document was recognition of the numerous resources and uses in this watershed, as well as the need to meet the requirements of the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System Municipal Permit and the Water Quality Control Plan for the San Diego Basin (Basin Plan).  The purpose of the Otay River Watershed Management Plan is to develop a comprehensive framework management plan to guide this watershed’s future.  An Otay River Watershed Management Plan Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement was executed by the County of San Diego, Cities of Chula Vista, Imperial Beach, and San Diego, as well as the Port of San Diego.  To enable the jurisdictions to jointly develop a Watershed Management Plan for the Otay River which is consistent with the respective agencies’ general plans, meets water quality standards, protects aquatic and upland resources, and provides for flood protection, public recreation, and essential public facilities such as utilities and other infrastructure.  In addition, an implementation program is included that describes how each agency could implement the strategies of the Watershed Management Plan.
On March 10, 2006, the Otay River Watershed Management Plan Policy Committee voted 4-0-1 to approve and forward the Final Draft Otay River Watershed Management Plan to the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement Councils and Boards for their consideration, and to designate the Otay River Watershed Management Plan Policy Committee as the Interim Watershed Council.  Approval of this action would authorize the Chief Administrative Officer to prepare and execute an amendment to the Otay River Watershed Management Plan Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement to designate the Policy Committee as the Interim Watershed Council and to describe its duties, execute the amendment on behalf of the County and circulate it to the other members of the Joint Exercise of Powers Agreement for their approval.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no fiscal impact associated with this action.  The proposed action is to adopt the Otay River Watershed Management Plan.  Any future project costs that implement the strategies in the Otay River Watershed Management Plan will be addressed at the time each project is approved.

	APPROVE FISCAL YEAR 2006-07 REVENUE AGREEMENT WITH THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA WATER RESOURCES CONTROL BOARD FOR THE LEAKING UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS PROGRAM  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Local Oversight Program of the Department of Environmental Health enforces the cleanup of spills associated with leaking underground fuel storage tanks, thereby protecting the County’s groundwater resources.  The Program has been funded through a succession of revenue agreements with the State of California since 1988.  Since its inception, over 2,095 cases involving contamination by leaking underground storage tanks have been resolved within the County.  The Program currently oversees approximately 927 active cases.  Approximately 538 of these cases involve the presence of methyl tertiary-butyl ether, a gasoline additive used to reduce exhaust emissions that is also a groundwater contaminant and suspected carcinogen.  The Local Oversight Program is addressing this potential threat to the County’s groundwater resources through a risk-based approach by focusing on groundwater supplies that are most at risk, such as water wells in rural areas.  

The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval for the Fiscal Year 2006-07 revenue agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board to continue oversight activities for sites contaminated by underground storage tank leaks throughout the County, in an estimated amount of $1,568,574 .

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2006-07 CAO Proposed Operational Plan for the Department of Environmental Health in the amount of $1,568,574. If approved, this request will result in $1,568,574 in revenue and $1,325,445 in direct cost for Fiscal Year 2006-07.  The funding source is the revenue agreement with State Water Resources Control Board.  This is a full cost recovery agreement and will require no additional staff years.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	The Local Oversight Program provides services to underground storage tank owners, property owners, consultants, contractors, and the San Diego community, through oversight of the investigation and cleanup of spills from underground storage tanks.  Further, this program benefits businesses by insuring that cleanups meet State and local standards, enabling tank owners or operators to be reimbursed for costs through the State Water Resources Control Board’s Underground Storage Tank Cleanup Fund.

1. In accordance with Section 15061(b)(3) of the State of California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Guidelines, find that it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility this project may have a significant effect on the environment and that it is therefore exempt from CEQA.

	GETTING THE WORD OUT ON UNIVERSAL WASTE - STATUS REPORT AND AUTHORIZATION TO APPLY FOR AND ACCEPT  HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE GRANTS FROM THE CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD  (DISTRICT: ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On January 31, 2006 (19) at the request of Supervisor Cox, the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to work with all cities administering household hazardous waste programs in San Diego County and private industry to develop and implement a regional public outreach campaign educating San Diego County residents on the methods to properly dispose of or recycle previously exempt universal waste and report back in 90 days on the status of the public outreach campaign.  

Universal wastes are a classification of hazardous waste that are more common and pose a lower risk to people and the environment.   As of February 9, 2006, when certain exemptions to the California Universal Waste Rule expired, households and small businesses are no longer exempt from the universal waste disposal requirements, and may not place items such as household batteries, fluorescent bulbs, electronics and mercury-containing devices in the trash.

Working through the regional Solid Waste Technical Advisory Committee, representatives from all cities in the County have agreed to develop a regional outreach plan and seek grant funding, with the Department of Environmental Health as the lead agency. Commercial haulers have been actively participating in the distribution of information on universal wastes to their customers. Additionally, the Office of Strategy and Intergovernmental Affairs and the Department of Environmental Health are assessing and will recommend support for legislation that will create solutions supporting outreach and recycling and disposal options for universal waste.

The Board is requested to receive this status report on the development of a regional public outreach campaign to educate residents on the recycling or proper disposal of universal waste.  Additionally, it is recommended that the Board adopt a Resolution authorizing application for and acceptance of California Integrated Waste Management Board Household Hazardous Waste Grants for an estimated total amount of $315,000.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	There is no impact associated with receiving this report or applying for the grant in the current fiscal year.  If awarded, the grant will result in $315,000 in revenue for Fiscal Year 2006-07 through Fiscal Year 2008-09.  Fiscal Year 2006-07 revenue of $95,000 would be appropriated during the First Quarter Operational Plan Status Report. Revenue of $140,000 for Fiscal Year 2007-08 and $80,000 for Fiscal Year 2008-09 would be included in the operational plans for those fiscal years. The funding source is the California Integrated Waste Management Board.  This is a full cost recovery grant and will result in no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On February 1, 2005 (13), the Board approved and accepted a grant application for installation of a micro-turbine power plant at the Otay Water District to convert landfill gas (methane) from the adjacent Jamacha Landfill into electrical power (Thomas Guide, Page 1271, H6).  This grant has been awarded to the County.

Combustion turbines have been used on large landfill gas electric power projects for more than 20 years (a private company currently operates one such application at the County’s San Marcos Landfill). Five years ago, micro-turbine technology was developed that made it feasible to use at landfill sites such as the County’s inactive Jamacha Landfill. Most County inactive landfill sites are too small to support a similar project.  

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsible bidder, of a contract to install a micro-turbine system at the Otay Water District facility.

	Funds for this proposal are not budgeted. Funding sources are unanticipated revenue from a grant received from the San Diego Regional Energy Office Self-Generation Incentive Program ($273,000) and Solid Waste Environmental Trust Fund ($77,000), for a total current year cost of $350,000.  Maintenance costs of approximately $60,000 will be offset by approximately $110,850 in revenue from the Otay Water District, which will provide an estimated $50,850 in net revenue for ongoing landfill maintenance activities. There will be no additional staff years required and there will be no impact to the General Fund.

	On June 16, 2004 (2), the Board authorized formation of Permanent Road Division Zone 1014 – Lavender Point Lane, in the Valley Center area. On June 22, 2005 (24), the Board authorized formation of Permanent Road Division Zone 1015 – Landavo, in the Escondido area. (Thomas Guide 1130 C-4)  Both of these Zones were formed for the purpose of improving and maintaining roads, and the property owners have approved borrowing money to fund their work programs. Two loan programs available are the Permanent Road Division Internal Service Fund and the Bank Loan Program. 

Actions requested today include authorizations to establish appropriations, transfer loan funds from the Permanent Road Division Internal Service Fund, and for the Clerk of the Board to execute Loan Agreements, upon receipt on behalf of the two district zones so they can complete their road projects.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Department of Public Works has an immediate need for a consultant to prepare environmental review documents for a proposal to amend zoning regulations relating to the management of manure on farms and properties with animal raising operations.  Use of a consultant will enable the department to meet immediate support requirements and enhance the department’s ability to complete the proposed project in a timely manner. 

Numerous species of animals, particularly poultry and livestock, are raised on farms and operations throughout the county.  Current regulations do not consider waste management a part of farming.  This makes it difficult to manage animal waste in the most sensible and cost effective manner.  New development in previously rural areas and concern with water quality has made proper animal waste management a priority issue.  Agriculture operations are finding it increasingly difficult to store and transport animal waste in a manner that meets environmental regulations.  In addition, residents in new developments near these operations experience quality of life issues related to perceived nuisances including flies and odors.   

The Manure Management Committee, a multi-agency County task force, was formed to develop a feasible manure management strategy for the county.  Funded by the County, the University of California Cooperative Extension, San Diego County, participated in development of a study that showed composting on site to greatly decrease odor and fly breeding at poultry farms.  After reviewing results of this study and researching options, the Committee is recommending revisions to the County Zoning Ordinance to allow more opportunities for animal waste management.  Once environmental review is completed, a Zoning Ordinance amendment will be brought to the Planning Commission and then to your Board for consideration.
Public agencies in California must use a Qualifications Based Selection method to contract for consultant services.  This method requires such services be engaged on basis of demonstrated competence and qualifications for types of services to be performed at a fair and reasonable cost.  Board Policy F-40 (Procuring Architectural, Engineering and Related Professional Services) describes the County’s method for Qualifications Based Selection.  In accordance with provisions of Board Policy F-40, a consultant may be selected from a Joint City/County/Port of San Diego list for Environmental Services for projects where the consultant’s fee does not exceed $250,000.

This is a request to authorize the Director, Department of Purchasing and Contracting, to execute, upon recommendation of Department of Public Works and receipt, an agreement with a firm selected from the Joint City/County/Port of San Diego rotation list for the required services.  The agreement will require the firm to provide environmental services to the Department of Public Works for total compensation not to exceed $110,000 with a termination date of July 1, 2008.  The 
agreement will authorize the County to extend the termination date until funds are exhausted and to adjust allowable billing rates on an annual basis to mutually agreed upon fair and reasonable rates.  This item also includes a request to receive a report on Organic Resource Management.

	Funds for this request are included in the Fiscal Year 2005-06 and 2006-07 Department of Public Works and Department of Environmental Health Detailed Work Program. If approved, this request will result in Fiscal Year 2005-06 cost of approximately $55,000 and approximately $55,000 over the next year.  It will require no additional staff years.

	On April 26, 2006 (1), the Board of Supervisors took action as recommended, on Consent, introducing Ordinances for further Board consideration and adoption on May 10, 2006.

On April 5, 2006 (3), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing to April 26, 2006 at 9:00a.m.  To ensure compliance with Board Policy B-29, Fees, Grants, Revenue Contracts – Department Responsibility for Cost Recovery, the Department of Parks and Recreation has completed a fee analysis and determined that new processing fees are needed to offset the Department’s cost to review land development projects for impacts to existing parks, conditions related to trails, and for compliance with the Park Land Dedication Ordinance.

On January 12, 2005 (3), the Board of Supervisors adopted the County Trails Program and Master Plan.  The County Trails Program provides guidelines for preparing and recommending trail-related conditions for land development projects.  The estimated costs to perform these tasks are included in the annual fees analysis.  The Department also reviews proposed land development projects to determine if they will have impacts on County parks that should be mitigated, and to determine if Park Land Dedication Ordinance fees should be assessed or whether park improvements or park dedications are required.  The costs for the Department to undertake these reviews are also included in the fees analysis.

This Board letter requests approval of Department of Parks and Recreation processing fees to be effective July 1, 2006, and addition of one permanent position to support the County Trails Program.  If approved, this position, effective July 1, 2006, will be funded with the revenue generated by the proposed processing fees, and will be used for preparation and recommendation of trail-related approval conditions for land development projects.  

This request also includes the addition of five permanent positions, effective May 10, 2006, to support the County Trails Program and park operations, to be funded by current year budgeted appropriations in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.  These proposed positions will be used for trails construction, maintenance, and rehabilitation.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for the five requested permanent positions are budgeted in the current year Department of Parks and Recreation Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help budget.  Funds for the one requested position to be effective July 1, 2006 will be provided by revenue generated by the proposed processing fees being requested in this action.  If approved, this request will result in additional cost-offsetting revenue in future fiscal years, depending on the number and types of reviews completed.  There are approximately 50 applications for land development projects that are reviewed for impacts to trails and parks each month.  Based on the monthly estimates and an average of the proposed flat fees by permit type, the new fees will generate approximately $93,600 per year.

If the new fee schedule (Attachment D) is approved, the Department of Parks and Recreation will budget (starting Fiscal Year 2006-2007) the additional revenue to offset the cost of adding one new permanent Land Use/Environmental Planner II position for the County Trails Program (estimated at an annual cost of $89,551).  This position will be added to the budget, with the cost offset by the new fees revenue.

In addition, this request seeks approval to add five permanent positions (effective May 10, 2006) for the County Trails Program and park operations.  The recommended position classifications are three Park Maintenance Workers, one Equipment Operator, and one District Park Manager.  Current year costs, estimated at $77,152 will be funded by unexpended budgeted appropriations 
in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.  Subsequent years’ costs for these five positions, estimated at $308,608 annually, will be included in the Department’s annual budget, with the cost offset by a reduction in Salaries and Wages – Temporary Help.

If approved, this proposed action will have no increase in net County cost and will add five new permanent staff years to be effective May 10, 2006, and one new permanent staff year to be effective July 1, 2006.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 26, 2006 (2), the Board of Supervisors continued the hearing on the Oak Country Estates project and directed staff to prepare the documents necessary for approving the project with Lot E designated as Open Space. The Department of Planning and Land Use has prepared the documents, which include approvals for the General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan, Zone Reclassification, Tentative Map, and Administrative Permit, as well as revised environmental documentation. 

The Oak Country Estates project consists of a General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan, Rezone, Tentative Map and Administrative Permit that would allow a 57-lot subdivision on 768.5 acres located northwest of the intersection of Highland Valley Road and Rangeland Road, in the Ramona Community Planning Area.  The project proposes residential lots clustered on the western portion of the site, ranging in size from 2 to 40 acres.  The development footprint impacts approximately 220.3 acres of the site.  Open space is proposed for 485.2 acres, 279.6 acres of which would be preserved in dedicated open space easements.  Existing regulations include Estate Development Area, Environmentally Constrained Area, (20) General Agriculture, and (21) Specific Plan Area designations.  In addition, the site is currently zoned with the S88 and A70 regulations.

The General Plan Amendment proposes to amend the Ramona Community Plan to reduce the density of the applicable (21) Specific Plan Area Land Use Designation from 0.13 to 0.10 dwelling units per acre, reduce the minimum lot size within the Specific Plan from 6.0 to 2.0 acres, and to allow recreational uses throughout the planning area instead of restricting them to the Santa Maria Creek floodplain.  The Oak Country Estates Specific Plan covers approximately 647 acres of the 768.5-acre project site and provides for 52 of the 57 residential lots on approximately 163 acres of land, 63.1 acres are designated as open space designation, and approximately 392 acres are designated as open space.  The Rezone of the Oak Country Estates Specific Plan area would establish a density and minimum lot size consistent with the Specific Plan, provide more restrictive animal regulations (from O to L), and specify setback requirements (from V to B).  A Rezone of the project area that is outside of the Specific Plan, which is zoned with the A70 Use Regulation, would increase minimum lots sizes to 10 and 40 acres, and reduce densities to 0.1 and 0.025 dwelling units per acre.  The Tentative Map covers the project area outside of the Specific Plan and western portion of the Specific Plan. The Tentative Map proposes a total of 57 residential lots, four open space lots, 12 private street lots, and three common landscaped lots.  The Administrative Permit requires formation of a Homeowners Association, which will take responsibility for the ownership and maintenance of common lots.  Thomas Bros. Guide 1151-F5, F6, F7, G6, G7, H6, H7.
