	OVERVIEW:

	
	On May 11, 2004 the Board of Supervisors is scheduled to review the CAO Proposed Fiscal Year 2004-2005 Operation Plan.  The Operation Plan recognizes the difficult choices that must be made locally in response to the State’s fiscal condition, and this document reflects the recommended reductions submitted by the County departments.  Fortunately the organization has been preparing for this circumstance and therefore, many of the staffing reductions have been addressed through attrition and vacant positions are being eliminated as a result of that planning.  However, twelve departments are required to recommend reductions to positions that are encumbered which will impact employees and service levels.  These at risk employees have been identified and considerable effort is being made to find other employment opportunities throughout the County as vacancies occur through retirements and resignations.  A Workforce Support Team has been established through the Department of Human Resources to provide the necessary support to accomplish this.  We anticipate reassigning many of these employees by the proposed effective date for the reduction, July 8th, based on the historical attrition rate of the County.  Regrettably it is still anticipated that employees will be laid off. The Workforce Transition Team will provide periodic status reports reflecting the progress of their efforts in providing employment opportunities for the impacted employees.    We will maintain a close watch on budgetary events at the State level and will report on any impact on the proposed personnel actions.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Board of Supervisors has placed a high priority on strengthening regional preparedness for acts of terrorism or other disasters. Shortly after the terrorist acts of September 11, 2001, the Board approved appropriating one-time Tobacco Settlement funding for projects to improve emergency/domestic terrorism preparedness as reflected by actions on October 16, 2001 (1) and January 15, 2002 (1).  Further, on June 18, 2002 (7) and October 29, 2002 (5), the Board approved a revenue contract with the State to provide Fiscal Year 2002-03 funding in the amounts of $637,109 and $2,828,445 for bioterrorism preparedness. More recently, on February 24, 2004, the Board approved continuing the Centers for Disease Control funded Local Bioterrorism Preparedness Funding Plan and amending the San Diego County Medical Society contract (10) for recruiting and maintaining volunteer clinical disaster service workers. 

Today’s action requests Board approval to accept up to $150,000 in federal funds for the period September 30, 2003 through September 29, 2006. These funds will be used to further strengthen the County’s response to bioterrorism or other catastrophic events by increasing the pool of trained and qualified  medical volunteers.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	These revenues are already included in the FY 2003-05 and FY 2004-06 Operational Plans. The funding source is the federal Department of Health and Human Services.  There will be no change in net General Fund cost and no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	Mental health services are an essential component of the array of services provided by the County’s Health and Human Services Agency.  At the Board’s direction, and with stakeholder input, Adult/Older Adult Mental Health Services has been implementing a phased redesign to incorporate a biopsychosocial rehabilitation and recovery (BPSR) focus.  Similarly, Children’s Mental Health Services has been implementing a variety of system improvements, also with stakeholder involvement. 

Due to the State’s fiscal crisis and economic conditions, funding for both Adult/Older Adult and Children’s Mental Health Services was restricted in FY 2003-04 and some service reductions were necessary.  The State has not resolved its budget problems, and the FY 2004-05 fiscal outlook for Adult/Older Adult and Children’s Mental Health Services requires special efforts to find more economical and efficient ways to deliver services in order to avert additional adverse impacts on clients.

Adult/Older Adult and Children’s Mental Health Services have identified certain services currently delivered by County staff as viable candidates for managed competition.  These services are: (1) those provided by five adult outpatient clinics, one each in the Health and Human Services Agency’s Central, East, North Central, North Coastal and North Inland Regions; (2) the outpatient clinic for children and youth in the Central Region; (3) adult case management services provided throughout San Diego County; and (4) PERT (Psychiatric Emergency Response Team) services.   There are a total of 182 positions across the eight program areas.

The County has a long history of contracting for a wide range of mental health services.  Current mental health contracts include clinic, case management and PERT services, and contracted costs per units of service are lower than the costs for County-delivered services.  Unless costs for the services presently provided by the County can be lowered, both Adult/Older Adult and Children’s Mental Health Services anticipate the need for service reductions.  Managed competition will make use of market forces to reduce existing costs without cutting services, and will enable County staff to compete directly with the private sector.

Board authorization is requested to competitively procure the adult and children’s clinic services, adult case management services, and PERT services currently provided by County staff.  In accordance with Board Policy B-63, Competitive Determination of Optimum Service Delivery Method, County staff will be offered the opportunity to engage in managed competitions for these services.  Employee organizations inclusive of SEIU Locals 535 and 2028 will be offered the opportunity to participate pursuant to the Labor Organization Participation Plan contained in the County’s Managed Competition Guide.  

The procurements for adult mental health services will incorporate the principles and practices of biopsychosocial rehabilitation and recovery to the maximum extent feasible.  The procurements for children’s mental health services will incorporate the principles and practices of the children’s system of care to include elements of a wraparound approach.

Given the substantial number of procurements to be undertaken, Board authorization is also requested to extend three existing contracts.  Two case management contracts, representing less than 20% of all contracted case management services, are in their final option year, and a two-year extension is requested for these contracts.  There are three other case management contracts, which have option years through June 2007.  Previous Board action authorized a new competitive procurement for all of the contracted case management services, which would be undertaken in FY 2005-06.  A one-year extension is needed for the existing contract for BPSR services in North County.  This contract was competitively awarded in mid-FY 2000-01, and will begin its final option year in July 2004.  The three contractors are performing satisfactorily.  Reprocuring these services at this time could impair the ability of proposers to respond effectively to the recommended competitive procurement of services being delivered now by County staff, as well as limit the County’s ability to carefully manage the procurement process.  

Each competitive solicitation will be outcome-based, and the evaluation of private sector proposals will include the extent to which they provide for displaced County employees to receive preference in hiring should the County not win a managed competition.  The selected providers, whether County or private sector, will be monitored and held accountable for performing in accordance with their technical and cost proposals (County) or final negotiated contracts (private sector).  Any impacted County employees will receive transition services and placement assistance from the Agency and the Department of Human Resources.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The FY 2004-05 Proposed Operational Plan includes $127,928,178 for the Health and Human Services Agency’s Adult/Older Adult Mental Health Services division, and $85,395,572 for the Children’s Mental Health Services division.  Based on existing contract prices, the recommended procurements are expected to reduce costs by millions of dollars.  The amount of savings will be determined through the competitive process.

	On May 4, 2004 (11), the Board of Supervisors continued the Hearing to May 11, 2004 at 9:00 a.m.  

Waste Management, Inc., a collection service with facilities in San Diego, has requested the County support the issuance of not to exceed $7,000,000 in tax-exempt debt to finance new vehicles to be issued by the California Municipal Finance Authority.  The County of San Diego is currently not a member of CMFA and it is the County’s desire to become a member.  The formation of this authority will provide non-profit organizations and qualified for-profit organizations additional options for the issuance of tax-exempt financing.  The County of San Diego is currently a member of two other organizations that provide this service.  The distinguishing feature of the CMFA is that half of the annual fees to be paid by the applicant to the CMFA will come back to the County.  Half of that amount will be forwarded to a local non-profit as designated by the County and the other half will be remitted to the County.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	If approved, this proposal will result in a one-time $1,000 application fee to the County of San Diego.  In addition, half of the annual fees to be paid by the applicant to CMFA will come back to the County.  Half of that amount will be forwarded to a local non-profit as designated by the County and the other half will be remitted to the County. Minimum for the first year will be approximately $17,500 and will decrease thereafter as the principal amount of the bonds are paid down..

	SAN DIEGOASSOCIATION OF GOVERNMENTS PROPOSED TRANSNET EXTENSION (DISTRICTS:  ALL)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	TransNet is the San Diego county half-cent transportation sales tax approved by voters of San Diego County in 1987 for transportation improvements in the County.  As approved by the voters, TransNet revenue is allocated to improving highways (1/3), transit (1/3), and local streets and roads (1/3).  These funds have been key to helping address significant transportation needs in the San Diego region.  

This measure is due to sunset on March 31, 2008, and the San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) is in the process of drafting a new measure that would extend this tax for an additional 40-years.  A two-thirds voter approval is required.  The SANDAG Board of Directors must vote to approve the ordinance before it is placed on the November 2004 ballot.

On May 14, the SANDAG Board of Directors is expected to accept the draft ordinance from the public review period and approve the first reading and adoption of the TransNet ordinance.  This action presents critical issues still unresolved in the ordinance and proposes that the Board of Supervisors take an official position on the ordinance to oppose the approval of the TransNet ordinance unless amended to the satisfaction of the Board of Supervisors.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	AB 2064 (Goldberg) proposes to create a new division within the California State Parks system called Urban State Parks. This division would identify needs for parks and invest funding in highly urbanized areas of the state that tend to have low-income households, few resources, and are “park poor” areas.  As noble as this proposed legislation sounds, there are serious flaws in AB 2064 that excludes all of San Diego County from funding opportunities, and even jeopardizes San Diego County’s access to existing Park Bond Act funds.

Given the gross inadequacies in this bill, today’s action will request that a letter be prepared, to be signed by the Chairwoman of the San Diego County Board of Supervisors, stating San Diego County’s firm opposition to California State Assembly Bill 2064.
