	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro This is a request for authority to negotiate and enter into an expanded sole source contract for trauma shooting kits issued to law enforcement deputies. In the past year trauma kits have been purchased under a contract with Progressive Medical International, the sole respondent of a competitive bid, pursuant to Board Policy A-87, “Competitive Procurement,” in an amount within the purchasing authority of the Director of Purchasing.  However, the Sheriff has determined a need to expand the distribution of trauma kits among deputies, and increasing the current contract requires Board authority.   

The initial procurement was made with available grant funding of $64,000 from the 2008 State Homeland Security Program (SHSP) grant for purchases during the current fiscal year.  This request increases the contract by $65,000 for a total of $129,000, exceeding Board Policy A-87 limits and requiring your Board’s approval.>>

	<OVERVIEW:>>

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County Road Fund enables the County to operate, maintain, repair, and improve its nearly 2,000 miles of local streets and roads. Primary Road Fund revenues have historically been State allocations of Highway Users Tax Account (HUTA), a State-imposed excise tax on gasoline, and State allocations of State sales tax on gasoline, also referred to as Proposition 42 funding. During the past three years, the stability of these funding sources has been undermined through repeated intra-year suspensions and State borrowing. 

Earlier this year, the State approved legislation that effectively ended Proposition 42 funding for local transportation projects by replacing the State sales tax on gasoline purchases with an excise tax.  Funds derived from the new excise tax will be deposited into HUTA from which the County Road Fund gets a share pursuant to Article XIX of the California Constitution. 

Mindful of the instability of the Road Fund’s funding sources, on                      October 14, 2009 (6), your Board appropriated and designated $12.0 million in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Road Fund budget for contingency purposes for planning, review, design, and construction phases of road projects currently underway. That appropriation helped to ensure that despite threats to Road Fund ongoing revenues, funds were available to avoid interruption to project work scheduled during the current fiscal year.  In lieu of a single budget year appropriation, it has been determined that establishment of a reserve designation will better reflect the multi-year nature of ongoing road projects that can take years to design, entitle and complete.  

This is a recommendation to rescind the appropriation of the $12.0 million and use it towards the establishment of a fund designation in the amount of $26.0 million for planning, review, design, and construction phases of road projects currently underway. By establishing this designation now, stability of the Road Fund will be enhanced, and project delay risks will thereby be significantly reduced.>>

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The Beach Water Quality Monitoring Program in San Diego County is currently funded by a two-year $600,620 grant from the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) using Proposition 13 funds through June 30, 2010.

The SWRCB is using $123,200 of stimulus funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) to continue beach water monitoring through December 2010, with no other funding source currently secured for services beyond January 1, 2011.  

Recognizing that beach water quality monitoring is important in protecting the public health at local beaches, and that the public has come to rely on County government to monitor critical data and issue public health advisories when conditions are unhealthy, it is imperative we work with local environmental advocacy organizations and state and local agencies to find an alternative funding source that will prevent termination of this valuable program.  Today’s Board action would initiate the identification of possible alternative funding sources for the Beach Water Quality Monitoring Program, by requesting the assistance of the San Diego Regional Water Quality Control Board in procuring appropriate funding. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The monitoring program has historically been funded by the State through the Beach Safety Act (AB411), but when the Governor vetoed that line item in September of 2008, Supervisor Cox successfully led a coalition of local supporters to lobby the State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) to fund two additional years of water testing using Proposition 13 funds.  That two-year contract ends June 30, 2010 and the SWRCB is using ARRA stimulus funds to extend the program through December of 2010.  Today’s action directs the CAO to identify possible alternative funding sources to extend monitoring services beyond January 1, 2011 and requires no costs and no additional staff years at this time. 	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro The County received an application from the Salk Institute for Biological Studies, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation (“Institute” or “Borrower”) to provide conduit financing and refinancing in an amount not to exceed $45,000,000 for certain capital improvements located at 10010 North Torrey Pines Road, La Jolla, California 92037.  These improvements include: (i) the acquisition, construction and equipping of a central power plant and installation of photovoltaic panels (“2010 Project”) and, (ii) if market conditions permit, refinancing of the outstanding County of San Diego Certificates of Participation, dated April 1, 2000 sold on behalf of the Institute  (“2000 COPs”), the proceeds of which were used for the acquisition, construction and equipping of research facilities at the same location (“2000 Project” and together with the 2010 Project, the “Project”).  The proposed conduit financing would be carried out with the sale and delivery of certificates of participation, with repayment secured by installment payments from the Institute.  The 2010 Project is anticipated to cost approximately $26 million.  The outstanding amount of the 2000 COPs is           $12.9 million.

The County is authorized to assist nonprofit organizations in the financing of facilities as a conduit issuer.  In order to do so, the Board must: (1) conduct a public hearing allowing members of the public to comment on the proposed Project and (2) approve the County’s execution, delivery, and sale of certificates of participation and the related financing documents.

The Institute is also requesting a second amendment to the Installment Sale Agreement related to the 2000 COPs so that the Institution may incur parity debt, subject to certain conditions.  

Today’s recommendations would allow the Institute to participate in a conduit financing with the County in order to provide tax-exempt funding for the Project.  The recommendations would authorize the County’s participation as a conduit issuer only.  The repayment of the certificates of participation would be obligations wholly secured by the Institute, the conduit borrower.  >>

	<Funds for the request are not included in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Adopted Operational Plan.  If approved, no additional appropriations are necessary, but contingent upon the successful close of the financing, up to $46,500 of over-realized revenue will be used to reimburse the County for one-time costs associated with this financing.  In addition, the County will realize future revenues of up to 0.02% of the outstanding principal amount (but not more than $5,000 or less than $500) annually to offset monitoring costs, which will be deposited to the County Investor Relations Fund, as previously approved by the Board of Supervisors on August 11, 1998 (32).

The Institute will be responsible for the payment of all present and future costs related to the proposed sale and delivery of the certificates of participation.  The County will incur no obligation of indebtedness as a result of these actions.>>

	<As part of the County of San Diego’s ongoing effort to streamline and promote organizational efficiencies and functional threading, the Chief Administrative Officer is recommending the reorganization of the Department of Media and Public Relations and consolidation of staff currently in other County departments who are performing duties relating to media and public information by centralizing these communication functions.  This action will minimize duplication of effort and increase operational efficiencies.  However, it will require a workforce reduction of 31 County-wide Full Time Equivalent (FTE) positions, primarily from the Department of Media and Public Relations (20 FTEs), but also including Health and Human Services Agency (5 FTEs), Departments of Planning and Land Use (1 FTE), Parks and Recreation (2 FTEs), Public Works (1 FTE), Probation (1 FTE), and the Office of Emergency Services (1 FTE).

Due to the current state and federal economic situation, there is an immediate need for strong and proactive action to maintain the fiscal stability of the County of San Diego.  Difficult choices must be made and this document reflects the proposed staffing reductions submitted by county departments.  Fortunately, the organization has been preparing for this, therefore many of the staffing reductions have been addressed through attrition.  However, in response to the local and State economic conditions, seven departments are required to recommend reductions of 62 positions in the classified service and 4 positions in the unclassified service that are presently encumbered due to either a lack of work or lack of funds.

	This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance from current year operations.  The projected balance for the General Fund is $200.4 million, and for all budgetary funds combined is $247.1 million.  In the General Fund, positive balances are projected for all five groups.  While positive, the projection for the Public Safety Group reflects the impact of Proposition 172 sales tax and vehicle license fee revenue shortfalls that are driven by the economic recession and lagging consumer spending.  In addition, the projected fund balance reflects the conservation of management and contingency reserves and projects that general purpose revenues will do better than estimated in the adopted budget.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  In the Public Safety Group, adjustments include recommendations to establish appropriations for the Rancho San Diego Sheriff’s Patrol Station capital project based on fund balance available in the Sheriff’s Asset Forfeiture Fund and in the Sheriff’s Department for the Prescription Drug Take Back Operation.  Other significant adjustments include the use of fund balance to partially mitigate the shortfall in Proposition 172 revenues in the Sheriff’s Department.

In the Land Use and Environment Group, significant adjustments include a request to amend the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program by changing the funding source for the South Santa Fe Avenue North road widening project from TransNet revenue to Proposition 1B revenue, amend the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Equipment Operations ISF Spending Plan by substituting fund balance for equipment rental operating fees as the funding source for maintenance, fuel and interdepartmental expenses and amend the budgets in the Capital Outlay Fund and the Parks and Recreation Department to properly account for the acquisition of an open space easement pursuant to the Multiple Species Conservation Program (MSCP).  In addition, a request is submitted to increase the fund balance designation within the General Fund for Environmental Health based on the Land Use and Environment Group’s Fiscal Year 2008-09 fund balance.

In the Community Services Group, a recommendation would establish appropriations for election-related costs in the Registrar of Voters for conducting the Oceanside Special Recall Election.

In the Finance and General Government Group, an adjustment would establish appropriations for the one-time purchase of information technology hardware and software.

In the Capital Program, it is recommended that savings from lower than anticipated construction and development costs for the Medical Examiner and Forensic Center project be redirected  to help fund the Phase 1B portion of the County Operations Center and Annex Redevelopment Project that is included in the CAO’s Proposed Operational Plan for Fiscal Years 2010-12. Other recommendations include adjustments to cancel the remaining appropriations and related revenue for 25 projects that are anticipated to be completed and capitalized at the end of the fiscal year.>
