	< MacroButton NoMacro On February 4, 1992 (17), the Board of Supervisors authorized staff to apply for funding under the 1988 Bond Act - Specified Local Agency Grant Program for acquisition of land at Volcan Mountain and directed the Chief Administrative Officer to pursue additional sources of funding for the acquisition of land within the approved Volcan Mountain Focused Planning Area bordered by Highways 78 and 79 and State Route 2.  The County, along with other public and private entities, has acquired over 34,000 acres in the Volcan Mountain Focused Planning Area.  To date, 6,700 of those acres are owned by the County.  
The Nature Conservancy recently acquired 422 acres from Stephen P. Rutherford located immediately west of Volcan Road between State Route 79 and San Felipe Road, within the planning area (Thomas Guide Page 409, K-10).  The Volcan Mountain Preserve Foundation has expressed an interest in purchasing and managing approximately 37 of  the 422 acres from The Nature Conservancy.  The purchase price for the 37 acres is $400,000 based on an independent appraisal.  The Volcan Mountain Preserve Foundation has committed to pay $100,000, and will deed to the County an open space easement over the 37-acre parcel in exchange for the County funding the balance of the purchase price.  County valuation staff has reviewed the appraisal and supports the value of $300,000 for the proposed open space easement.

Today’s request requires two steps.  On April 14, 2010, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for May 12, 2010, and provide public notice of the hearing to consider approving the purchase of an open space easement over the 37-acre property.  If the Board takes the actions recommended on April 14, 2010, then on May 12, 2010 the Board is requested to make the necessary environmental findings and approve the purchase of the open space easement on the property identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 249-084-09 from the Volcan Mountain Preserve Foundation.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds in the amount of $322,500 are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000040 – Volcan Mountain West Acquisitions.  If approved, there will be a current year cost of $322,500, including $300,000 for the purchase of an open space easement, $3,500 for escrow and title costs and $19,000 for staff and related costs necessary to complete the transaction.  Although funds for the purchase are available in the capital project the costs should be incurred in the operating department to maintain compliance with Governmental Accounting Standards Board Statement No. 51 (GASB 51) requirements.  Therefore, funds will need to be transferred to the Department of Parks and Recreation Resource Management Division (Org 52821).  The entire 37-acre property will be owned and maintained by The Volcan Mountain Preserve Foundation.  The County will have no responsibility to maintain or manage the land.  There will be no change in net General Fund costs and no additional staff years as a result of this request.

	< MacroButton NoMacro The County has identified a 150-acre property known as the Helix property in the unincorporated Escondido Creek area available for inclusion into the County’s Del Dios Highlands Preserve.  The property is located on the west side of Del Dios Highway at Mount Israel Road (Thomas Guide: Page 1129, B-7).  The fair market value of the property is $4,000,000, as determined by an independent appraiser.  
The State Wildlife Conservation Board will be contributing $2,600,000 of Federal Fiscal Year 2009 Cooperative Endangered Species Fund Grant (Section 6) dollars to this acquisition.  The County will fund the balance of the purchase price of $1,400,000.  
On April 14, 2010, it is requested that the Board set a hearing for May 12, 2010 and provide public notice of the hearing.  If the Board takes the actions recommended for April 14, 2010, then on May 12, 2010, after making necessary findings, the Board is requested to approve the purchase of the property, identified as Assessor’s Parcel Numbers 270-030-17, 270-290-08, 272-060-01, 272-161-03 and -04 for $4,000,000  from Helix 1960, Ltd.  These actions are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.

	< MacroButton NoMacro Funds in the amount of $1,632,500 are included in the Fiscal Year 2009-10 Operational Plan for Capital Project 1000012 – Multiple Species Conservation Program Acquisition.  If approved, this request will result in additional costs and revenue of $2,600,000 based on revenue from the State Wildlife Conservation Board, bringing total project costs to $4,232,500.  The funds will be used as follows:  $4,000,000 for the County’s property acquisition cost, plus $5,500 for title and escrow fees, $32,000 for staff costs and administrative expenses to complete the transaction, $75,000 for a Resource Management Plan and $120,000 for one-time stewardship activities such as vegetation management, installation of erosion control measures, signage, fencing, gates and other access control measures.  
Total annual ongoing costs for land stewardship, adaptive management and monitoring of the property are estimated at $15,000 per year.  In addition, there will be an annual cost of $6,140 for fixed charge assessments on the property, including fire protection, water standby and vector control charges.  The Department of Parks and Recreation will seek funding in the Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Operational Plan budget process for these ongoing costs.  Although continued acquisition of preserve land could eventually create the need for additional oversight staff, no additional staffing will be required as a result of this proposed purchase.  There will be no change in current year net General Fund costs.

	< MacroButton NoMacro On March 26, 2010, notices and ballots for a proposed increase in benefit assessments were mailed to property owners in Permanent Road Division Zone No. 76 – Kingsford Court, located in the El Cajon area of the County of San Diego (Thomas Guide page 1252, A-1).  Representatives of this 18-home community have requested a ballot measure increasing assessments for Zone No. 76 – Kingsford Court to provide sufficient funding to slurry seal the road maintained within the district boundary. 

The property owners for the Zone No. 76 were noticed by mail as part of the ballot proceedings.  This action requires two steps.  On May 12, 2010, public comments will be received about the proposed action.  Upon close of the hearing on May 12, 2010, the ballots will be tabulated and certified.  Staff will return to the Board on May 19, 2010, requesting the Board to accept and confirm results of the assessment ballot proceedings for Permanent Road Division Zone No. 76 – Kingsford Court.

	< MacroButton NoMacro If approved, this request will result in an increase in the maximum benefit assessment from $17 per benefit unit to $75 per benefit unit in Fiscal Year 2010-11.  This increase would commence with the property tax bills due on December 10, 2010. Estimated annual maximum benefit assessment revenue for the district in Fiscal Year 2010-11 would increase from $578 to $2,550.  

In Fiscal Year 2011-12 the maximum benefit assessment would increase from $75 per benefit unit to $125 per benefit unit.  Estimated annual maximum benefit assessment revenue for the district in Fiscal Year 2011-12 would increase from $2,550 to $4,250.

In Fiscal Year 2012-13 and beyond, the maximum benefit assessment would remain at $125 plus that year’s Consumer Price Index (CPI) for San Diego.  

Road work requested by the committee for Permanent Road Division Zone No.              76 – Kingsford Court is estimated to be approximately $17,000.  If the ballot measure passes, the County will perform a slurry seal when enough revenue has accumulated.

There is no General Fund impact from this request.  If approved, this item will result in no annual County cost and will require no additional staff years.

	<  MACROBUTTON NoMacro San Diego County, along with the State of California, is facing a severe water crisis.  We import more than 85% of our water from the Colorado River and State Water Project, but the County’s imported water supplies are threatened by environmental and legal constraints.  Record-setting drought conditions in Southern California and along the Colorado River, and the court-ordered shutdown of the State Water Project pumps has already reduced the County’s imported water supply, with more cutbacks expected.  We need balance in our water supply and innovation to create water independence for Southern California. 	<The County’s TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects involves planned expenditure of anticipated revenues from TransNet, the half-cent transportation sales tax originally approved by voters in 1987.  Revenue from the TransNet Extension Program, approved by the voters on November 2, 2004, began last Fiscal Year and will continue through 2048.  The San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) administers this major transportation funding program.  

The Regional Transportation Improvement Program is updated biannually and subsequently amended on a quarterly basis.  SANDAG Board of Directors adopted the 2008 Regional Transportation Improvement Program update on July 25, 2008, and submitted it to the California Transportation Commission for inclusion in the State Transportation Program.  SANDAG approves the County’s TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects as an element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program.  
SANDAG has requested that local agencies submit amended 2008 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects by June 4, 2010.  SANDAG’s Transportation Committee is scheduled to approve the last amendment to the 2008 Regional Transportation Improvement Program on July 16, 2010.  

SANDAG has also asked that local agencies submit a 2010 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects by June 30, 2010.  SANDAG’s Transportation Committee is scheduled to approve the 2010 Regional Transportation Improvement Program on September 24, 2010.  
This is a request to adopt a resolution to amend the County’s 2008 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects to reflect funding allocation adjustments based on final construction costs.  This is also a request to adopt a resolution to adopt the County’s  2010 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program.  Upon Board approval, the County’s amended 2008 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects and the 2010 TransNet Local Street Improvement Program of Projects will be submitted to SANDAG for approval.

	< MacroButton NoMacro On May 6, 2009 (4) the Board of Supervisors approved and authorized the Director of Environmental Health to execute a revenue agreement with the California Water Resources Control Board for the period July 1, 2009 through June 30, 2010.  The Local Oversight Program of the Department of Environmental Health enforces the cleanup of spills associated with leaking underground fuel storage tanks, thereby protecting the county’s groundwater resources.  Acceptance of this program is at the Board of Supervisors’ discretion.  The Program has been funded through a succession of annual revenue agreements with the State of California since 1988.  
The Department of Environmental Health is seeking Board approval for the Fiscal Year 2010-11 revenue agreement with the State of California Water Resources Control Board to continue oversight activities for sites contaminated by underground storage tank leaks throughout the County, in an amount of $2,110,400.

The purpose of the Underground Utility District program is to improve public health, safety and welfare, and enhance the appearance of communities by undergrounding overhead utilities in areas of benefit to the general public. Board Policy J-17, Undergrounding of Existing Overhead Utility Facilities, establishes a policy and procedure for district formation and program administration.  This item involves enhancing safety and welfare in the community of Alpine by undergrounding electrical service and other utilities through formation of a Utility Underground District.

This is a request to set a hearing for May 12, 2010, to form a new district, Alpine Boulevard in Alpine (Thomas Guide Page 1234 B-6).  Establishing an Underground      Utility District is a two-step process.
