	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Public Authority Governing Body is requested to receive the proposed In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority administrative budget for FY 2003-04 and direct the scheduling of related public hearings and budget deliberations.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for operations is based on monies from the General Fund, which is based on revenue from the State Department of Social Services and on Social Services Realignment revenue received by the Health and Human Services Agency.  The proposed administrative budget is subject to the Governing Body’s review and approval.  Pursuant to State law, the proposed budget, if accepted prior to July 1, 2003, will become the temporary operating budget until formal adoption by the Governing Body.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On December 3, 2002 (IA1), the County of San Diego In-Home Supportive Services Public Authority Governing Body approved the revised Fiscal Year 2002-2003 Administrative Operational Plan.  The Operational Plan includes funding for employee benefits for the Public Authority administrative staff.  This item presents the details of the proposed pension plan for the administrative staff, requests Governing Body approval of the required resolution and authorizes execution of the trust agreement necessary to establish the retirement plan.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are included in the Public Authority Fiscal Year 2002-03 Operational Plan.  If approved, this action will result in estimated Fiscal Year 2002-2003 costs of $98,959 and estimated Fiscal Year 2003-04 costs of $92,949.  There will be no additional staff years.
