Establish appropriations of $170,000 in the Air Pollution Control District, Air Quality School Bus Program fund for one-time reimbursement of alternative fuel costs used in school buses funded under the 2000/2001 Lower Emission School Bus Program based on Fiscal Year 2004-05 fund balance available. (4 VOTES)
