ADOPT RESOLUTION CONSENTING TO ANNEXATION OF TERRITORY CURRENTLY IN PADRE DAM MUNICIPAL WATER DISTRICT SERVICE AREA (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Padre Dam Municipal Water District currently is the sewer service provider for 8,130 acres in the unincorporated area of the Upper San Diego River Sub-Basin that includes portions of Eucalyptus Hills & Morena Valley areas of Lakeside (Thomas Guide pages 1211 and 1212).  Padre Dam, Lakeside and Riverview Water Districts are pursuing reorganization through the San Diego Local Agency Formation Commission.  In this reorganization, Lakeside and Riverview Water Districts will merge, detach from Padre Dam and receive their water directly from San Diego County Water Authority.  The benefit of this reorganization is more efficiency in providing water and sewer services to this area. Studies conducted in preparation for the reorganization showed that the Lakeside Sanitation District is the most logical successor agency to annex the detached territory. 

This is a proposal to annex this territory to the Lakeside Sanitation District. Lakeside Sanitation District already provides limited sewer service within the proposed detachment area.  Staff has determined that the annexation of this sewer service area to the Lakeside Sanitation District would have no detrimental impacts to existing sanitation district customers and would preserve the existing sewer service entitlements in the affected territory.  

This is a request to adopt a resolution consenting to annexation of territory to the Lakeside Sanitation District within the Upper San Diego River Sub-Basin. This action will facilitate the reorganization process.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	This request will have no fiscal impact.  There is no indication that development will result in more customers to the Lakeside Sanitation District as a result of this annexation proposal in the near future. However, should development result in new sewer service, the Developers will pay costs associated with that service, and sewer service fees collected from new customers will pay operating costs.

1. Find, pursuant to section 15320 of the State CEQA Guidelines, that the below recommended actions are exempt from CEQA because the proposed reorganization does not change the area in which previously existing powers were exercised. 

2. Adopt a resolution entitled Resolution of the Board of Directors of the Lakeside Sanitation District Consenting to the Annexation of Territory to the Lakeside Sanitation District within the Upper San Diego River Sub-Basin. 

3. Direct the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors to transmit copies of the resolution to San Diego Local Agency Formation Commission, Padre Dam Municipal Water District, Lakeside Water District and Riverview Water District.
