CAMPO COMMUNITY WATER AND SEWER FEES AND FUTURE GOVERNANCE STRUCTURE (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 22, 2004 (3), the Board of Supervisors adopted Campo Hills water and sewer rates.  As part of that action, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to return with recommendations for adjustments in water and sewer charges for the Campo Community water and sewer system to achieve full cost recovery from existing customers.  The Board also directed that alternative means for governing the Campo Community Water and Sewer System be explored.

A full-cost recovery financing plan has been developed that would increase water and sewer bills to approximately 45 customers served by the Campo Community Water and Sewer System over a five year period starting January 1, 2006.  Staged implementation will help Campo Community customers adjust to the higher utility costs. General Purpose Revenue will continue to subsidize the Campo Community customers during this interim period and pay the balance of the revenue needed to fund the Campo Community water and sewer systems.  The subsidy would end once the Campo Community customers are paying the full cost recovery rate.
Over the next five years, the recommended adjustments will increase the average Campo Community residential customer’s water bill from $26 to $150 per month, based on consumption, and sewer bills from $16 to $55 per month.  Corresponding adjustments will be made in multi-family and commercial customers.  The same rate structure will be applied to County facilities.  When fully implemented, these water and sewer charges will be comparable to the charges paid by Campo Hills residents.

The recommended rate structure will generate sufficient income to fully fund the operation of both the water and sewer systems including funding appropriate operation and capital improvement reserves.  

The County currently uses its general governance powers rather than a County Sanitation District to operate Campo Community water and sewer systems. A report evaluating alternative means for governing the Campo Community water and sewer systems has been completed.  The report concludes the formation of either an Independent Special District / Mutual Water Company or Privatization of Water Services is not feasible at this time due to lack of a fully implemented rate structure based on full cost recovery from all users, lack of operation and capital improvement reserves, uncertainty about the existing system’s operational condition, and small size of the system without growth potential.  The report also found that formation of a County Sanitation District would formalize the existing water and sewer operations and limit financial risks to the County General Fund.

This is a request to schedule a Public Hearing for July 27, 2005, and to provide public notice to all Campo Community customers of the recommended water and sewer charge adjustment. 

Upon Board approval, Department of Public Works will continue discussions with the Campo community and investor-owned water companies regarding the long-term feasibility of changing the governance structure of the Campo Water System, and return to the Board as such time such change is deemed practical; and to pursue the establishment of a County Sanitation District for water and sewer service.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The recommended fee adjustment would increase Fiscal Year 2005-06 Campo Community water service revenue by approximately $4,800 and Campo wastewater service by approximately $3,400.  General Purpose Revenue budget by the Department of Public Works for water service would increase by $63,960 and would decrease by $10,400 for sewer service.

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This action will have no impact on business activity; however, should the Board decide to increase water and sewer service charges following the July 27, 2005 public hearing, local business would experience, on average, an annual increase of $40 per month for water and sewer charges for the next five years.

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

4. Direct the Director, Department of Public Works to provide written notification, approved by County Counsel, to all property owners serviced by the Campo Community water and sewer systems that a Public Hearing will be held on July 27, 2005, to consider water and sewer charge rate adjustment.

5. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to continue discussions with the Campo community and investor-owned water companies regarding the long-term feasibility of changing the governance structure of the Campo water system and return to the Board as such time such change is deemed practical.

6. Direct the Chief Administrative Officer to take the necessary steps to establish a Campo Sanitation District to administer the Campo water and sewer system with a goal of having the District operational by July 1, 2007.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	On April 19, 2005 (1), considering an item brought to the Board by Supervisor Bill Horn, the Board directed the Chief Administrative Officer to review all County policies relating to the Landscape and Lighting Act and return to the Board within 90 days with recommended changes and revisions.
The Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972, Streets and Highways Code Sections 22500, et seq., provides the County the ability to form assessment districts for several purposes, including street lighting, landscaping, and open space easements. The County’s existing Street Lighting District utilizes proceedings from the Landscape and Lighting Act to annex property owners wishing additional streetlights in their area.

There are needs other than street lighting for which Landscape and Lighting District Act proceedings may be an appropriate method to provide an ongoing funding mechanism. Project applicants may be required by the County, or may desire, to maintain a particular land feature in perpetuity. For example, a project applicant may be required to establish an open space easement, and along with that establishment be required to ensure that the open space easement is maintained in perpetuity.

Existing alternative mechanisms would require the project applicant to establish an endowment, or ensure that homeowners form a homeowners’ association. The first option can be so expensive as to make a particular development condition infeasible or drive housing costs too high. The second option for maintaining required easements does not guarantee the homeowners’ association will continue to properly maintain the feature. In some cases, this could result in non-compliance with State, Federal, or local laws. Both options also fail to address the question of responsibility for contract administration and quality assurance. 

This is a proposal to adopt a new Board Policy that would define approved expanded use of Landscape and Lighting District Act proceedings. It is recommended that, for purposes of clarity to the public, the expanded use be separate and distinct from the existing Lighting Maintenance District Formation and Annexation Policy. To ensure these two different types of districts are not confusing for the public, it is proposed that the new district be called a Landscape Maintenance District. On today’s agenda is a proposal to initiate formation of the district, via a Resolution of intent for a district to maintain parks currently located in County Service area No. 26 – Rancho San Diego.

As part of the review directed by the Board, staff determined that amendments to Policy J-20, Lighting Maintenance District Annexations and Formations, would benefit customers. Proposed amendment would change the title of this Policy to San Diego County Street Lighting District and expand it to include more detail about the District and its processes.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The requested action will have no fiscal impact. If a district is proposed for formation, a deposit will be required of the proponent to offset any staff time required. The requested action will not result an increase in required staff years, however it is unknown how many future formations there might be, and how that might impact staffing needs. 

	
	BUSINESS IMPACT STATEMENT:

	
	This would create the ability for a project applicant to ensure long-term maintenance without, in some cases, providing funding in perpetuity. This would be a benefit for those project applicants that have requirements for maintenance of conditioned features.

INTENTION TO INITATE PROPOSITION 218 COMPLIANT BALLOT PROCEEDINGS TO ESTABLISH PROPOSED LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE DISTRICT ZONE NO. 1 - PARKS MAINTENANCE ASSESSMENT DISTRICT FOR RANCHO SAN DIEGO (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	The Advisory Board of County Service Area 26 – Rancho San Diego has petitioned the County to conduct mailed ballot proceedings for levy of a benefit assessment pursuant to the Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972.  Assessments would provide revenue to maintain existing and additional park and recreation facilities serving the community of Rancho San Diego.

In order to maintain current levels of service to these parks and future park improvements within this Parks Maintenance Assessment District as requested by the residents of Rancho San Diego, the Department of Parks and Recreation proposes the establishment of a benefit assessment on properties in and around the geographic areas of County Service Area 26, including certain parcels that are outside the boundaries of County Service Area 26, but which receive benefits from parks included in that County Service Area.

On April 19, 2005 (1), the Board of Supervisors directed the Chief Administrative Officer to review all County policies relating to the Landscape and Lighting Act and return to the Board within 90 days with recommended changes and revisions.  The Department of Public Works is currently formulating the policies and procedures regarding the establishment of districts for special benefit assessments.  The Department of Parks and Recreation has consulted with the Department of Public Works on this proposed Board action.  The Department of Public Works concurs that the proposal is in line with the policies and procedures that are being developed.

This requested action is to accept the Preliminary Engineer’s Report, adopt a resolution to initiate the formation of, and stating its intentions to establish a Rancho San Diego Parks Maintenance Assessment District, and approve a resolution adopting assessment ballot procedures.  The resolution sets the date of July 13, 2005, as the date of the required public hearing.  Approval of this request will initiate the ballot proceedings in order for property owners to vote on the benefit assessment.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funding for this proposal is budgeted in County Service Area (CSA) 26 and will result in a $17,600 current year cost to fund the ballot proceedings process for formation of a Parks Maintenance Assessment District.  If the ballot measure is approved, it will result in an estimated additional $175,000 in annual revenue for maintenance of parks located within CSA 26.  This additional revenue will be combined with the current annual revenue of $232,500 that is funded by a fixed charge from CSA 26 residents.  The new parks maintenance assessment is being requested because the current CSA 26 revenue source does not generate sufficient funding to provide the level of park maintenance requested by the residents of Rancho San Diego.  This proposal requires no additional staff years.

	OVERVIEW:

	
	This project involves the widening of a 3.7-mile portion of Valley Center Road beginning one mile south of Banbury Drive and terminating just east of Cole Grade Road (Thomas Guide: 1090-E7 to F1). This is the final phase of a $42 million, 5.7-mile Valley Center Road improvement project that is part of the San Diego County Element of the Regional Transportation Improvement Program. This phase of the project is funded with TransNet funds, Valley Center Municipal Water District funds, Utility Company funds and contributions from both the Rincon San Luiseno Band of Mission Indians and the San Pasqual Band of Mission Indians.  

The project involves realignment and widening of the existing two and three-lane road to four lanes with median and bike lanes.  The project will improve traffic circulation and safety of motorists, bicyclists and pedestrians. It also involves major drainage improvements, bridge construction, traffic signals, water main construction and utility undergrounding.  

The project requires acquisition of 77 permanent road easements and acceptance of existing Irrevocable Offers to Dedicate on six parcels. To date 56 easements have been obtained. On October 27, 2004 (4), the Board adopted a Resolution of Necessity to initiate eminent domain action for the remaining right of way necessary for the Valley Center Road North Improvement Project. Eminent domain suits, which include an Order of Possession, have been filed with the court. The Real Estate Services Division is conducting negotiations with the remaining property owners in an attempt to reach agreements rather than allow the matters to be decided by the court. All necessary Orders of Possession are expected to be completed by June 2005. At time of docketing this letter, an agreement between the County and the San Pasqual Band of Mission Indians, was scheduled for May 11, 2005, which would contribute $5,995,000 toward this project.

This is a request to 1) appropriate unanticipated revenue from TransNet, Tribal contributions and utility fair share reimbursements; 2) approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Valley Center Road North Improvements; 3) approve execution, upon receipt, of a construction agreement with the Valley Center Municipal Water District; and 4) approve execution, upon receipt, of Utility Undergrounding Agreements. Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, after all Orders of Possession for right of way have been secured. Project construction is scheduled to begin in Summer 2005 and to be complete by Summer 2007.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program. The funding sources are unanticipated revenue from TransNet ($13,932,518), Rincon San Luiseño Band of Mission Indians ($2,070,547), San Pasqual Band of Mission Indians ($5,995,000), Valley Center Municipal Water District ($4,330,411), San Diego Gas and Electric ($2,816,508), SBC Pacific Bell Telephone Company ($507,689), and Mediacom Cable Company ($129,385).  If approved, this request will result in a current year cost of $29,782,058, no annual cost and will require no additional staff years.

	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER
1. Find that the Final Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Valley Center Road Widening Project, SCH No. 1999021081, on file in the Department of Public Works, has been completed in compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and State and County CEQA Guidelines, that the decision-making body has reviewed and considered the information contained therein prior to approving the project, and that the EIR reflects the independent judgment and analysis of the Board of Supervisors, and:

	Listing of the California gnatcatcher as threatened in 1993 required that a Federal Endangered Species Act Section 10(a) (16 U.S.C. §1539), or Section 7 Permit be acquired before any Coastal sage scrub can be cleared.  Under the State of California Natural Community Conservation Planning program, in conjunction with the 4(d) rule of the Federal Endangered Species Act, a loss of up to 5% of Coastal sage scrub is allowed provided the jurisdiction in which the take is occurring is enrolled in actively developing a Natural Communities Conservation Plan, such as the County’s Multiple Species Conservation Program.

Board Policy I-122, Use of the County’s 5% Allowable Loss of Coastal Sage Scrub by Other Jurisdictions, establishes procedures for other jurisdictions, such as those participating in the Multiple Habitat Conservation Program, to request use of a portion of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment, including requirements under which requests can be granted, and compensation options.

This is a recommendation that the Board of Supervisors approve and authorize a request by the City of Oceanside for the 1) Darwin Knolls Project for use of 0.32 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122; and 2) Darwin Glen Project for use of 0.9 acres of the County’s 5% Coastal sage scrub loss allotment in conformance with Board Policy I-122.  Compensation will be in the form of $9,600 and $27,000 ($30,000 per acre) respectively, payable to the County of San Diego for acquisition and related activities for purchase of lands located in the same Supervisory District as the impact in accordance with Board Policy I-122 Paragraph 3.b.

	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Capital Outlay Fund.  The funding source is the City of Oceanside.  If approved, this request will result in current year revenue of $36,600, bringing total appropriations in the Capital Project to $784,800 to be used for future acquisitions in District 5.  The proposed action will require the addition of no staff years and will  have no direct fiscal impact on the County General Fund. The Paradise Flower Farm is a 46-acre farm located in Valley Center in the immediate vicinity of the County of San Diego’s Hellhole Canyon Open Space Preserve.  The Back Country Land Trust, a non-profit land trust, is eligible to apply for California Farmland Conservancy Program funding. The owners of Paradise Flower Farm owners would like to keep the property in agriculture.  Therefore, the Back Country Land Trust is seeking to acquire an agricultural conservation easement over the property, rather than fee title.   This is the first proposal to be brought to your Board after the adoption of the new Board Policy entitled, Support and Encouragement of Farming in San Diego County [May 11, 2005 (8)].

This grant program requires a resolution of support from the County of San Diego certifying that the grant application meets the eligibility criteria set forth in Public Resources Code Section 10251 and that the proposal has been approved by the Board. 	This project consists of pavement construction, sidewalk and drainage improvements along Parkside Street in Lakeside, from Channel Road to River Street (Thomas Guide: Page 1232-A3). The project will improve pedestrian access and safety and will address flooding at the intersection of Parkside Street and Channel Road, which occurs during heavy rains. It also includes construction along Parkside Street that would have ultimately been a developer frontage improvement. The County will be reimbursed for this work through a Construction Cooperation Agreement with the developer, Windmill Village LLC. In addition, overhead utilities will be undergrounded, pursuant to the recent formation of the Parkside Underground Utility District.

The project requires the acquisition of permanent right of way easements from four property owners and a drainage easement from a fifth owner.  Four of the owners have agreed to sell the necessary property rights to the County.  Negotiations with the fifth owner, Mr. Amer Shaae, have reached an impasse. On January 5, 2005 (1), the Board adopted a Resolution of Necessity to initiate eminent domain action for the drainage easement. An eminent domain suit, which includes an Order of Possession, has been filed with the court. The Order of Possession is expected to be secured by early July 2005.

This is a request to approve advertisement and subsequent award, to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder, of a contract to construct Parkside Street Improvements; and to approve execution, upon receipt, of Utility Undergrounding Agreements and a Construction Cooperation Agreement. Upon Board approval, the Department of Purchasing and Contracting will advertise and subsequently award a contract for construction, after the Order of Possession for right of way has been secured. Project construction is scheduled to begin in late July 2005 and be completed by December 2005. This is also a request to adopt a resolution to ensure expiration for temporary construction easement is concurrent with close of construction, in Resolution of Public Necessity 05-01 adopted on January 5, 2005 (1).

	OVERVIEW:

	
	In accordance with the California Public Resources Code, Section 41510, the County of San Diego is required to provide for the safe collection, recycling, treatment, and disposal of hazardous wastes generated by residents in the unincorporated areas of the County. On June 14, 2000 (29), the Board authorized the Department of Environmental Health to enter into a use agreement with the City of San Diego for household hazardous waste collection, transportation and disposal services.  This agreement allowed unincorporated residents access to the City’s Permanent Household Hazardous Waste Collection Facility at the Miramar landfill, and participation in any special one-day household hazardous and electronic waste collection events. The current agreement with the City of San Diego expires June 30, 2005.

The Department of Environmental Health seeks authorization to enter into a sole source use agreement with the City of San Diego, in the amount of $30,000, for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006, with three one-year renewal options, to provide unincorporated area residents the opportunity to dispose of their household hazardous waste at the City's Permanent Household Hazardous Waste Collection Facility, operated by Clean Harbors, at the Miramar landfill. 

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request have been included in the Chief Administrative Office’s Proposed Fiscal Year 2005-07 Operational Plan for the Department of Environmental Health.  The funding source is the Non-Exclusive Solid Waste Management Agreement Fee.  If approved, this request will result in an estimated cost of $30,000 for Fiscal Year 2005-06, and $30,000 for each subsequent year. This request will require no additional staff years.

	JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT BETWEEN COUNTY OF SAN DIEGO AND GROSSMONT UNION HIGH SCHOOL DISTRICT FOR SPORTS FIELD IMPROVEMENTS AT EL CAPITAN HIGH SCHOOL (DISTRICT: 2)

	
	OVERVIEW:

	
	On September 1, 2004, the Lakeside Community Planning Group voted to approve the use of Lakeside Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds for sports field improvements at El Capitan High School, located in the community of Lakeside.  The existing sports field at El Capitan High School is old and in need of rehabilitation.  Years of heavy use have diminished the field’s recreational value.  The proposed project will replace the existing grass surface with more durable synthetic turf, enhancing the recreational integrity of the sports field.     

The proposed action will result in approval of a Joint Powers Agreement between the County of San Diego and Grossmont Union High School District in the amount of $600,000 to provide for installation of synthetic turf on the existing sports field at El Capitan High School.  Funding for this action is provided by $300,000 of Lakeside Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds being requested in this action, and $300,000 of District 2 Community Projects funds being allocated by Supervisor Jacob as a separate item on today’s agenda.  An additional $5,000 of available Lakeside Park Land Dedication Ordinance funds will be used for construction management staff costs.  Under the terms of the Joint Powers Agreement, the School District is responsible for maintaining the newly constructed facilities.

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	Funds for this request are not budgeted in the Department of Parks and Recreation.  The funding sources are Lakeside Park Land Dedication Ordinance (PLDO) funds ($300,000) and District 2 Community Projects funds ($300,000).  The District 2 funding is being allocated by Supervisor Jacob as a separate item on today’s agenda.  If approved, this request will result in the establishment of appropriations of $300,000 in the Department of Parks and Recreation to partially fund a Joint Powers Agreement (JPA) with Grossmont Union High School District.  As stated above, the remaining $300,000 needed to fund the JPA is being provided through a separate Board action.  Total project costs are estimated at $750,000.  In addition to the County’s $600,000 contribution through the proposed JPA, Grossmont Union High School District will provide approximately $150,000 to complete project funding. The Department of Environmental Health has identified priorities for reserve designation uses based on input from stakeholders that are in alignment with the County’s Strategic Initiatives.  Priorities include investment in information technology, public outreach, public access, customer service, data acquisition and management, emergency response, and public health investigations.  The reserve designation spending plan was developed to incorporate these priorities.

In Fiscal Year 2003-04, cost management strategies were implemented to mitigate possible revenue shortfalls due to the uncertainty of the State Budget situation.  Positions were intentionally held vacant, and spending for services and supplies curtailed.  The implementation of these cost management strategies caused additional fund balance to be accumulated. 

This is a request to authorize the Auditor and Controller to increase the reserve designation in the General Fund for the Department of Environmental Health in the amount of $2,775,173.  This action does not move funds into the Department of Environmental Health.  The spending plan for funds in the Department of Environmental Health Reserve Designation includes $1,000,000 in one-time expenses in alignment with the spending plan priorities.  The remainder will be used to mitigate fee adjustments for Department of Environmental Health customers.  The department will return to the Board to request for authorization one-time expenses.  In addition, a $2,000,000 credit will be applied toward fees to be paid in Fiscal Year 2005-06.

	The San Diego County Street Lighting District was formed by the Board of Supervisors on September 30, 1987 (3), under the Landscape and Lighting Act of 1972, as a replacement for the Lighting Maintenance Districts. The District operates and maintains more than 9,500 public street lights throughout the unincorporated area of the County and is dedicated to providing quality street light service while maintaining a low cost to property owners. Funding for the District is through a portion of the one-percent property tax and through assessments charged to properties that benefit from the lights.  Assessments are based on traffic generation with a single-family residence being assigned one unit of benefit.

Assessments are confirmed by the Board at an annual public hearing. The proposed assessment rate in Fiscal Year 2005-06 is $5.60 per single family home per year, which is a five percent increase over the Fiscal Year 2004-05 rate, reflecting increased electrical costs and decreased property tax revenue due to State budget actions. The voters have approved a rate of up to $25.00, and the County’s is the lowest street lighting rate in the San Diego region.

The action requested today is to approve the Engineer’s Report for the District and adopt a resolution of intention that sets a public hearing date of July 27, 2005.  On that date, the Board will be asked to adopt a resolution confirming the assessments at the close of the hearing.

	On September 22, 2004 (10), your Board certified the Environmental Impact Report for improvements to State Route 54/94. This project work involves widening approximately 1.8 miles in Rancho San Diego, Spring Valley (Thomas Guide Page 1271 G5 – 1272 A4). The roadway will be improved from a four-lane to a six-lane highway in accordance with the County of San Diego Circulation Element, and includes curb, gutter, sidewalk, raised medians and signal modifications. The planned improvements will increase the capacity of the state highways to accommodate existing and projected traffic volumes at an acceptable level of service, and will enhance roadway safety.

As a condition of approval from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, the California Fish and Game, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, and the Regional Water Quality Control Board (collectively “Resource Agencies”), the Department of Public Works is required to mitigate for the project’s impacts to jurisdictional areas by creating and preserving wetlands.  Rancho Jamul Mitigation Bank has been identified and approved by the Resource Agencies to mitigate for wetland impacts. 

This is a request to authorize the purchase of 0.63-acre mitigation credits at the Rancho Jamul Mitigation Bank in order to satisfy the wetland creation requirement for the State Routes 54/94 roadway project. The mitigation credit purchase price is $78,750.

Through scientific methods, staff determines which roads can be protected with surface treatments and which require asphalt resurfacing.  Chip and fog sealing is a surface treatment used on roads that are structurally sound.  Chip and fog sealing is cost effective because it delays the need for expensive pavement rehabilitation and repairs.  Chip and fog sealing protects asphalt pavement from deterioration and the underlying sub-grade from loss of structural strength.

This is a request for approval to advertise and award to the lowest responsible bidder, a contract to chip and fog seal various roadway segments in the unincorporated area of San Diego County.  Bid packages have been structured with a base bid consisting of the minimum number of road segments to be sealed and additive alternates, which are clusters of road segments that can be added to the contract if bid prices favor doing so.  Total cost, including contingency, is approximately $3.4 million.
