	OVERVIEW:

	
	This is a request to set a date for a public hearing to vacate flowage easements affecting portions of Assessor Parcels 590-190-30 and 38 in the community of Sunnyside/Bonita (Thomas Guide page 1311, A-1).  The proposed vacation will allow the affected property owners to more fully utilize their properties. 

The vacation request has been initiated by the County of San Diego Department of Public Works acting on behalf of the San Diego County Flood Control District pursuant to Section 105-8 of the California Water Code-Appendix.  Drainage construction as part of the Central Avenue Flood Control Improvement Project will provide 100-year flood control capacity for the subject properties.  Accordingly, the flowage easements are no longer necessary.

This is a request to set a hearing for June 20, 2007, and direct the Clerk of the Board to provide public notice of the hearing, which are recommendations 1 and 2 below.  At the hearing on June 20, 2007, the San Diego County Flood Control District Board of Directors will be asked to consider adopting a Resolution to Vacate Flowage Easements.  Those actions, listed as recommendations 3, 4, and 5 are discretionary after consideration of public testimony.  

	
	FISCAL IMPACT:

	
	The cost of this action is $2500.  Funding is included in project improvement funds for the Central Avenue Flood Control Improvement Project.  On August 1, 2006 (17), the Board of Supervisors approved funding for the Central Avenue Flood Control Improvement Project as a part of the Fiscal Year 2006-07 Operational Plan in the Department of Public Works Detailed Work Program.  

	
	RECOMMENDATION:

	
	CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER

1. Set a public hearing for June 20, 2007 at 9:00 a.m. to consider vacating flowage easements affecting Assessor Parcels 590-190-30& 38.

2. Direct the Clerk of the Board to provide notice of the hearing on the proposed vacation in the manner required by the Public Streets, Highways and Service Easements Vacation Law, California Streets and Highways Code §§ 8320-8325.

At the hearing on June 20, 2007, and after public testimony, consider:

3. Finding the project is categorically exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Sections 15060 (c) (2) and (3) of the State CEQA Guidelines.

4. Adopting a Resolution entitled Resolution of the Board of Directors, San Diego County Flood Control District to Vacate Flowage Easements.

5. Directing the Clerk of the Board to record the Resolution of the Board of Directors, San Diego County Flood Control District to Vacate Flowage Easements upon the completion of a culvert or alternative drainage facility to carry a 100-year flood event over the properties currently burdened by the flowage easements.
