The current contract expires June 30, 2011. GUHSD provides related educational technology services for inmates through a separate contract, which also expires June 30, 2011.

California Code of Regulations Titles 15 and 24 mandates that educational services be provided to inmates.  This is a request to grant a categorical exemption from competitive procurement pursuant to Board Policy A-87 and execute renewals for both contracts with GUHSD to provide quality continuous educational services and related educational technology services to inmates at the Sheriff’s detention facilities. >>

	<The federal Department of Homeland Security provides Buffer Zone Protection Program (BZPP) grants through California Emergency Management Agency (Cal EMA) for protective action funding to enhance critical infrastructure and key resource (CI/KR) sites across the country. Federal BZPP grant funds are administered through Cal EMA, which grants them to local agencies for CI/KR improvements.  

Your Board previously authorized the Office of Emergency Services (OES) to accept Fiscal Year 2008 Buffer Zone Protection Program (BZPP) funds for $748,956 and adopted resolutions to authorize the OES to apply for grant funds from the Fiscal Year 2009 and Fiscal Year 2010 BZPP.  This is a request to appropriate the Fiscal Year 2008 funds of $748,956, accept the Fiscal Year 2009 funds of $776,000 and Fiscal Year 2010 BZPP funds of $390,000 for a total of $1,914,956 in BZPP funds.  Also, authorize the Director of the Office of Emergency Services to use the BZPP funds to enter into expenditure contracts with various local law enforcement agencies as prescribed to enhance the protected area around selected CI/KR sites. >>

CSA 17 expenditures are projected to exceed revenues by over $250,000 in Fiscal Year 2010/11 and annually thereafter. This deficit is not sustainable and will deplete the CSA’s reserve funds within a few years. 

Based upon the CSA 17 Citizens Advisory Committee and staff’s recommendation, today’s proposal, if approved, would implement a resident user fee whereby those CSA 17 residents who are provided emergency medical services would be charged a fee of $400 per hospital transport plus $20 per mile. The proposed rate is well below the average rate charged by other local communities in San Diego and California as outlined in Attachment I. The user fee will provide financial stability to the CSA and will enable the CSA to continue providing the current level of emergency medical care to its residents and visitors.  The practice of implementing a resident user fee for CSA 17 residents is consistent with the County’s other Emergency Medical Services District, CSA 69.  Assessing fees for services provided is deemed the most equitable way to remedy the funding shortfall as today’s request will have no impact on property taxes, special benefit taxes or non-district resident transport fees. Approximately 71.4% of those voters casting ballots (which is above the 55% voter approval level required) authorized the issuance of general obligation bonds by the District in the maximum aggregate principal amount of $389,000,000 (“Authorization”).  

The Board of Education of the District (“District Board”) has caused the Board of Supervisors of the County to issue on its behalf $100,000,000 aggregate principal amount of general obligations bonds, the Series A Bonds and Series B Bonds, under the Authorization.  On May 11, 2011, the District Board adopted a resolution authorizing the issuance and sale of subsequent series of bonds (“District Resolution”) anticipated to be designated the “Southwestern Community College District (San Diego County, California) Election of 2008 General Obligation Bonds, Series C,” or as designated in the related bond purchase contract, in the aggregate principal amount of not to exceed $79,750,000 (the “2011 Bonds”). Proceeds from the 2011 Bonds will be used to finance the improvement of certain facilities of the District as approved by the voters in the November 4, 2008 election.  With the issuance of the 2011 Bonds, approximately $209,250,000 of the Authorization will remain for the issuance of additional series of bonds.

	<This report summarizes the status of the County’s Fiscal Year 2010-11 Operational Plan, as measured by projected year-end fund balance from current year operations.  The projected balance for the General Fund is $231.7 million, and for all budgetary funds combined is $273.2 million.  In the General Fund, positive balances are projected for all five groups.  In addition, the projected fund balance reflects the conservation of management and contingency reserves and projects that general purpose revenue will do better than estimated in the adopted budget.

This letter also recommends budget adjustments to make resource reallocations or to fund various one-time projects.  In the Public Safety Group, an adjustment is proposed to transfer appropriations within the Sheriff’s Asset Forfeiture Fund to fund planned overtime costs associated the Sheriff’s Department SWAT academy. 

In the Land Use and Environment Group, adjustments include the following: transfer of  appropriations within the Department of Public Works for costs related to the Rancho del Campo Wastewater Treatment Plant Improvement Project; the transfer of appropriations from the Capital Outlay Fund to the Department of Parks and Recreation for planned expenditures that cannot be capitalized for the Spring Valley Community Center project; the transfer of appropriations from the Department of Parks and Recreation to the General Fund Contributions to Fleet Services Internal Service Fund to purchase a park vehicle for trail maintenance; increase appropriations in various capital projects and to fund capital project costs not eligible for grant reimbursement; and the transfer of funding from the Sweetwater Regional Park Equestrian Center Capital Project to the Tijuana River Valley Capital Project to fund a hydrology study.  

In the Community Services Group, recommendations include a request to establish additional appropriations in the Department of Housing and Community Development to complete the acquisition of Primrose Apartments, a 22-unit affordable housing complex in the unincorporated Vista and a request to authorize the Auditor and Controller to take necessary actions to dissolve the Housing and Community Development Special Revenue Fund. 

The Finance and General Government Group an adjustment is requested to establish appropriations for one-time funding of Information Technology upgrades. 

In the Capital Program, it is recommended that savings from lower than anticipated construction and development costs for the County Operations Center and Annex Redevelopment Project 1A be redirected to the Phase 1B portion of the County Operations Center.  Other recommendations include adjustments to cancel the remaining appropriations for 13 projects that are anticipated to be completed and capitalized at the end of the fiscal year.

13. Allocate $50,000 from the Neighborhood Reinvestment Budget unit (15665) to the Zoological Society of San Diego to design and install an interactive mural at the Elephant Odyssey. 
14. Authorize the Chief Financial Officer to execute grant agreements with these organizations establishing the terms for receipt of the funds described above, and to make minor amendments to the agreements that are consistent with the general purpose of the grant but do not increase the grant.

15. Find that the authorization described in recommendation 5, 6, 7, and 9 are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to section 15301 of the CEQA Guidelines because the allocations will be used for maintenance, repair and minor alterations to existing facilities.

16. Find that all the grant awards described above have a public purpose.>>
